is unrelieved of the stigma connected
with this killing. A trial by jury
would have made clear and removed
whatever doubt may linger in the
public mind.

Perhaps there has been some misun-
derstanding, some misinterpretation of
remarks credited to Dr. Aldrich, who
being dead can not speak in explana-
tion or in extenuation of reports which'
led to a homicide, aggravatingly de-
plorable.
Ah, if the terrible deed could be re-

called! However, the purpose of this
article is simply to emphasize the fact
that grand juries are not authorized
or empowered to pass judgment in a
case In which their sympathy may be
enlisted. It is the solemn duty of such
bodies to be governed by the facts and
the written law, and to find bills ac-
cordingly.

Did this grand jury tack In the In-
formation of the facts which led to the
indictment of Judge Favrot in Febru-
ary? It may be borne in mind that
the failure of this grand jury to indict
does not relieve or give assurance that
Judge Favrot may not be indicted by
another grand jury. Therefore, viewed
in any guise presented, the action of

the grand jury in not finding a bill
against Judge Favrot is construed as

being simply a travesty of justice.-
Shreveport Caucasian.

A Bad PrecedenS

The finding of the grand jury In the
Favrot case, when viewed from the
standpoint of economy or policy, is
not amiss, but when one realizes the
lengths to which the pursuit of such a

policy might lead our inquisitorial
bodies, and to what extent justice may
be defeated by such proceedings, the
finding seems to set a bad precedent.

It is all very well to say that this ju-
dicial farce is made necessary by the
fact that the defense is placed under
the "unwritten law," but as a matter
of fact is the mere pleading of the un-
written law sufficient to silence inquiry
as to whether or not a given homicide
is justified under a just and sensible
interpretation of the law so cited?

The unwritten law is fundamentally
based on RIGHT, right living and right
conduct, and its operation should,
therefore, be always right.

In the south, feminine purity is pre-
sumed; it is the- premise from which
flows all the logic of our social inter.
course, just as the purity and sanctity
of every home is taken for granted.
But we are quick to fix the brand of
shame on a woman, the slightest whis-
per being sometimes sufficient to shat-
ter a woman's reputation, and an idle
word, born of malice or misjudgment,
sufficient cause to cast a cloud upon
her name which only death can re-
move.

Appreciating that this is true, south-
ern gentlemen decreed long ago that
he who slew a woman's reputation by
means of falsehood and slander, or
who dishonors and destroys a home,
should die. This decree was not writ-
ten in any law books, but it is nore
firmly fixed in the mind of the average
man than any of the authentic legisla-
tive acts because it is written on the
heart of every human who loves per-
sonal purity and who shares the in-
stinct of the strong to protect the weak.

The unwritten law is right and its
operation is just when properly ap-
plied, but when the law is prostituted
to cover all wrongs of which bad wo-
men are guilty IT BECOMES WRONG
and Its operation becomes a festering
sore in the side of society.

In order that a sentence of death
should lie under the provisions of this
law it is necessary that the accused be
convicted of having uttered a false-
hood calculated to destroy a good wo-
man's reputation, or that be be con-
victed of having polluted the purity of
a home. Unless one of these charges
is substantiated by the facts in- the
case, the sentence of death imposed un-
der the broad provisions of the un-
written law is MURDER and the execu-
tioner an ordinary assassin.

This being so, it follows that the
truth or falsity of the remarks com-
plained of should be the test applied
to determine whether or not the slain
deserved death. Proof that one has
circulated unsavory rumors, while in-
dicative of a lack of wisdom, is cer-
tainly no justification for a homicide,
because the habit of repeating unpleas-
ant gossip is found more frequently in
a fool than in a villain, and thecourts
and their officers should ascertain by
means of an open inquiry whether a
defense is properly placed under the
unwritten law as correctly interpreted,
and such inquiry should be had in
court in order that the deceased's fam-
ily might have an opportunity to clear
their name of stain.

Sitting within the shadow of a most
solemn oath to perform its duty with-
out fear or favor, without hope for re-
ward or apprehension of punishment,`
a grand jury should refuse to play
policy or practiceeconomics. It should
return all doubtful cases for a trial in
open court.-DeSoto Progress.

Possibilities of the Armenian Orphanage Work.
The sad events of eleven years ago

cast upon the American missionaries
at Harpoot the care of some fourteen
hundred pitiable orphans. Of the four
hundred who still remain a fourth are
engaged in the industries that have
been started, and the rest attend
school. Forty of the latter are in
Euphrates College. Our first orphan
boy graduated from this institution
last June, and is now at the head of
the high school in a large village.
Another young man is preparing to
be a preacher. Twenty-five boys and
girls are helping themselves to a con-
siderable extent by teaching in near
by villages.

From the very start the training of
the hands was a part of the orphans'
education. Household duties were for
all, and in addition some of the boys
learned tailoring, shoemaking, car-
pentering and sundry other trades.
All of the girls did their own work,
and some learned to weave gingham
and to make thread 'lace. Through a
gift of $2500 from the late G. G. Wil-
liams, president of the Chemical Na-
tional Bank, New York, we were able
to start making orieptal rugs. This
work has developed until now we have
twenty looms, and our rugs are gaining
favorable recognition in America.
Out of gratitude to their benefactors
in America, to whom they could not
express their thanks individually, the
girls made a large, double-faced silk
flag rug for the American government.
This now hangs in the diplomatic
ante-room of the department of state
at Washington.

From the store-room where the cloth-
ing and other orphan supplies were
kept there has developed a fairly good
store, with several small branches or
agencies. In these both our own pro-
ducts and goods from Europe and
America are sold. Just now we have
ten bales of cotton sheeting on the
way from New York. In the work
connected with these stores our or-
phans get employment and valuable
experience.

We have received $6000 towards a
farm. This is about a third of what
we need, when buildings, stock and
implements are added. An Armenian
graduate of the Massachusetts Agri-
cultural College can manage this
work, with the assistance of the thirty
boys who have been in training for
two years on hired land. One of our
boys has secured a diploma from the
sericultural school at Brousa, and
takes charge of our silk raising in-
terests. In this agricultural center
there is a fine opening for an agricul-
tural school, affiliated with Euphrates
College, where scientific methods may
be taught in connection with the use
of American implements.

Situated as Harpoot is within a
great ox-bow of the Euphrates, about
equidistant from the Mediterranean,
the Black Sea and Lake Van, it is a
fitting place for the development of
our present plant into an industrial
institution similar to Hampton and
Tuskegee in America. It is far better
to train these boys and girls to be a
blessing to this country than to let
them drift, as some have done, with
the strong tide of emigration to Am-
erica. Will you not help us to make
this great benefit possible?

The World's Greatest Crop.
The bureau of the census has just is-

sued its final report upon the cotton
crop of the United States for the sea-
son of 1906-7, and this report gives
the enormous total of 13,576,225 bales
of 500 pounds each, which is 1,000,000
bales in excess of the official estimates
made in December, 1906. Included in
this total are 321,160 bales of linters,
57,352 bales of sea-island cotton, and
an estimate of 155,704 bales remaining
to be ginned after March 10. The num-
ber of active ginneries is given at
28,702.

The average selling price for cotton
during the past season has been good,
and the result is an era of decided
prosperity in the cotton belt, as, in
addition to the sum of nearly $700,-
000,000 received for the staple, must be
added approximately $100,000,000 re-
ceived for cotton-seed products.

Should the present indications be
realized, there will be added in the
near future still another item of value
to this, the world's greatest crop: pa-
per made from the cotton stalks, which
are at present burned in the field.-
