The Democratic Campaign.
The Democratic` campaign is in

pretty full swing in this state, and ac-
cording to their own accounts all the
competing candidates are getting the

'best of the contest and are sure to
win. Two of the most interesting
events connected with the guberna-
torial race have transpired within the
past fortnight, one being the long-
deferred announcement of Congress-
man R. F. Broussard of the third dis-
trict that he would actively support
Hon. Theo. S. Wilkinson for gover-
nor, and the other the holding of a
very large Wilkinson meeting at
Franklin, St. Mary parish, the home
town of Lieut. Gov. J. Y. Sanders,
where nearly every man, woman and
child was popularly supposed to be "a
Sanders man." Predictions are freely
made that the attitude of the Iberia
congressman will turn the tide of bat-
tle against Mr. Sanders in his own
section, but of course the Sanders
forces pooh-pooh the idea and claim
that, while Mr. Broussard can doubt-
less influence the third district for
himself, he hasn't a hold upon it that
will enable him to deliver its vote
noluns volens to another man. The
joint debates that have taken place
between Messrs. Wilkinson and San-
ders have not been productive of en-
tirely satisfactory results to either
faction, and there is considerable
sentiment against having any more of
these discussions. The tendency to
descend to personalities and to expose
unclean party linen too conspicuously
to the public gaze are urged in ob-
jection to the continuance of this form
of campaigning, and when meetings
are held in connection with such en-
tertainments as church fairs at which
intoxicating liquors are sold, trouble
is likely to be caused by over-zealous
partisans who patronize the bottle or
the keg too freely and insist on whoop
ing for their candidate even while the
other one has the floor and is trying
to be heard.

Gen. Jastremeki has been on the sick
list for several weeks, but is by no
means out of the running. On the
contrary, he renews the declaration of
his intention to stand by his colors
until the votes are counted, and to be-
gin an active canvass of the state,
about the 1st of September.

The candidates for the minor ofices
are industriously pushing their re-
spective claims, but comparatively
little interest has as yet been de-
veloped by any of the contests except
that for governor.

LAFOURCHE LOCKS.

Joint Keating of Levee Boards Author-

ma-s Sale of Thirty-F!'ar Notes, Ag-

gregating $880,00-Governor
Unable to be Present.

Pursuant to a call issued by Gov.
N. C. Blanchard, a joint meeting of
the Atchafalaya and Lafourche basin
levee boards was held in the local
courthouse at noon Thursday for the
purpose of discussing matters pertain-
ing to the construction of locks to re-
place the present dam at the head of
Bayou Lafourche. Hon. V. M. Le-
febvre, of West Baton Rouge, presi-
dent of the Atchafalsyt levee board,
presided over the assemblage, and
the followint membepe of the two
boards were in attendance:

Atchafalaya board-Thus. Beary,
Honore Dugas, J. A. Provost and
James Cotten.

Lafourche board-V. Maurin, pres-
ident; J. S. Brady, Camille Templet,
Louis Hymel, Alfred Songy, T. J.
Sellers, R. Perez and George Lorio.

The absentees were A. H. Gay and
Thos. G. Erwin of the Atchafalaya
board, and D. J. Foret of the La-
fourche board.

There were also present Major F.
M. Kerr and Col. Arsene Perrilliatt,
of the state board of engineers, and a
number of prominent citizens of sev-
eral of the parishes Interested in the
construction of the locks, including a
big delegation from St. Martin and
Iberia parishes.

Upon calling the meeting to order,
Mr. Lefabvre explained that Gov.
Blanchard had fully intended to be
present, but that he was taken ill while
on his way to Donaldsonville and
was compelled to abandon the trip.
Gov. Blanchard's private secretary,
T. O. Harris, stated that the governor
had stopped iuT .,t Belle Helene Thurs-
day morning t.. take breakfast with
Col. C. D. Gondran and family, and
that while seated at the table he was
seized with a sudden attack of illness
and had been forced to go to bed.
Mr. Harris added that the governor
was not feeling well when he started
from Baton Rouge, but that be was
extremely anxious to be present at the
meeting of the levee boards and had
determined not to be kept away if it
were possible for him to attend.

The report of the executive com-
mittee, covering the meeting of that
committee in New Orleans on May 21
for the purpose of opening bids for
the construction of the locks, (none
being submitted), was read and
adopted.

At this point Mr. Perez suggested
that as the meeting had been called by
Gov. Blanchard, and that as the
latter had unfortunately been pre-
vented from attending, it might be
best to defer action in the matter
under consideration until some future
date. Mr. Lefebvre and others, after
a general disotlission of the suggestion,
thought that the meeting should pro.
ceed, and that the boards might at
least transact other business than
that relating to the lock proposition.

Mr. Maurin stated that F. A. Mid-
dleton, attorney for the Lafourche
board, had written Attorney General
Gulon requesting an opinion on the
subject of the negotiation of the notesto be issued by the levee boards in
payment for the locks, and suggested
that Mr. Middleton read his letter to
Mr. Gulon and the latter's reply.

The correspondence was as follows:
New Orleans, La.. July 9, 1907.

r Honorable Walter Guion. Attorney General,
New Orleans, La.:

6 Dear Sir-Upon request I have given to the
commissioners of the Lafourche basin levee dis-1 trict the following opinion:

e I am of the opinion that the board cannot
accept for its notes. issued under the authority-
of Sec. 2 of Act No. 9 of the acts of 1900, less thanr the face value of the said notes.

Sec. 2 provides "that to meet said expenses
said boards are authorized to issue separately

' their notes, with such maturities and bearing8 such interests as may best suit for the advan-
a tageous disposing of same; but that one of saidnotes of each board shall be payable each year,

and none of them shall run longer than twenty1 years, or be for less than twenty thousand
- dollars, or bear more than five per cent per

annum interest."
The construction of this paragraph shows an

- intent on the part of the legislature to regulate
* the expenditure of money by the boards for the
purpose of building locks, and to prevent the
contraction of a debt which would dissipate the

eral revenues intended for levee purposes.j Therefore a limit was placed upon the amount
of interest which should be paid for money
borrowed under this act. The borrowing of
money upon a note issued by authority of Sec.I 2 of Act No. 9 of 1900, at a rate of 8 per cent
interest upon the face of the note, and a further
allowance of, say, 2 per cent brokerage, would
be tantamount to paying 7 per cent for the use
of the money, and would in my opinion be a
violation of this act. The sale of a note for less
than its face value would reduce Itself to the
same proposition-paying more interest for the
use of the money than is allowed by this act.

I have been requested to forwrd this opinion
to you and ask that you render an opinion for
the guidance of the hoard of commissioners of
the Lafourche levee district upon the subject
matter referred to in the opinion I have just
quoted. The board is awaiting your opinion be-
fore acting in this matter and therefore will
greatly appreciate an early reply.

Mr. F. A. Middleton, Attorney for Lafourche
Levee Board, City:

Dear Sir-I have your letter of the 9th., which
reached me at a time when I was very busy with
pressing official work and since which time I
have not been able, until now, to reply. You in-
form me that you have given to the commission-
ers of the Lafourche basin levee district an opin-
ion advising them "that the board cannot accept
for its notes. issued under the authority of Sec. 2
of Act No. 9 of the acts of 1900, less than the
face value of the said notes," and that you had
been requested to inform meof the opinion which
you had given and to ask that I "render an
opinion for the guidance of the board of com-
missioners of the Lafourche basin levee district
upon the subject matter referred to."

I assure you that I regret being called upon for
an opinion in this matter, since you are thelegal adviser of the Lafourche basin levee board,
and especially because of the fact that my opin-
ion does not coincide with the one given by you
to the board of commissioners of that district.

Sec. 2 of Act No. 9 of 1900 would seem to indi-
cate that the general assembly of this state con-
templated the necessity of the issuance of notes
by the two levee districts charged with the duty
of building locks at the head of Bayou La- 1
fourche, and of the further necessity of dis-
posing of these notes as advantageously as
possible.

That section does provide that in order to dis-pose of them advantageously. in order to ob-tain ready funds with which to do the work pro-
vided by said act to be done, the notes so is-sued should bear interest not in excess of five
per cent per annum, as would "best suit for theadvantageous disposing of same." hut *nowheredeclares that the notes may not be disposed of
for less than their face value.

On the contrary, it is my opinion that the
board of commissioners of the Laurcbe basinlevee district may receive for the notes so issuedby them less than the amount for which thesame may be executed. if it be necessary to dis-pose of them in order to realize sufficient coat
with which to prosecute the rwor of construct.ing locks as directed by Act No. 9 of 1900.

That act does not prohibit the payment ofmore than five per cent for money with which tobuild the locks hut, on the contrary, seems to
authorize the giving of a higher rate of interest,
but with the proviso that the notes themselveswhich may be lsaned shall not bear more thanfive per cent. This is directly in line with thespirit and letter of Act NolI1 of 189 cetIng
the Lafourchebsin levee distrIct. Section 12 ofwhich authorises the issuance of bonds to bearinterest at a rate not to exceed six per cent, andwhich under Section 13 thereof may be dis-counted by the board of commissionersof that
district at a rate of discount not to exceed ten
per cent.

To my mind, while the language of SectIon 2of Act No. 9 of 1900 clearly prohibits the note.
issued thereunder from bearing more than five
per cent interest, it doese not prohibit their be-ing discounted. On the contrary, it indicates tomy mind. by providing for the interest whichthey may bear-not to exceed, however, a rate offive per cent-that lbs legislature intended toauthorize the discounting of these notes. since it
distinctly provides for their bearing such a rate
om intst 'as may beet suit for the advantage

Mr. Meurin then offered the follow-
Ing resolutiob:

Whereas. the Hon. Walter Guion, attorney
general of the state of Louisiana. rendered an
opinion that the Atchafalays and Lafourche
basin levee boards may sell the notes issued
under the authority of Sec. 2 of Act No. 9 of the
acts of 1900 at a discount; and

Whereas, it has been demonstrated that it is
necessary to pay for the construction of the
lock. of Bayou Lafourche upon a cash basis;
therefore be it

Resolved. That the presidents of the Atchafa-
lays and Lafourche levee boards be and they are
hereby authorized and directed to advertise for
thirty days, in such newspapers as they see tit,
for sale to the highest bidder all the following
promissory notes issued under authority of Sec.
2 of Act No. 9 of 1900. to-wit: Seventeen notes
of the full value of $20,000 each of the Lafourche
basin levee district, with the following maturi-
ties: 1911. 1912, 1913. 1914, 1915, 1916,1917, 1918,
1919, 1920, 1921, 1922, 1923, 1924. 1925, 1926 and 1927,
each bearing on its face five per cent interest
from date of issuance until paid; the bidder to
take all of said notes, and all bids to be subject
to rejection by said board. Seventeen notes of
the full value of $20,000 each of the Atchafalaya
levee board, with the following maturities: 1911,
1912, 1913. 1914, 1915. 1916, 1917, 1918, 1919, 1920,
1921. 1922, 1923. 1924, 1925, 1926 and 1927, each
bearing on its face five per cent interest from
date of issuance until paid; the bidder to take
all of said notes, and all bids to be subject to re-
jection by said board. All notes to be issued on
the date that the successful bid is accepted bythe board.

On motion of Mr. Maurin, seconded
by Mr. Perez, the resolution was
adopted, first by the two boards in-
dividually and then by the joint or-
ganization. A tie resulted in the At-
chafalaya board, Messrs. Provost
and Cotton voting against the adop-
tion of the resolution, while Messrs.
Beary and Dugas voted in the affirm-
ative. President Lefebvre cast the de-
ciding vote in favor of the adoption
of the resolution. In the Lafourche
board only one member, Mr. Hymel,
contested the passage of the reso-
lution.

During the discussion preeding the
vote, Hon. John Marks, attorney for
the Atchafalays board, made the
statement that he differs with tile
attorney general concerning the ne-
gotiation of the levee boards' notes,
and that the. interpretation placed
upon Sec. 2 of Act No. 9 of 1900 by
Mr. Gulon is certain to be declared
erroneous.

Resolutions of condolence to Gov.
Blanchard, upon the death of his wife,
were offered by Mr. Provost and
unanimously adopted, after which the
meeting adjourned.

A session of the Atchafalaya board
was held at the St. Martin House
Thursday forenoon to afford a hear-
ing to a large delegation of prominent
citizens of St. Martin and Iberia
parishes, whose object in appear-
ing before the board was to urge that
some protection from overflow be
afforded the people of those two par-
ishes and the parish of St. Mary. It
seems that a levee is now in course
of construction on the east bank of the
Atchafalaya river in these parishes,
whereas there is no levee of any kind
on the opposite bank, hence in periods
of high water a considerable amount
of land is subject to inundation. The
board discussed the question with the
delegation and agreed to make an
inspection of the premises within the
near future, with a view of taking
whatever action the circumstances
may require.

Martin
and F. M. Welch, the latter being the
immigration agent of the Southern
Pacific Railroad.

Both services were
attended by large congregations, and
many devout worshippers partook of
the holy sacremeut at the earlier mass.
The feast of the Assumption commem-
orates the passing from earth of the
Virgin Mary, mother of Jesus Christ,
and is one of the most beautiful and
important in the Catholic calendar.

Esneault, seconded by Mr. Klos. and adopted on
call of the roll by yeas 8, nays 0:

Section I. Be it ordained by the police jury
of the parish of Ascension, That for the year
1907 there is hereby levied a tax amounting in
the aggregate to eight mills on the dollar of the
assessed valuation of all property, movable and
immovable, within the parish of Ascension, ex-
cept such as is expressly exempted from tax-
ation by the constitution of the state, as per tax
assessor's rolls for 1907, deposited in the re-
corder's office in and for the parish of Ascen-
sion.

Section II. Be it further ordained, etc., That
the following sums, or as much thereof as may
be necessary, be and the same are hereby appro-
priated out of the money in the parish treasury
derived from the annual tax provided by the
first section of this ordinance, for the following
