It may be a difficult matter, perhaps,
for the colored masses to make a re-
adjustment of thoughts and methods,
but it is worth while for them to
try the experiment, and bring into
their calculations the logic of their
condition and the value of their self-
preservation.
They have suffered enough to be

wise, and this wisdom, if consulted,
will teach them the course to pursue
in order to secure the blessings of
peace and justice, not only for them-
selves, but likewise for their children.

The crisis is upon them, and they
must find the way to liberate their
minds from the muddling influences of
the political mandarins whose advice
has always been a loss to principle.
The shuffier's counsel, dressed in the
best of form, is not among their press-
ing requirements, and whether the per-
former be white or black, it is the
same, in Fielding's language, it is
nothing. .We must shun trickery and
sponsors of trickery, and most par-
ticularly that harmful ruse which for
the want of a better term, may be de-
scribed as the policy of nigrification.

This insistence to mongrel the party
in all its details is the most pernici-
ous subterfuge that could be resorted to
in a community where race prejudice is
the ruling passion. It serves as a
barrier to all progressive liberatism,
it increases irritation, and it multi-
plies and embitters the woes of the
victims. Equality can exist without
enforced promiscuity, and in this part
of the country justice standing alone

Swould be worthy of the most fervent
Sobsecration.

Indeed, no subject ought to be more
agreeable to our prayers than what
President Roosevelt calls "general
equality," or what Candidate Pharr
has promised-"enforcement of the
law without fear or favor."

Equal treatment under the law is a
right; membership by color is, at the
most, a personal distinction. The
difference is obvious: any citizen with
patriotic impulse will readily forego
the latter if that is necessary in order
to secure the former.

After this what more need be said,
unless it be to urge upon the colored
voters the wisdom of realizing condi-
tions, and to act according to their in-
cident knowledge for their best in-
terest and welfare.

To advise them that this is no time
to lend a willing ear to leaders who
are such only in name, with tons of
promise but with minims of power in
every respect; that these are danger-
ous guides, for 'there is no might in
them;" that no appeal on the ground
of their color should be heeded. To
make such appeals a dead issue, and
to turn their faces toward the new or-
der of things, as toward the door of
hope. To tell them to remember the
crime of disfranchisement, and who is
responsible for it, to remember their
curtailed right of liberty and property
in some sections of the state and es-
pecially how the right of jury trial by
their peers is almost extinct. To ask
them to improve their opportunity of
preserving their right of labor and of
earning, by helping to promote and to
foster the beneficent influences of peace
and good fellowship. These subjects
are certainly more important than the
vain clamor of men whose ultimate
aim is some day to receive an elephant
of recognition for an egg of merit.

In conclusion, permit me to extend
my hearty oongratulations to you, sir,
and to your associates. With such
leaders as Mr. Pharr and his col-
leagues, we may justly hope, not only
for a large vote at the April elections,
but also for a strong Republican or-
ganization in the state. I write, suc-
ceas! with all my heart.

Fartnrs Urged to Stand Pat.

iton Paul M. Potts, president of
the Louisiana division of the South-

ern Cotton Association, has issued
the following address to the people
and the friendly press of the south:

"As was to be expected, the cotton

change crowds with their infamous
system of future gambling have ham-
mered the price of cotton down two
cents less than the actual cost of pro-
duction, Thirty-five days ago cotton
was selling at all interior poiuts in
the state of Texas at 14+ cents per
pound, basis middling. Today there
is no reason why cotton should not be
worth as much as it was then bring-
ing, but there is every reason why it
should be worth more than it was
worth at that time because we have
more positive proof of the shortness
of the crop.

"The spinners of the world admit
that they can pay 15 cents for our
cotton and make a profit ,on present
values of cotton goods, but they say
that they are not going to pay us that
price unless we make them do it.
Will we sacrifice our cotton to the
speculators with their infamous sys-
tem of cotton future gambling or will
we make them pay us for it? Your
cotton is going to bring just what you
make them pay you for it and no law
of reasoning will prove to the con-
trary. Bacon, flour, sugar, coffee,
dry goods, feedstuffs, mules, imple-
ments, and especially farm labor are
higher or as high as they were in
1873 and the lowest price that mid-
dling cotton touched in that year at
New York was 191 3ents per pound.
Fifteen cents per pound for this crop
is not high and the man who says it is
is an enemy to the cotton producer
and a traitor to the south.

"Let the friends to cotton stand by
their guns and fight to a finish the
infamous system of robbery that the
cotton gamblers propose to practice
upon the people who grow cotton.
Pay no attention to the lies that are
being circulated to the effect that the
farmers in this or that state are sell-
ing their cotton for less than 15 cents.
It is a trick of our enemies to flood
the south with such lies in order to
break our ranks if they can. Run
these gamblers out by legislation.
Turn a deaf ear to their smooth
tongue pleadings. We have been
under their system for years and we
know how we have fared.

"Encourage your friends to hold
their cotton and make this a fight to a
finish. The decline is artificial and
temporary and cotton is sure to go
sky high before next March."

Will Not Ask Uncle Sam for Loan.
In the bill that will be introduced

in congress at the forthcoming ses-
sion appropriating $1,175,000 for the
United States government participa-
tion at the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific Ex-
position in 1909 there will be a sec-
tion pledging the management not to
ask for a loan from Uncle Sam to
carry on the work of creating the fair.

The people behind the exposition
believe they are fully capable of hold-
ing a successful world's fair without
asking the government for any dona-
tion or any loan. All the management
desires is that Uncle Sam participate
in the same manner as the states and
foreign nations will do by erecting
buildings and installing therein rep-
resentative displays.

Since the United States government
began to patronize expositions to the
present time congress has appropri-
ated $28,752,251 for its representation.
Only $485,000 of this money has been
spent west of the Rocky Mountains,
the Lewis and Clark exposition at
Portland, one of the most successful
world's fairs ever held, receiving the
benefit of this amount.

What Is a Watt?
In the eleetrilal world one hears and

reads a great deal about "watts."
The current is measured by watts; the
machinery is rated by watts; lamps
burn by watts. To the ordinary lay-
man all this talk of "watts" is as mys-
tifying as the death of the late Akhood
of Swat.

The man to whom we owe the idea
of the horsepower was a Scottish in-
ventor, James Watt, and when the
electric unit involving the idea of work-
lug capacity came to be formulated
the name of Watt was chosen to indi-
cate this unit, just as that of Volta
has given us the term volt and Fara-
day the farad.

Watt considered that taking the av-
erage, a London dray horse was ca-
pable of doing the work of lifting 33,-
000 pounds through one foot of dis-
tance in one minute of time, against
gravity. The introduction of this time
limit, the minute, gave the-unit of
power or the rate of performing work.
This or its equivalent has ever since
been called a horsepower.

The electrical unit called the watt is
capableof being represented in terms of
the horsepower, and in that form it
is perhaps more intelligible to those
who are familiar with mechanical
rather than with electrical expressions.
The electrical watt is the product of
volts multiplied by amperes, where the
volt is the unit of electrical pressure
and the ampere is the unit measur-
ing the density or volume of an elec-
trical current.

Careful experiments have demon-
strated that 746 watts per second, are
equal to 550 foot-pounds per second,
or, to state the equation in its usual
form, 746 watts equal one horsepower.
The form in which electrical power
is generally sold is computed on the
basis of kilowatt hours. The prefix
kilo comes from the Greek Chilioi,
one thousand. A kilowatt, written
also k. w., is therefore 1000 watts.
The kilowatt hour is the performance
or work at such a rate that 1000 watts
per second shall be delivered contin-
uously for one hour. The kilowatt.
hour has a special interest for the
man who has his office or house lighted
by electric lamps, because the kilowati
hour is the unit upon which the power
and light companies base their
charges.
