Items of Interest Culled From the
Louisiana Press.

St. Joseph's College, Near Covington, De-

stroyed by Fire-Cotton and Rice

Crops Damaged by Cold

and Rain.

An unidentified Italian was stabbed
to death by a companion at Calumet
station.

Mary La Nasa, aged three years,
was run down and killed by a trolley
car in New Orleans.

Thos. L. Bradley, a traveling man,
was held up by negrocs at New Orle-
ans and robbed of $100.

Charles Gendusa, an Italian mer-
chant, was shot and killed at Dorcey-
ville by a fellow countryman.

Henry Boudreaux, a resident of St.
James parish, was drowned near Mor-
ganza by falling from a barge.

One hundred cases of smallpox were
reported at two lumber camps near
Mansfield, but no deaths have resulted.

Flashes of the Telegraph Wires From
Near and Far,

Notorious Venczaelan Bandit Ambqshed

and Slain-Woman Doctor's Terrible
Record-Japanese Ambassador to

the United States Recalled.

Several villages were pillaged and
burned by Kurds in Turkish Armenia.

Over two hundred lives were lost
during the recent storms on the Black
Sea.

Two persons were killed and six in-
jured in an elevator accident at Chi-
cago.
