Items of Interest Culled From the

Lotisiana press.

Seventh Mistrial Recorded in Famous

Reid Case in Calcaslen Parish-Aged

Negress Burned to Death-New

Chaplain for Penitentiary.

Rev. H. S. Johns, of Ida, has been
chosen chaplain of the state peniten-
tiary.

Eliza Hopkins, an aged negress liv-
ing near Boutte, fell into a fire at her
home and was burnedto doath.

Women at Jennings, becoming tired
of unsightly streets, personally raked
and swept the objectionable localities.

The Iber ille parish police jury ap-
propriated $8000 for the purpose of
keeping the public schools in progress
until June 1.

A passenger train on the New Or-
leans Great Northern Railroad was
derailed near Abita Springs, but no
one was fatally hurt.

Louisiana educators returning from
Washington, D. C., report that Pres
ident Roosevelt greeted them with: "I
swear by Louisiana people and Lou-
isiana bear."

The Lafayette town council passed a
drastic ordinance against promiscu-
ous gambling, having- excepted pro-
gressive euchre socials and card games
between gentlemen.

The Whitney-Central Bank, of New
Orleans, was selected by the Louisi-
ana Board of Liquidation as one of
the state's fiscal agents, to replace the
State National Back.

Osceola West and Peter McDaniel
were convicted at Lake Charles of
criminally assaulting Mrs. Buxton,
at Pawnee, and were given life sen-
tences in the penitentiary.

The seventh mistrial was recorded
at Lake Charles in the case of Sheriff
D. J-. Reid, and, Judge Lee, after scor-
ing the jatry, announced that he would
never try the charges again in Calca-
sieu parish.

After nearly a year of practically
no long-distance service out of Lake
Providence, the. Cumberland Tele-
phone Company has started the laying
of another cable across the Missis-
sippi river, the original one having
given way during April of last year.

The HlEme Protective League, com-
posed of prominent Baton Rouge
women, has offered a standing reward
for information against violators of
the Sunday. slot machine and selling
liquor to minors laws, and will vigor-
ously prosecute its campaign against

Govan, who recently retired from the
newspaper field to embark in a com-
mercial enterprise, and is meeting with
much success.

The other old warrior was Felix
Braud of Donaldsonville, who was a
member of Semmes' battery during the
war, sheriff of Ascension parish dur-
ing the "dark days," and subse-
quently a clerk in the supreme court
of Louisiana. '"I wanted to see you
to cdmpliment you on your adminis-
tration," he said to the mayor. Mr.

A Brilliant Carnival Qiosed-Snatehes of
Street-car Conversations-A So-so

Week at the Theatres. Etc. -

New Orlea's, La.. Mar. 4, 1908.
Staff Correspondence of The Chief.

Ash Wednesday-and "the cold,
gray dawn of the morning after." The
season of folly is at an end, and our
quaint old city has doffed carnival
cap and bells for the sackcloth and
sobriety of the Lenten period. One
more Mardi Gras has been added to
the long list of brilliant annual cele-
brations for which NeN Orleans is
famed, and none more beautiful or
gorgeous has characterized the carni-
val any previous year. Every ball of
every organization was a thing of
beauty; each procession was a revela-
tion and a delight. The parade of
Momus Thursday evening of last week
began the regular Carnival festivities
and depicted stories from A.sop's fa-
bles in nineteen magnificent floats;
''he Light of Asia" was the subject
of the Proteus parade Monday night,
while Rex's day parade portrayed
"Classics of Childhood" in as lovely
a series of floats as has ever been seen
in any carnival pageant. "Gods and
Godesses" was the subject of the Co.
mus parade Tuesday night, following
which the Rex and Comus balls
brought the Mardi Gras festivities to
a close. Rex's arrival Monday was
accomplished amid the usual deafen-
ing clamor of bells and blowing of
whistles, and the gay and triumphant
progress of his fleet up the river was
viewed by thousands of spectators
along the banks. Canal street and
most of the stores and public build-
ings were decorated with flags, bunt-
log and electrical designs sufficiently
elaborate and beautiful to call forth
axclamations of delight and apprecia-
tion from residents as well as count-
less strangers who thronged the city
for the gala season.

But during carnival week the bits of
conversation that came to my ears in
some of my journeys down town ran
something along this line:

"Ain't those palms perfectly lovely,
father?"

"Fancy such tropical weather in
winter."

"Say; do you suppose that girl
over there with the dark hair and eyes
is a Creole?"

"Gee, ain't it hot down here?"
"Lord! look atthe coons."
"Hot?-say this is the sunny south,

aw-right, aw-right."
"I positively never saw such filthy

streets."
"That was a real nice parade last

o ght.'"
"Yes, such a quaint, unusual old

city."
"I never imagined what a carnival

was like, and I'm awfully glad we
came all the way from Seattle to see

and in this way the commonplaces of
everyday car conversation gave way
to the comments and observations of
the strangers within our gates.

Flashes of the Telegraph Wires From
Near and Far.

Chief of Chicago Policr Department At-

One million feet of lumber were de-
stroyed in a sawmill fire at Bogue
Chitto, Miss.

William Jennings Bryan was a
guest of the Mississippi legislature at
Jackson, Miss.

A 14.170 RI tterdam Holland-Ameri-
can liuer was successfully launched at
Belfast, Ireland.

Mobile, Ala., experienced the most
successful Mardi Gras celebration in
the history of the city. -

Advices from Tegucigalpa, Hondu-
ras, announced the death of former
President Marco A. Soto.

Capt. Gilezan, commander of the
Russian cruiser Askold, committed su-
icide rather than face a court-martial.

Three men were killed and a fourth
mortally wounded in a battle with re-
volvers in a lumber camp at Evelyn,
Ky.

The internal revenue collections in
Washington, D. C., for the month of
January showed a decrease of $967,-
013.

France is greatly stirred over learn-
ing of the alarming increase of opium
smokers among the officers of the
French navy.

Wheeler King, charged with the
murder of Marshal A. M. Buchanan,
was adjudged not guilty by a jury at
Forrest, Miss.

Mrs. Lydia A. Wbite,,eighty years
of age, a real daughter of the Amer-
ican Revolution, died at her home in
Lancaster, Pa.

Queen Wilhelmina and Prince
Henry narrowly escaped serious in-
jury as the result of a carriage acci-
dent near The Hague.

The remains of Rev. Father Lao.
Heinrichs, who was murdered by an
anarchist in Denver, Col.; were in-
terred at Patterson, N. J.

Rising temperature 'prevented the
breaking -f hundreds of miles of tele-
graph wire as the result of a severe
sleet storm in Chicago, Ill.

The United States government will
soon begin an active crusade to sup-
press the Black Hand, Chinese High-
binders and anarchism generally.

A great ceremony was held in the
Hall of Beatification in Rome, Italy,
for the repose of the souls of the late
king and crown prince of Portugal.

A dynamite bomb was thrown
against the carriage of President El-
corta in Buenos Ayres, while he was
out riding, but it failed to explode.

An attempt was made in Teheran to
assassinate the Shah of Persia with a
bomb, and though three outriders
were killed, the Shah was not injured.

The United States collier Caesar
arrived at the New York navy yard
for the purpose of making prepara-
tions to carry two submarine torpedo
boats to the Philippines.

Rev. Michael Mulvibill of St. Peter's
Cathedral in Chicago, Ill., was
guarded by detectives while celebrat-
ing mass last Sunday, because of
letters received which threatened his
life.

More than five thousand granite
cutters, quarrymen and others em-
ployed in the granite industry in Ver-
mont and Rhode Island were left with-
out work, owing to a disagreement
over a new wage scale.
