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LENTEN REGULATIONS.
Arclibishop Blénk Issues Tnstructions to
Carholics in Accordanece with In=
dult Granted by Fope
Les XL

Delow are given the usual Lenten
regulations issued for the guidance of

‘atholics by Chancellor Scotti of the
archdlocess of New Oricans by ovder
ol Archbishop Blenk:

The holy eeason of Lent begins on
the fourth day of March, which is Ash
Wednesday.

1. The eblization of fasting during
Lent is binding on all the faitbful who
have completed their twenuy-first year,
unless they ara dispensed from it or
otherwisg excused for somz legitimate
cause.

2. Only one full meal a day i= al-
lowed, with the exception of Sundays.

3. 1t is permitted to take a little
luneh, ecommonly ealled eollation, io
the eveniog.

4. The church exempts the following
persons from fasting: Those who ure
not yet twenty-one years of age, the
sick, and those who are so wesk that
they canaoot fast without ipjury to
their healih; womsn nursiog children,
and all those whao are engaged in bard
labor.

5. The charch imposes upon her chil-
dren the obligation of fast and abstl-
pence duriog the holy season of Lent,
bur would also remind them that it i3
a time when they shuuld, fu 2 espeelal
mgnuer, practice works of piety and
charity by peuance for their sins, ab-
staining  from worldly “amusements,
and by the giving of alms.

6. By special dispensation the use of
flesh meat is allowed at ail meals oo
Sundays and at the prineipal meal oo
Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays aod
Saturdays, with the excsption of L
ber Saturday, March 14, and Holy
Saturday. Dut it is not permitted to
use meat and fish a: the same mweal,
even oo Sandays,

Coopers Find Substitste Weod.

The coopers of the Usiwd States are
probably suffering mora atihe presen!
time for want of a sppoly of timber
thano the men of guy olher
industry.

This condition is caused largely
the great decrease in 1he ¥
those woods cossidered neceszary oy
stoek, and the lack of
kaowledge of the merilts of such species
of wood as might possibly be used zs
substitetes. A few vears ago the coop-
erave maoufacturers of the Paeili
cogst obtained their supply of timber
from the east, usicg very largely the
batter eooperage woods, such as white
oak and elm. Ilecentiy, these magu
facturers have beeo u I reason

The Pouliry Yard.

It vouhave u sheltered place, not
oanly to set the hens but alzo to rear
the youngz, March hatches will be
profitable. Barrels laid on their sides
apder a shed or some outbuilding,
make idesl pesis at this time of the
year.

Do not make the cotmmon error of
setting hens in the rvegular layiog
houses, and pever be gulliy of shut-
ting up a hen on the nest. The barrel
method is far better, and if a small
lath run is built in front of the nest,
the heo can get off sod on ber egps as
she deems best,

Some hens sit too closely to the
pest, and others not close enough.
But it is not in the provionce of man
1o koow just how lopg biddy should
remaln on or off her eggs. Her judg-
ment is best in such matters.

It is not advisable zi this time of
the year to plsce mwore lhan eleven
eggs under @ hen, as those on the
outer edge are apt to hecome chilled.

Do not disturb ber while she is
halehing; apd leave the young in the
nest fur ab least twenty-four hours.
Tae youogsters need tie warmth more
thao they de [oed.

Ior the first two wecks it is best to
keep the hen and her youog in a large
house or coop, s0 that Lbey can exer-
cise and at the same time be protected
from the weather, After that tlme
they cau be allowed outdvors during
the middle of piee days.

Be sure that the new male hird you
are usiog for breedicg is wo relative
of the hens. You canootexpect strong,
rugged stock where there is aclose re-
luticonship beiween sire and dams,

1F iv i3 iotended to purchase ezgs
for hatching this season, the order
had better be placed now, so that there
will be no disappointment in pol get-
ting the eggs when wanted.

Fuor stroong fertility, try alteroating
maie birds io the pens. Haye either
1w males for each pen, or three males
fur two peos, usiog only one male ata
tirne in w pen, and chapgiog abogut
e ou weelk,

Buos from two-year-old hens are
aph Lo hateh best at this time, and
the echicks wiil be moure thrifty than
