Electrical Flashes.
The equipment fbr the first electric

street car line to be constructed in
Columbia, South America, was re-
cently shipped from New York. The
road will be built in Bagota, the cap-
ital, and will replace the mule cars
now in use. The steamer will unload
at Cartagena and from there the rail-
road will transport the material 15
miles, when the journey will be con-
tinued 400 miles by water. A trip. of
100 miles by mtule back, followed by a
water trip and another mule back
journey will land this electrical equip-
ment at its destination.

A company is being formed with a
capital of $500,000 to develop long
distance and wireless telephony be-
tween Mexico City and Vera Cruz.

The first street railway in Shanghai,
China, has just been placed in opera-
tion. There are about 26 miles of
track in the city.

While it is true that artificial dia-
monds can be produced in the electric
furnace, the product is so small anu
the process so costly that manufac-
ture is commercially impracticable.

One of the things prophesied for
the future is the making of fertilizer
by decomposing the air with electricity
and extracting the nitrogen.

An electric rat killer has been de-
vised. It consists of a shallow tray
with the bottom covered with small
metal points connected with the posi-
tive and negative terminals of a high
tension circuit. When the rodent steps
on any two of the points it is instantl.
electrocuted.

The first rural trolley line is to be
constructed in Montana. The road will
traverse thirty miles of the fertile Gal-
atin valley.

G. Hartman, of Turbine. Ontario,
Cabada, has adapted electricity to
truck gardening. He heats his winter
hot beds with electricity by placing
coils of resistance wire under the
frames. In the warm soil the flowers
and vegetables grow rapidly.

A German professor announces an
electrical device to reduce the color
of abnormally red noses. The device
consists of a vibrator which, with one
or two treatments, will bring the crim-
son organ back to its pristine purity
and whiteness.

The new shoe mending machine is .
wonder. This machine, operated by
electricity, does shoe repairing of all
kinds in a jiffy. Soles are sewn on in
about a minute, with edges trimmed
and burnished. A complete job of
half soleing and heeling can be done
in a couple of minutes while the cus-
tomer waits. Soles can be nailed on
fdr 50 cents a pair and sewn on for 75
cents.

Sulphur in Molasses.
Assurances have been given bi Sec

retary Wilson of the department of
agriculture that the use of sulphur by
the Louisiana cane growers in thet
clarification of molasses will not be
interfered with so far as the crop of
1908 Is concerned. Mr. Wilson ex-
plains that the board of consulting ex-
perts will not be able to finish its in-
vestigation of the wholesomeness of
the present process for some months.
He has-therefore deemed it only fair
to permit the marketing of the 1908
product under the conditions now
prevailing, which require that~the con-
tainers of mholasses and syrups so
treated shall be branded with the no-
tice that the product "contains sul-
phur dioxide. '

This arrangement will no doubt
prove entirely satisfactory to the
Louisiana planters and manufacturer=,
who have manifested an admirable
spirit of fairness throughout the in-
vestigation. They have placed every
facility at the disposal of the experts
detailed to determine the effects of the
use of the sulphur process and some
time ago were instrumental in securing
the actual test conducted by physicians
upon volunteers among the parish
prisoners. The honesty and -manifest
good faith of the Louisianians have
evidently impressed Secretary Wilson
favorably and his decision not to in-
terfere with the marketing of the 1908
crpp pending final settlement of the
question indicates his desire to deal
with the suLject with equal fairness
and justice.

Incidentally it may be reasonably in-
ferred from his action that the consult-
ing experts have, after months of in-
vestigation, found no markedly dele-
terious effects from the use of the mo-
lasses manufactured by the present
process, and it may therefore be con-
fidently hoped that its wholesomeness,
which has been fairy well established
by the practical tests made and the ex-
perience of thousands of consumers,
will eventually be officially affirmed.,-Times Democrat.

As regards the grounds surrounding the
courthouse, the sheriff, being the custodian of
the courthouse, should see about the orderiy
things thereabouts, and call upon the city of
ficers and request the enforcement of the ordi
nance prohibiting the roaming of stock at large.
