TU BROIL FIH-I,

7hree Pointa For the Cook to Keep
In Mind.

To broil fish three things are neces-
sary-a clear fire, a clean gridiron and
well prepared fish. The fire must burn
clearly, brightly and s;teatiily, all smoke
must be c.;::rrid a-tiay by the flues, and
a handful of salt thrown on will assist
the clearness.

The gridiron must be delicately clean
and weil greased, either by brushing
with oil or by rubbing with fat or suet.
It must also be well warmed.

The fish must be cleaned, the scales
rubbed of and the fins trimmed and
then washed well in salted water and
very thoroughly dried. Next. scare the
fish across oailiqdely with deep cuts
about an inch apiart and brush over
with salad oil. dust weith popper and a
little salt. Ha:ve ready the gridiron.
If it is desired to avoid the crisscross
marks of the hot bars lay across these
a few well oiled straw.s a little longer
than the fish and then lay the fish on
the straws. Hold the grid, quite close
to the fire, slanting it a little to pre-
vent the fire smoking. (If the fish is
too far away from the fire it will be
flabby and soft. while the evils of
smoke need ntot be recounted.) The
time required is about ten to fifteen
minutes. or until the fish is a delicate
brown, crisp and fl•m. It must be
turned once, and only once. In remov-
ing from the grid use a flat knife or
fish slice.

Another way of broiling, especially
applicable to herrings, is to split the
fish open and spread it out' fiat, dip It
into oatmeal which has been seasoned
with salt and pepper, then place two
fish together, face to face, and grill.
Herrings or trout broiled whole are
also very delicious if dipped in oat-
meal after they have been oiled. They
do not require any further basting.
Very dry fish should be brushed either
with oil or with melted butter while
they are cooking.

How to Make the Entrance to a Draw-
ing Room Attractive.

The illustration shows an artistic ar-
rangement for the entrance to a draw-
ing room. The frieze is composed of
Japanese fans nailed flat against a bor-
der of self color. If the walls are pale
blue a darker shade may be chosen for
the frieze, or shrimp colored walls look
well with a pale, flesh tinted bordering,
and white or ivory paint in either case
is to be recormmended.

but the unlined skirt worn over tin
foundation petticoat is app.arntltl
much lighter and certainly more grace
ful.
