The Chief has intended for several
mooths to reproduce the following
from the Times-Demoerat of De-
cember 4, 1908, sod does so pow on
the priociple of * better late than
never,’’ assured 1.-11_3& the opLimistic
and sensible views of Mr. Sholars
will meet with the copcurrence and
approbation of a large element of the
southern people, and that what he
says is as ipterestiog and true at this
time as it was when first published:

In gddition to deseribing the variety
experiments made in 1808, the cirenlar
gives & sommary of ail varlety tests
made by the ecmmissivn during the
past four years. The comparative
production of the followicg varieties
is given: Keno, Hawking® Early Pro-
lifie, Seago, Improved Peterkin, Me-
bane Trinmph, Rowden, Simpkins,
King, Southern Missouri, Teole's
Early Prolific and Cook's Improved.

A chapter is also devoted to ferti-
lizer experimeuts made on the Red
river soils and at Mansura, La., on
uplaod; during 1908, Experiments of
-particular ioterest, made with nitrate
of soda for hastening early growth of
the crop, are ioeloded.
