Items of Interest Culled From the
Louisiana Press.

The Board of Education Make Nineteen

Changes in Text Books-F. F. Bauvey

to be Tried at Plaquemine on

April 5-Numerous Fires.

A new jail is in course of construe
tion at Tallulah.

Fire at New Roads destroyed prop-
erty valued at $40,000.

A syrup factory will be erected
at Plaucbeville shortly.

The Standard Oil Company will

erect a big station at Franklin.
The twenty-third annual convention

of the Louisiana Sunday School As-
sociation was held at Jennings.

F. F. Bouvy, indicted for the mur-
der of Prof. F. S. Vanlogen, will go
to trial in Plaquemine on April 5.

Fire at Ruddock destroyed the saw-
mill of the Ruddock-Orleans Cypress

Company, causing a loss of $90,000.
Dr. McKowen, of Jackson, will be

tried on April 12 at Baton Rouge on
the charge of sending improper matter
through the mails.

Mrs. Elizabeth Carey, of New Or-
leans, attempted to commit suicide in
Washington, D. C., by taking an
overdose of laudanum.

Frank Veal, a negro, pleaded guilty
to attempted criminal assault at Min-
den, and was sentenced to serve twenty
years in the penitentiary.

A meeting will be held at Opelousas
on April 7 for the purpose of advocat-
ing the building of a natural gas pipe
line from Shreveport to New Orleans.

The United States government has
tendered to Dr. W. H. Dalrymple, of
the State University, the position of
chief veterinarian in the Philippine
Islands.

The Louisiana Board of Education,
in session at Baton Rouge, made nine-
teen changes in the text books to be
used in the public schools during the
next four years.

Edward B. Hayes, -a lover of the New
Orleans and its Mardi Gras festivities,
having failed to attend them until this
year, died at his home in New York
city, aged ninety-seven years.

Isaac Henry, a negro, abuscaded
and equipped with plenty of ammuni-
tion, battled for nearly an hour with
a posse at Natchitoches, and it was
only after he had received a fatal
wound that he submitted to arrest.

Opponents of the effort to divide the
parish of St. Landry in order to form
the new parish of Evangeline secured
a temporary injunction at Opelousas
against the special election called to
decide the question, alleging that the
act is unconstitutional.

State Ilrgh School Rally.

Baton Rouge will entertain from
April 30 to May 1 fully one thousand
high school pupils from the different
high sehools of Louisiana, who will
