GARYVILLE BLANKED.

Blues Kalsumnine Fast St. James Aggrega-

tion--iekry'a Twirling a Feature

Tomorrow.

The mix up at Cleveland Park last
Sunday afternoon between the local
Blues and the ambitious Garyville
team proved one of the fastest and
most interesting entertainments pre-
sented on the Donaldsonville diamond
this season, and it is to be regretted
that the size of the gathering which
witnessed the spicy contest was not
more commensurate with the high class
character of the sport provided. Of
c purse, the game resulted in favor of
the Blues, but, as the closeness of the
scre indicates, the* victors had to
"hump themselves" to win and the
big end of the score was anybody's
until the very last man was out in the
very last inning.

The feature of the pretty scrap was
the classy work of Cy Hickey, who
officiated on the hurling hill for the
Blues. Only twenty seven men faced
him, and of these but tao reached first
-one on an error and the other on a
hit. He registered fifteen strike-outs
and allowed only one bingle.

Oglesby, the visitors' slab artist,
also pitched a nice game, yielding five
hits and striking out four of the re-
doubtable Blues.

The locals ran away with the game
in the sixth inning, when, ivith Willie
Higgins and Harry Weber roosting
respectively on second and third, Mike
Variani, the Blues' new left gardener,
poked the pill through short for two
bases, scoring the afortsaid Higgins
and Weber.

The Bayou Lafourche Locks.
Donaldsonville, La., May 19, 1909.

EDITOR CHIEF:

How long will a patient and long
suffering public submit to the closing
of a fine, nagivable stream like our
Bayou Lafourche? The extended time
granted the levee board for removing
the dam and substituting the locks is
about to expire, and it is earnestly
hoped that there will be no further
extension and that the pledge made to
our people will be fully redeemed. The
writer does not believe that such a
condition as prevails in reference to
this matter would be tolerated in any
other section of the country. This
city has suffered immeasurably in
numerous ways by the damming of the
bayou, and unquestionably the people
living along its banks are detriment-
ally effected, and the building of
locks would be hailed with joy by all
our people.

The rights of the people are supreme
and the levee board is in duty bound,
as well as in honor bound, to vindt-
cate itself of the odium that has been
cast upon it by its lethargy in ful-
fiiling its promise. If it is not feasible
to finance the project, let the board
repair the levees along the bayou and
throw open the dam. Such a course
would be commendable, and the beau-
tiful Lafourche would once more as-
sume its position as a navigable
stream and enhance the prosperity of
our people. The time for action has
arrived, and I sincerely hope that the
press, which should rfe-ct the views
and' sentiments of the people at all
times, will lend its powerful support
and agitate this question until some
thing has been accomplished towards
the realization of the promise made to
the people.

in the conveyance secords of the parish ofAs-
cension. The boundary lines of said additions
being described as fol!ows, to-wit: Starting at
the intersection of the lower boundary line of
the property of the Catholic Church with the
right Oi way of the Texas & l':cite; Railway,
thence easte ardly along the right c-f sway of the
Texas & Pacife Railway to the intersection of
said right of way with the lower boundary line
p of Church street: thence northwardly along the
I lower boindary line of said Church stre-et to the

intersection of said boundary line of Church
street with the rear boundary line of Clay atrc'st ;
thence eastwardly along said rear boundary line
of Clay street a distance of nine hundred feet to
the intersection of the rear boundary line of
Clay street with the lower boundary line of
Washington avenue; thence northwardly along
tie low er boundary line of Washington avenue a
distance of 1540 feet to the intersection of said
lower boundary line of Washington avenue 'tit h
the front boundary line of Madison street;

intersection with the southern boundary of Sixth
street in Churchville, thence eastw ardly along
said line to its intersection with the upper or
western bouudary of Peytavin plantation; thence
eastwardly along the right of way of the 'lexas
& Pacific II ailt ay to the intersection of said right
of way with the lower boundary line of Church
street; thence northwardly along the lower
boundary line of Church street to the intersec-
tion of the said lower boundary line of Church
street with the rear boundary line of Clay street ;
thence eastwardly along said rear boundary line
of Clay street a distance of nine hundred feet to
the intersection of the rear boundary line of
Clay street with the lower boundary line of
Washington avenhe; thence northwardly a!ong
the lower boundary line of Washington avenue a

council of the town of Donaldsonville, the pre-
visions ef the said ordinance having become op-
erative under Act 136 of 1898, That the existing
crdinancee and resolutions of the town of Don-
aidsonville are effective and iu operation in and
throughout the said enlarged limits and in-
cluded territory. and that the mayor and other
municipal authorities shall proceed to execute
and enforce said ordinance within said enlarged
limits.

Beit further ordained by the town council of
the town of Donaldsonviille, That the territory
annexed and incorporated in the limits of the
town of Donaldsonville on April 7, 1909, be and
the same is hereby designated as forming a part
of the third ward of the town of Donaldsonville.

On motion of Mr. Israel, seconded by Mr. Vega,
the following ordinance was adopted:

Be it ordained by the town council of the town
of Donaldsonville, That tt-e territory annexed
on May 27, 1908, be and the same is hereby des-
ignated as forming part of the second ward of
the town of Donaldsonville.

A duly signed petition of C. N. Maire, for a li-
cense to conduct a retail liquor business at the
corner of Mississisippi street and Railroad avenue,
was read and received, and on motion, duly
seconded, the -mayor was authorized to issue a
license to Mr. Maire as soon as he qualifies un-
der the law requiring said petition to be published
three timnes in a newspaper.
