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Good Ways to Invest Money.

Money spent by any bright, earnest
farm boy for a textbook on agriculture; or
for any good book that will teach him
things he reeds to know, is money in-
vested just as truly as if he had put it
into live stock or machinery or fertilizers;
and in many cases it will bring him far
bigger returns than will almost any other
investment.

Certainly money and time put into
schooling-at the rural public school, at
the high school or at the college-are
money and time well spent. It should be
the ambition of every boy to go to college.
Every boy will not get to go, of course,
but the nearer he comes to going the bet-
ter. If he only prepares himself to enter
a good college, he has done much. And
if a boy starts out early with the deter-
mination to go, he can pretty nearly do it.
Boys have worked and saved their money
for, ears for that one purpose, and when
they finally succeeded in completing the
course, have found themselves able to
earn two or three times as much as they
could before. No money is better spent,
even from a purely business standpoint,
than that spent for an education.

Indeed, getting an education-and by
"education" is meant not merely the
knowledge gathered from school books,
but preparation for your life work and for
right living-should be a boy's main ob-
ject in life. According to whether or not
he prepares in his youth to -do the work
that men have to do is he likely to suc-
ceed or fail when he becomes a man.
Therefore, count the money-as well as
the time and thought-you put into the
training of your mind or the development
of your body as an investment on which
you will realize in after life. Anything
that will make you more efficient in your
work or give you higher ideals of life is
well worth paying for-is, in fact, some-
thing you can not afford to fail to invest
in.-Starkville (Miss.)

Consular Notes.

The butter industry of Australia has as-
sumed vast proportions in recent years.
being the fourth greatest source of pros-
perity in that colony.

In the Netherlands dairying is more pro'-
ital 13 than raising cattle for beef, which
is only incidental to the dairy. The aver-
age cost of keeping and feeding a cow for
dairying is $60 a year, and the average
amount realized from each cow during
that period is $88. The average value of
the land for dairying purposes is $400
an acre. Holsteins are preferred to other
breeds of cattle, with Jerseys second in
esteem.

Dairy farming in Sweden has made
more prolress in the last forty years thar,
at any tirae during the past seven cen-
turies. There are about 2000 dairies ir
Sweden. The average cost of keeping L
cow is $75 a year, while the gross amount
realize• varies from $80 to $110 per ani-
mal.

American interests have taken over
several nitrate v .rks in Chile during the
last sear, and are negotiating for several
more. The exports of nitrates to the
Unit ed States in 1909 amounted to 458,081
tons, nearly tour times as much as in 1907.

Two cons gnme nts of Chinese pork con-
sisting of nearly 10,000 carcasses were re-
cently refused a landing at Liverpool be-
cause they did not comply with certain
local technical regulations.

A California flour company is the only
American concern of the kind which has
maintained its own house in Hong-Kong,
and this is to be closed and the business
turned over to commission men. The rea-
son for this seems to be that Manila is be-
coming the distributing point for Ameri-
can flour in the Orient. Another reason
is the decrease in the demand for Ameri-
can flour in that part of the world, owing
to the development of wheat growing in
northern China.

A stock company has recently com-
pleted a block of houses in a suburb of
Frankfort. each house containing two
rooms, a kitchen and appurtenances, with
cellar and ground space for each tenant.
The average rental will be $7.14 a month.

Slow progress is being made in the re-
habilitation of Messina, the Sicilian city
which was destroyed by an earthquake.
Official returns show that 27,523 bodies
have been recovered from the ruins, and
that 32,477 still remain to be exhumed.
The rebuilding in permanent form has
barely commenced, but there is a great
deal of activity and the wages have
about doubled on account of the demand
for labor. Thousands of women who re-
ceived 16 to 18 cents a day now receive
60 cents on the extensive drainage works
which have been undertaken to combat
the prevalent malaria on the Calabrian
coast.

The cultivation of the seedless orange
in Bahia, Brazil, is extensive, and land
suitable to the cultivation of this fruit can t
be had at from $5 to $10 an acre.

Ten new high power locomotives and
12 additional first-class Pullmans have
been ordered for a Brazilian railroad.
