Suggestions hr Shippers of Christmas
Packages by Express.

Do you expect to send your mother,
sweetheart, or friend a Christmas present
this year? If so, and you find it neces-
sary to patronize some e€Xpress company,
it would be well 1o bear in mind the fol-
lowing suggestions submitted by an ex-
pressman:

i, Ship vour package early, by the 18th
of December if possible. - The express
company will give you a small label to
paste on the package reading: “Don’t open
until Christmas.” This will insue the
package reaching its destination before
Christmas and give the additional pieas-
ure to the recipient of the gifts of having
them on Christmas morning. -

2. Use wooden boxes for packing.  Glass
or fragile articles should be well protected.
It may cost a few cenis more, but the
danger of loss or damage is very much
reduced. True, if the shipment is lest or
damaged the express company will pay
for it, but that will give your friend no
pleasure.

3. Write the address in full, stats,
count¥, city, street and number, on the
box or package with ink. or crayon. Tags
are frequently torn off and lost.

4, If you want to prepay the charges,
write the word “Paid” in large plain
letters on the package.

5. Insist on a receipt and see that the
amount paid iz marked on the receipt and
package, and the value of the package de-
clared therepn,

6. Write your ewn address in full some-
where on the pac}iage fu!lowmg the pre-
fix “From
7. Enclose a card in each box or pack-

ade reading:
