SPARK FIRST WAS A SOUND

Origin of the Word Traced to the
Aryan Root “Sparg,” a Crackling
Moise.

When electrically charged wires are
brought near each other we see what
we call a “spark” We sce a spark
from falling meteors, from the firefly,
from the struck metal and from the
burning brand. What appeals to the
eye we call the “spark,” but originally
it was what appealed to the ear that
gave us the roet of the word. It was
oot the appearance, but the sound
that became 8 “spark.™

Long hefore electriclty received
eareful human consideration or spark
phenomena were classified our Aryan
ancestors started the little rooi
“sparg” on its growth through the lan
guages of that original tongue. These
Aryans, some eight or more thousand
vears before our era, knew what fire
was and used {t. They were acquaint
ed with burning wood and koew that
it gave out a crackling sonnd. When
fhes sooke of that cound thay uced
the word “sparg.” and It survived the
ages and has become our “spark”

This “sparg” grew into the Teutonic
base “sprak,” from which has come
aumerous words that imply making #
erackling noise. In Anglo-Saxen it Is
“gpearca,” mesning exactly what we
mean by “spark.” Our Danish brother
has it fo “spraga” signifylng to
erackle, and In Icelandicit is “spraka,”
with the same meaning. The sound is
always in the word, whether 1t ac
companies the “spark” or oot

that they need their playtime.

Indeed, if only for the sake of the
younger ones, this lazy practise—for
except In some cases of sickness or
overwork, that 1s all it is—should b=
dtscontinued: for the poor little things
ruffer often by the bad temper or the
Inexperience of thair earctakers.
