Finds Alfalfa Very Profitable.
After experimenting' with alfalfa for

just a little over one year, Pat Smith, a
farmer of Collinston, La., has succeeded
so admirably that he has decided that
Louisiana lands are more adaptable for
this valuable product than those of the
famed middle west, and when this fact
becomes generally known there may be
a large number of farmers who will plant
this crop. The alfalfa required no atten-
tion, and four cuttings were made in a
single year with a yield of four and one-
half tons to the acre, netting Mr. Smith
about $90 per acre.

The land used was formerly cotton land
that had been devastated by the boll
weevil, and in finding that it was capable
of alfalfa production, it seems a blessing
in disguise that the weevil had come, as
cotton at the present market valuation,
figuring on the production of about one-
half bale to' the acre, would net the
planter only $30, whereas the alfalfa crop
netted $i0. The alfalfa furnished feed
for the hogs in the fall, as these animals
ate the roots, but not enough of them to
kill the plants, which sometimes extended
inwo the ground twenty feet.

Mr. Smith says he cut five times last
year and the yield was about four and
one-half tons per acre, which he readily
sold at x20 per ton. He cut this year on
March 15, and thinks .the yield will be
much better this year than last. His
first cutting in 1910 was on April 18.
