From the standpoint of its eff et

)n the growing crops, the weathef of

ihe past week may be classed as

eutireiy favorable, there having been
in adundance of sunshine through-
out the period, with just enough rain
mixed in to do the most good. The
precipitations, although local in char-
acter, seem to have visited nearly
:very section, and while there was
not any immediate need of rain and
tile crops had not begun to suffer
for want of moisture, still the down-
,iours were welcome and will have a
oeueficial effect. Under the influ-
ence of the benign atmospheric con-
ditions now prevailing, cane, corn and
otton are growing at a most grati-

tying rate, and lesser crops are like-
wvise developing rapidly and promise
good returns.
