Crop Outlook Gloomy.
The first cool weather of the fall

season was experienced Monday, fol-
lowing a heavy rain Sunday afternoon
and night, and the drop in tempera-
ture was welcome to everybody but
the ice man. It will have the effect
of causing the cane to ripen, and
while the stalks are small and will
be sadly deficient from the stand-
point of tonnage, it, is hoped the
sucrose content will be exceptionally
high, which will in a measure com-
pensate for the reduced yield per
acre. No further growth in the
cane is looked for, and the out-
look now is that the approaching
grinding season will be one of the
shortest in years. Few, if any, of
the factories in this locality will. get
under way before Nov. 1, and it is
not likely that the campaign will ex-
tend longer than six weeks or two
months, except at those plants
which have contracted to handle a
large amount of imported cane.
There can be no doubt that
the planters are confronted with a
most serious and discouraging situa-
tion, and fortunate indeed will be
the cane grower and sugar manufac- F

turer who, at the close of this dis-
astrous year, will be-able to. boast of 1
.a crop of even ordinary proportions.

Rice harvesting has about been
completed, and all the planters who I
cultivated a crop of this cereal , ap- I
pear to be entirely satisfied with the
yield obtained and the prices realized
for their output.

The gathering of the corn and hay
crops has been finished, and the 1yield, while not abundant, is -better t
than had been anticipated earlier in
the season. Pea 'vines produced a
generous yield of peas, for the first
time in many years, and a sufficient
quantity has been gathered to fur-
nish seed for next year.
