St. Louis Live Stock Market.
National Stock Yards, Ill., Nov. 22.

Cattle receipts 9000. The supply
of southern cattle amounted to thirty
cars, but on account of the large run
of natives, the bulk of which were
common to medium grades, the mar-
ket on the quarantine side was about
a dime .lower on all grown cattle,
while yearlings sold slow and steady.
Among the sales were steers at $4.25
to $5.90; mixed stuff, $3.65 to $4.75;
cows, $3 to .$4.50; bulls, $3.65 to
$4.75; oxen, $3.75 to'$4.35; yearlings,
$3.55 to $3.75.

Hog receipts 11.200: Market 5 to
10 ceuts lower than Saturday, top
$6.75, with the bulk of the good hogs
150 lbs. upward selling at $6.40 to
$6.65; roughs, $5.75 to $6.10; pigs,
120 to 140 lbs., $6.15 to $6.30;
lighter pigs, $5.50 to $6.10. The late
arrivals found a fair market for the
strong weights, but there were a
good many pigs and lights carried
over, buyers quitting on these kinds.

A department of public welfa're
has been established in Dallas, Texas.
Six men and two women constitute
the membership appointed by the
mayor. These represent the different
brai:vhes of public service work: the
pre-i.lent of the school board, the
judLc, of the juvenile court, and rep-
S..t::tives from the labor unions,

rmothers' council, Dallas federation
of women's clubs, Jewish federation,
and board of health. These men and
wae.an give their seire, gratui-
tously, and no one doubts tha the in-
clusion of women will bettP& the
social welfar of Dallas, improv'gn-
ditionis and increase the comfor d
hedlth of the children of the th.
Woman has a distinct mission iniv
welfare that in no way conflicts w`'h
the services of men, but will materi-
ally increase the happiness of city
homes. .

Woman's Court.

California has a court composed
entirely of women. This is probably
the first of its kind in the United
States. The cases which this court
will consider will be those aftecting
children. The judge, the clerk, the
bailiff and the reporter are all women.
It seems so very reasonable that the
misdemeanors of children shioul l be
the special province of a woman's
court. It is generally recognized
that d~ildren are the natural care of
women, and an over-fathered court
is worse possibly than an' over-
fathered home.

LIVE STOCK EXTENSION.

Experts Ready to Aid Farmers With.
out Charge Upon Request.

The Live Stock Extension Service
owes its existence to a special appro-
priation made by congress for the,
fiscal year ending June 30, 1915.
and renewed for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1916. As a
result of this appropriation, a five-
hundred acre experime1t station was
established on land donated by the
state at the Hope state farm, near
New Iberia; and a live stock exten-
sion service was organized in co-
operation with the Louisiana State
University at Batcn Rouge. The ex-
periment station and the extension
service are separate projects, both of
which are operated under the general
supervision of the director of exten-
sion at the University, but the super-
intendent in charge of each reports
separately to Washington, in order to
avoid any confusion in the two lines
of work.

The organization of the live stock
extension service is as follows: W.
R. Dodson, director; G. E. Nesom,
superintendent; W, R, Perkins, grain
and forage crops; Turner Wright,
marketing live stock and meats; A.
F. Rolf, poultry husbandry; A. R.
Moist, swine husbandry; C. H. Sta-
ples, dairying; R. W. Kiser, beef cat-
tie; C. W. Radway, assistant in dairy-
ing; E. H. English, secretary.

The principal work of these spe-
cialists is the planning and supervi-
sion of specific liv&stock demonstra-
tions on farms in different parts of
the state, in co-operation with the
parish demonstration agents. Some-
thing over a hundred of these have
been established in twenty-five par-
ishes, and include work with beef and
dairy cattle, hogs, and poultry; the
establishment of creameries and egg
routes; the erection and filling of
silos; and the planning of barns, hog
farms, and poultry houses.

It is the purpose to give all aid
possible to farmers who desire to re-
store to profitable cultivation idle
and unprofitable lands by the intro-
duction of modern diversified farming
and stock raising. The specialists
employed in this work, will, on re-
quest, visit farms anywhere in LOuis-
iana, aid in laying out the farm for
the crops to be planted, make plans
for fences, buildings and silos, help
to secure any needed live stock, seek
trained helpers for stock farms, and
advise producers as to the best method
of marketing live stock and animal
products.

The live stock extension workers
have, during the paat .year, aided the.
University in conducting a series of
farmer's short courses and sent speak-
ers to a numbe of meetings held in
the interest of stock.

INSURANCE RATES CUT.

Result of Small Number of Accidents
Among Light Beer Workers.

A reduction of 35 per cent in em-
ployers' liability insurance for em- c
ployes of Missouri breweries went c
into effect last week. This virtually t
is the only industry in which the
rates were cut. The new schedule,
affecting all Missouri industries,
recorded an average increase of about
33 per cent in rates.

The brewery kite was reduced t
from 42 cents to 27 cents per $100
of pay roll, and the distillery rate T
was increased from 75 cents to $1.25.

The companies did not decrease
the brewery rates out of friendliness
to the brewery owners, was the de-
claration of E. V. Thompson, presi-
dent of the Insurance Federation' of
Missouri. t

"The cut in rates was ordered after I
reports showing the experience of all t
the casualty companies in Missouri
had been filed with the Workmen's
Compensation Bureau of New York."
Thompson said. "The reports show- I
ed that the accidents in breweries
have been constantly decreasing.

"The lowness of the new brewery t
rates indicates that the insurancet
companies do not regard the drink-
ing of light beers as causing any ad-
dition to the hazard involved in the
insuring of a factory full of em-
ployes.

"In fact, the companies have long
impressed upon their agents in cities
and towns throughout the country
that their experience has been that an
almost negligible nurhber of acci-
dents have been caused through the
employes' drinking of light beers,
although many accidents are attri-
butable to over-indulgence in more
intoxicating beverages.."-St. Louis 1
Globe-Democrat.

Origin and El}ition of Time-Hon-
ored Aneiican Holiday.

Thanksgiving day is peculiarly an
American institution. It is not bor-
rowed, as are so, many of our holi-
days. from ancient traditions of the
older world oa:from ecclesiastical
calendars. Wh l:it has a basis of re-
ligious belief i# the protective grace
of an over-floning Providence, it has
gained its place)f supremacy because
it stands for tSh ideal of the com-
munity out of Which our great repub-
lic has grown." At every step in the
evolution, this' apparent as the
controlling impEl~e.

The beginniig'bf the real Thanks-
giving (lay cam :from the heart and
mind of Willi B Bradford, the first
governor of Plymouth. Grateful for
the rich harvestof 1621, after a long
period of privations and semi-starva-
tion, this good han proclaimed a day
of thanksgiving for Dec. 13, old style
calendar, of tha't year. Then did the
royal bird of cur. Thanksgiving din-'
ner tables mi~a his legitimate en-
trance into the heatre of action.

The good vernor, having fixedl
upon the day o. thanksgiving for the
Pilgrims, sent four stout warriors
with guns in search of game. These
early hunters returned at night stag-
gering under thItweight of wild tur-
keys sufficient. o meet the wants of
Plymouth for 4t week. To them were
added the goodies concocted by the
thlifty housewives of the colony, and
when the 13th of December dawned
all wis in readiness for the first real
American Thanksgiving ever known.

And that was not all. After Elder
Brewster's sermon in the chureh-a
matter of two os three hours-dinner
followed; and the scent of its good-
ness seems to have been wafted into
the depths of the forest, for in the
midst of the feest the Indian yell was
heard and a party of a hundred
friendly redskins under King Massa-
soit appeared, bringing with them
great haunches Af venison. With all
this supply of food on hand, it is not
strange to leare that the day of
Thanksgiving lengthened into three,
the feast being varied with psalm
singing and exhrtations; with war
dances by the Ilians; with military
drill by Myle •Standish's soldiery,
and with varioe sports and pastimes
of the more so*t English kind.

This was t.i' first Thanksgiving
and others followed more or less reg-
ularly down thri•,gh the years. From
Massachusetts :e observance spread
throughout Nei :England and later
obtained natio• recognition. Wash-
ington proclaifrd a day of thanks-
giving followiji :the successful end-
ing of the wa•g r independence, and
Lincoln did the ame after the battle
of Gettysburg Thereafter the last
Thursday in N ember has been des-
ignated from ;shington, and a na-
tional hod p•hoieestabished

It is •.eco de thiat on Thanksgi•-
ing day, 1713, the governor of Con-
necticut and the king's commission-
ers were just preparing to fall upon
the viands, when it was announced in
horror-stricken tones that the bear
prepared for the occasion had been
"shot on ye Lord's day." At that dis-
mal news, the entire gathering de-
clined to touch a morsel of the roast
bear, and it was decided that the In-
dian who shot the animal should be
whipped to the extent of 39 stripes
and restore the price paid .for the
meat. Then, having inflicted a "just
and righteous sentence on ye. sinful
heathen," the company fell upon the
meal with clear consciences and
quickly put it out of sight.

Parcels may bear the words "Not
to be opened until Christmas," orsimilar inscription, and this, together
with early shipment, insures the time-

liness of Christmas gifts, whereas
the practice of mailing packages late
in the hope that they will reach their
destination on Christmas day is like-ly to defeat its own object through

unavoidable delay due to the conges-
tion of the mails.

This is a campaign of "prepared-
ness," in which our readers are
urged to assist.

ed to the fact that parcel post mattermay be insured against loss in an

amount equivalent to its actual cash
value, not to exceed $100, upon pay-
ment of the following graduated fees:

$50, fee 10 cents; value up to $100,
fee 25 cents. These fees are in ad-
dition to the postage required for
transportation of the parcel throughthe mails, and are to be prepaid.
