The full text of a report submitted

retrospect and a guide for future
action.

The Chief has already expressed
the belief that no worthier successors
of the ountgoing officials could have
been chosen than Mayor E. K. Sims,
and Commissioners Alex.

This parish made a fine record on
the 5th instant in connection with the
registration of her young citizens un-
der the recent zct of congress, Toe
much cannot be eaid of the cheerful
and ready patriotism with which the
young men of Ascension came for-
ward and had their names enrolled for
military service in case the country
needs them. Not 2 single instance of
protest or opposition oceurred, so far
as we are informed, and if there were
any slackers, they kept very quiet and
have not yet been exposed. We
hope there were none, but if it un-
fortunately transpires that some of
our young fellow citizens did pur-
posely ignore and evade the moral
and legal duty of presenting them-
selves for registration, it may he
taken for granted that they will be
hunted out and brought to severe ac-
count for their failure to .cbey the
law. *
The registration board for the par-
ish, composed of the sheriff, elerk of
court and coroner, are to be con-
gratulated on the efficient and ex-
peditions manner in which the ar-
rangements for the registration were
carried out. The sheriff is especially
entitled to credit for the activity
and good judgment he displayed in
planning the details und seeing that
the work proceeded smoothly. All
the registrars at the various polling
places, with one exception, served
without pay, thus “doing their bit” to-
ward starting the machinery of army
organization that is destined to
overwhelm our country's enemies and
zerve the cause of human liberty and
free government all over the world.
