ITALIAN RED CROSS AIDED.

Good Sum Realized from Festival
Given By Local Society.

Combining its anniversary celebra-
tion with a patriotic festival for the

benefit of the Italiap Red Cross, the
local Societa Italiansa de Mutua Bene-
ficenza, Conte di Torino, on Satur-
day and Sunday last staged a most
successful and enjoyable fete. One
hundred and twenty-five members
took part in the grand street parade
Sunday afternoon, which was led by
Jasmin Tobias and Edmund Maurin as
marshals. Mayor E. K. Sims rode at
the head of the procession in his au-
tomobile. Music was furnished by
the Claiborne Williams brass band.
The paraders serenaded Rev. Father
C. M. Chambon, Bro. Damien, organ-
izer and drill-master of the Home
Guards, and several prominent citi-
zens of the Italian colony. Refresh-

ing drinks were served by the latter.
Upon returning to the hall of the

society addresses of a patriotic na-
ture were made by Mayor Sims and
the marshals, who referred to the

magnificent part played by the Ital-
ian nation with reference to the gi-

gantic conflict now prevailing, and the

splendid spirit shown by the members
of the local colony in the way of con-
tributions to the Red Cross war fund
and in other directions involving a
display of practical patriotism and
fealty.

NEW COUNCIL IN SESSION.

Appointments Made to Fill Vacancies
in L. & W. Commission.

Donaldsonville, La., July 9, 1917.
A regular meeting of the commis-1

sion council was held this day at 7:30
p. in., with Commissioners E. K. Sims,
Alex Bloomenstiel and John H. Schaff
present.

The minutes of the regular meeting
of June 1 1 were read and approved.

Commissioner Schaff reported that
work is progressing very satisfactori-
ly on the main drainage canal and al-
so in the digging and cleaning out
of ditches throughout the city. He
said the grass cutting force had been
reduced to two men to do only such
grass cutting as is absolutely neces-
sary, as the ordinance requiring prop-
erty owners to keep the grass down in
front of their premises would be
strictly enforced. Mr. Schaff also re-
ported that he had granted a permit
to D. Ohlmeyer to install a larger gas-
oline supply tank in front of his au-
tomobile supply and repair establish-
ment in Railroad avenue, to replace
the small tank now in use there.

The attention of the council being
directed to the fact that a number of
buildings have recently been recover-
ed with wooden shingles, the clerk was
directed to again publish Ordinance
No. 10, C. C. Series, prohibiting the
covering of buildings in the city with
wooden shingles; also the ordinance
regulating the erection of buildings in
the city limits, making it imperative
for prospective builders to first sub-
mit their plans to the commissioner of
streets and obtain from him a permit
to proceed with the contemplated
work.

A communication was read from
the Maginnis Land & Improvement
Co., stating that the store building in
Railroad avenue had been placed in
a safe and satisfactory condition.
The matter was referred to the com
missioner of streets.

A communication from the South
Louisiana Fair Association was read,
offering to settle an existing claim-by
the wharf for freight charges.

The position taken by the liquidator

of the Peoples Bank is correct inso- C

far as the city is indebted to the said
bank in the sum of $215.96. The
published report in question is also
correct, for if he will refer to Exhibit
"B" embodied in said report, he will
find listed in the liabilities as of 1917
under "Floating Debt" the item "Gen-
eral Fund Overdraft, Peoples Bank,
$215.96," which indicates that the
city recognizes its indebtedness to the
Peoples Bank in said sum for the bal-
ance of overdraft in its general fund
left after off-setting the various credit .
balances in its bond fund, interest
coupon fund, and city collector's ac-
count. By further referring to the
portion of the report at issue, it will
be noticed the bond futtd was under
discussion, and the statement that a
further loss of $893.64 in this fund
was imposed by the failure of the Peo-
ples Bank is absolutely correct, for
this fund is created by means of a
special property tax which the city
cannot use for any other purpose
than to retire the bonds for which the
fund is raised, not even to satisfy it-
self for the loss of its general funds
as in the instant case. While the op-
portunity is offered by the liquidat-
ing institution to set off these credit
balances against the general fund
overdraft, the fact remains that the
city must make good from its general
revenues the loss occurring in the
bond fund, and present conditions and
the city's financial position indicate
that this cannot be done now and may
not be done for some time. In the
meantime, the bond fund is involved
and the bonds cannot be retired on
scheduled time.
