A GOOD ORDINANCE.
At a recent meeting of the com-

mission council, an ordinance was in-
troduced having for its object the
protection of the bitulithic pavement
in Railroad avenue and Mississippi

street from destruction by the traffic

of heavy iron-wheeled tractors. The
ordinance makes it unlawful to drive
tractors or other heavy iron-wheeled

machines or vehicles, having on the
circumference of their wheels lugs,

spikes, fins or other mechanical de-

vices for traction purposes, whether
propelled by motive power or other-

wise, in Railroad avenue or Missis-
sippi street, or any other street

which may hereafter be paved with
asphalt or bitulithic. Each viola-

tion of the ordinance is made punish-

able by a fine of from $5 to $25, or
imprisonment not exceeding thirty

days, or both at the discretion of the

court. The ordinance was allwwed

to lie over until the next nieeting .or
final disposition.

It is very much to be hoped that

this law, which is an exceptionally

good one, will be adopted at the next

meeting of the council and that it

will be strictly enforced after its

adoption. These two streets were

paved only a few years ago, at great

expense to the town and taxpayers,
and the heavy traffic to which they

were subjected before the advent of

the ponderous iron-wheeled machine..

damaged them considerably, by caus-

ing depressions and breaks and holes

in the pavement in very many places.

These holes can be filled and the

breaks repaired, and the former

smoothness of the surface of the

pavement restored to some exteLnt.
but should the heavy iron-wheeled
machines be permitted to continue

the use of these streets, not only will

repair be made impossible, but it is

only a question of time when there

will be no more pavement left either

to use or repair. By all means, let

the ordinance be adopted, and let it

be enforced when it becomes law.

Young LeBlanc enlisted
for service at Flint, Mich., where he
was employed at the time, Sept. 22,
1917. He was sent to Camp Bowie,
Fort Worth, Texas, for training on
Oct. 22. From there he was sent to
Camp Merritt, N. J., Jan. 16, 1918,
and sailed for France about one
month later. He arrived overseas
Feb. 24, and after training for about
three months went into the trenches
in Alsace on May 17. He remained
fourteen months on the battle line,
and saw active and g service
in the Vosges sector. He sailed for
the states May 2; arrived in New
York on the 9th, and was discharged
from Battle Creek, Mich., a few days
later. Young LeBlanc was wounded
in the left arm by a piece of steel
from a high explosive German shell.
The piece of metal, about one inch
square, was imbeded in the fleshy
part of his arm, and when removed
left a large scar. He carries this
fragment of steel with him as a
souvenir of thr great war. His safe
return home is a source of much
gratification to his parents*and many'
friends.

Felicien Adams, a brave and gal-
lant young soldier boy, returned to
his home from overseas recently. He
was a member of the famous Rain-
how division, which covered itself
with glory on the battlefields of
France. He was wounded in the
right foot in one of the battles. He
brought as a souvenir a match box
to which is attached a German iron
cross, bearing a crown of Wilhelm
and the figures 1914. This match
box, together with a watch and chain,was taken from a German officer
whom Mr. Adams killed in a hand-to--
hand fight. Mr. Adams presented
these relies of the war, to his em-
ployer, J. E. Weldon, superintendent
of the logging camp of the big Bowie
sawmill in St. James, and member of
the Lafourche levee board from that
parish. Young Adams was employed
in the logging camp of this company
when drafted into the army and has
resumed his former position since his
honorable discharge.

STORE ROBBED AGAIN.

Thieves Break Into Building and

Carry Away $300 Worth of Goods.

For the second time within three
months the "Banner" store of the

Fashion Company, situated at the
corner of Railroad avenue and Wil-
liams street, one block from the T.

& P. passenger depot, has been
burglarized. The- burglary occurred
sometime last night. The thief or
thieves effected an entrance into the

building by breaking the large show
window of the millinery department,
facing Railroad, avenue, and made
their escape tih-rough a back door of

the establishment, which was found
open.

A. Bloch, president of the corpora-
tfon which owns and operates the
store, was apprised of the robbery
by a neighbor, who called him up by
telephone at 6:30 o'clock this Inorn-
ing and informed him that the large
glass show case window of his store
was broken. Mr. Bloch hurried to
the place, and upon investigation
found things in considerable disorder
in his store. He and the other mem-
bers of the firm made a careful ex-
amination of the situation, and
found that fourteen men's suits, sev-
eral suit cases, many pairs of shoes
and considerable jewelry were miss-
ing, the value of which is estimated
at about $300.

Every effort has been made to ap-
prehend the culprits, but so far no
clue to their identity has been dis-
covered. This same store was broken
into about three months ago,' and
$400 worth of merchandise was car-
ried away. No part of these goods
was ever recovered nor were the
thieves captured. Mr. Bloch strong-
ly suspects that last night's robbery
was committed by the same persons
who perpetrated the first crime, and
who, he believes, .were embolden by
the success of their first effort to try
their hand at the game a second time.

On the occasion of the burglaries
committed at the Banner and New
Orleans -Bargain stores some months
ago, the Chief took occasion to sug-
gest that better night police protec-
tion should be given to the business
section of the city. Last night's
bold burglary is a strong argument
in favor of the suggestion made, at
that time, and should be given prompt
attention by the city authorities.
Either the burglars must be put be-
hind the bars, or a close watch kept
so as to make it impossible for them
to ply their trade.

Plans for the new building will
now be secured and bids advertised
for and the work started on the
structure as soon as these have been
accepted.

U-BOAT FIGHTERS PASS.

lotilla of Ships and Flying Machines
Given Noisy Greeting Here.

The flotilla of ships and flying ma-
:hines of the kind used. against the
Berman U-boats in the great war,
rhich arrived in New Orleans on the

?2nd inst., passed Donaldsonville last
'uesday on its way up the IMissis-
;ippi river and its tributaries. It is
)eing sent by the navy department
)n a trip through the rivers of the

treat middle west to give the people
of that section an opportunity to have
s close view of the vessels, guns and
equipment which the navy used in
learing the sea of the enemy sub-
marine. The flotilla consists of the
U. S. S. Isabel, a destroyer type;
the submarine K-5, three submarine
chasers and three flying boats, all of
which, with their officers and crews
have seen active service in the war

zone.

The three flying boats, traveling ata high rate of speed and at a distance
of about 1000 feet above the ground,
and following the course of the river,
passed at about 8:30 o'clock on their
way to Baton Rouge, where they
made their first stop. The noise
made by their propellers could be
heard miles away, and attracted
great interest and curiosity all along

the route. As they approached the
city the whistles of the boats'in the
harbor tooted greetings.

Shortly after 2 .o'clock in the af-
ternoon, the first division of de-
stroyers, submarine and chasers
rounded the Hermitage point and
hove in sight. Their coming was ex-
pected and was awaited by a large
number of people who gathered on
the levee to see the plucky little sea
fighters go by. As they neared the
city every boat and craft in the river
whistled hearty greetings. The ves-
sels, although small, presented a
formidable fighting appearance as
they plowed slowly through the wa-
ters of the great river, following one
behind the other as in battle array.
The la1t of the boats passed at 5
o'clock pi• and were accorded the
same noisy greeting as the first.

These ships together with the fly-
ing boats will go up the Mississippi
and its tributaries, stopping only
when necessary to secure fuel, pro-
visions, etc., and on their return will
make stops at every city, town and
village along the river, to be seen and
inspected by the people.

This is the first time that a flotilla
of this kind has ever ascended the
Mississippi river, and it is needless
to say that on its return people from
far and wide will flock to its stopping
places to secure a close view of these
wonderful fighting machines. Ample
notice willsbe given of the time of
the return of the vessels with the
places where they will stop and, the
date and hour of their arrival:

Good Work Quickly Done.
The work of repairing the big gov-

ernment dredgeboat No. 3, which has
been under way at this place for
about five weeks, was completed last
Saturday, and on Monday morning,
the vessel was towed to St. James
parish, where it will be engaged in
levee building. The repairs to the
machinery was done by Allen's
Foundry, while the Stakelum Boiler
Works had the contract for repairs
to the ;teelI frame work of the boat.-

Scontracts we awarded to the

the Donaldsonvle shops having
proven to be the lowest, the big boat,
which was moored to the river banks
in New Orleans at the time, was
taken to this place to receive the
necessary overhauling. Both of the
local firms began immediately, each
on the class of work covered by its
contract and the jobs were completed
in record-breaking time. Pat. Stake-
lum, proprietor of the Stakelum Boiler
Works, used 1552 rivets and 469 ma-
chine bolts in the execution of his
part of the work.

Both of the local contractors were
highly complimented by the govern-
ment inspectors upon the thorough-
ness and satisfactory condition of
their work and for the swiftness with
which it was completed. They finish-
ed their jobs ahead of New Orleans
contractors, who began, at about the
same time, work of a similar char-
acter on other boats of the same
kind.

The thoroughness and expedition
with which the local -contractors com-
pleted this job, and the reasonable
prices charged may prove an eye-
opener to the government, and may
lead to the sending of othr boats
here in the future tb be repaired.
And there is no reason why this should
not be done. The local men having
proven them selves fully equipped and
comp•eJ'~to do the work satisfac-
toril at prices below that asked by
others, it is to the government's in-
terest to take notice, and' have a rea-
sonable portion of its boat-repairing
done here. The adoption of such a
policy by the government might give
birth to a new industry here, which
if reasonably patronized, would soon
develop to large proportions, and
by furnishing employment to a
vast number of skilled mechanics as
well as unskilled labor, prove a great
boom to this city.

Where Soldiers Should Write.

Discharged soldiers entitled to the

sixty dollar, bonus who have not re-
ceived it should write the Zone Fi-
nance Officer, Lemon Building, Wash-
ington. In applying for this bonus it
is necessary that some evidence of
service accompany the request, pre-
ferably the discharge, or a copy of
this important certificate. For in-
surance information write Bureau of
War Risk Insurance, Treasury De-
partment, Washington. Regarding
allotments (voluntary) write Quar-
termaster General's Office, Washing-
ton. Compulsory allotments come
through the Bureau of War Risk In-
surance. For back pay and personal
effects write Auditor, War Depart-
ment, Washington. The auditor
should also be addressed in regard to
the cent and a half travel expenses
to which soldiers discharged between
Nov. 11 and Feb. 26 who have not
been paid same are entitled. Regard-
ing Liberty bonds write Director of
Finance, Liberty Bonds Section, War
Department, Washington.
