To Import Mexican Laborers.
It is now certain that there will be

no shortage of labor for the harvest-
ing of this season's Louisiana sugar
cane crop. Advices from Washing-
ton are to the effect that arrange-
ments haye been completed for the
importation of large numbers of
Mexican laborers to work in the
felds. The last difficulty was surmounted when Anthony Caminett:,
commissioner general of immigration
made it clear that the departmentdoes not expect the impossible in the
matter of guaranteeing the return of
these Mericans. The employers in
Louisiana hesitated to give such a
guarantee, owing to the fact that it
would he very difficult to prevent
the departure of some of these la-
borers if they should decide to jump
their contracts. It is estimated that
at least 25,000 laborers could be
u ed in this state at this period. Last
year's shortage of the sugar crop wss
in a measure due to the shortage of
labor.
