Care of Growing Chicks During
Warm Weather.

The care of growing chicks, especial-
ly during warm weather, is most im-
portant, say specialists of the United
States Department of Agriculture.
Every boy or girl member of a poul-
try club should give them the best
of attention if success is to be had.
The baby chicks may be smart little
fellows from strong, vigorous par-
ent stock, and they may have been
brooded carefully for the first two
or three weeks, but unless they re-
ceive proper care and management
during their later growing period
they will not develop, and many of
them will be lost through disease or
sickness. The chief essentials to
proper growth are good coops or
houses, cleanliness, proper feed and
water, shade, and free range.

Every coop and poultry house used
for growing chicks should be kept
clean at all times. Sickness or dis-
ease starts usually in unclean quart-
ers, and in such places lice and mites
are always more plentiful. Coops
and houses should be cleaned and
sprayed once -a week, and clean
shavings, chaff, or sand put on the
floor. Examine the chicks and houses
often for lice and mites, and if found
they should be got rid of at once
by following the directions in De-
partment Circular 16, Lice, Mites, and
Cleanliness which may be had, free,
upon application to the Division of
Publications, United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

A variety of feeds, with fresh,clean water, is necessary if chicks are
to grow properly. Perhaps the three
most necessary for rapid growth are
grain feed, green feed, and dry mash.
Poultry specialists of the department
say that in addition to green feed
and dry mash, which should be pro-
vided regularly, a grain mixture
should be fed night and morning,
giving as large a quantity as the
chicks will eat clean, but no more.
A good grain mixture for growing
chicks consists of 3 parts cracked
corn, 2 parts wheat, and 2 parts hull-
ed oats. When available, kafir or
rolled or hulled barley may be sub-
stituted for hulled oats. In localities
.here hulled oats, kafir, o0 rolled

barley can not be obtained, or is too
expensive, a mixture of cracked corn
and wheat only may be fed until the
chicks are old enough to eat whole
oats, when 2 parts oats may he added
to the corn and wheat mixture.

BIG TASK OF LAWMAKERS.

Legislature Must Frame Laws to
Conform to New Constitution.

A huge task will confront the
legislature when it meets in extra
session on September 6, to adopt laws
to conform to the new constitution.
Many changes have been made in
the organic law and enabling
acts will have to be enacted
to carry the changes into effect. The
following are some of the subjects
relative to which laws will have to be
passed:

Providing for a Legislative bu-
ireau, consisting of one member of
each house and a reprepentative of
the attorney general.

Promulgation of acts of the Leg-
islature and the printing of laws.

Providing for roads of necessity
through private land.

Regulating the use of natural gas
and prohibiting the waste of that
product.

Defining the powers and duties of
the Public Service Commission.

Provisions for legislative investi-
gations.

Defining the duties of the State
Board of Charities and Corrections.

Providing for state, parochial and
municipal boards of health.

Prevention of the spread of the
pink boll worm and other crop pests.

Defining the duties and powers of
the state fire marshal.

Relating to the affairs of the New
Orleans Dock Board.

Defining the duties and powers of
the state bank commissioner.

Providing for the construction and
maintenance of highways.

Regulation of traffic on roads and
highways.

When there was
not enough men in the country to do
the labor of the mines and factories,
there actually existed a strong senti-
ment that was voiced in the public
press, favoring more immigration.
The incoming foreigners were not I
then considered as competitors in the
fields of labor, and therefore there
was only small objection to their ad-
mission to our shores. Today it is
different. The facts go a long ways
towards demonstrating that the indus-
trial situation rather than Americani-
zation sentiment rules the situation.
