F. E. Rambo, [ederal inspector in charze
of tick eradication in this parish, that in
view of the unfavorable vote of the jurers
on the proposition to eontinue the work, he
zhould, insafar ag the police jury wasz eon-
coerted, cease immedately and stop sl of
his vat inapéctors.

Meszsrs. Stuart, LeBlane, C. H. Landry,
dr., and  Martin, who vofed in favor of
continuing dipping, explained that they did
so in pursuance of the pledge made by the
polee jury  to eo-operated with the federal
authbrities iny thi= very important work
and in the interest of the cattle raisers of
the parish, and expressed regret that the
work should ston now, when its continu-
anee for about twa month: more, at a
alight additional cest, would result in  the
freeing of the parish of tick entirely.
Messrs, Wright, Gautreau, Sibley and J.
Yve Lundry, who voted against continuing
the work, declared that they did s¢ in
Ledienee to the ti ts and wishes of
their constituents, who they asserted were
overwhelmingly in favoer of immediate diz-
wdntinuance, for the reason that the work
under the present system did not deatroy
the tick and was simply money ithrown
AWAY.
