sumed at Georgia Plant,

Work is progressing favorably in
connection with the development of
the commercial possibilities of the
aweet-potato syrup, under the diree-
tion of the Buresu of Chemistry of
the United States Department of
Agriculture. A méthod of getting a
satisfactory syrup from surplus and
cull sweet potatoes was worked out
some time apo in the laboratories at
Washington. A small experimental
plant was erected at Fitzgerald, Ga.,
last spring, where 300 pallons were
made and later distributed among
syrup manufacturers, confections,
bakers, whoelesale johbers, extension
directors, and others likely to be in-
terested in the project. Certain
changes in the process to improve the
quality and flavor of the syrup have
heen made. The plant at Fitzgerald
is being equipped with additional
machinery to embody these changes,
and operations are being resumed.

The commercial possibilities of the
new syrup have not yet been fully
determined, but the lecal people are

Experts declave that this
quality of 1ock strata  invarviably
proves to be the enclosing shell or
ecrust of oil veins and they expect a
gusher as soon as this curst or shell
has been pierced. |

ENEMY OF CANE BORER.

Cuban Parasite Firmiy Established
in Louisiana Fields.

The gugar cane growers of Louisi-
ana should feel very encouraged over
the faet that Washington offlcials
have been making investigations and
have found thal there is a sufficient
number of Cuban parasites on the
plantations in the stale to make head-
way against the cane borer in the
course of time, acenrding to T, E
Holioway, entomologizt, Southern
field crop investigations at Audobuon
Park, New Orleans. The cane horer
is & pest which destroys millions of
dollars worth of cane in the sugar-
producing  secticns of  Louisiana,
Florida and Texas, while the Cuban
inoecet, though similar to the house fly
in general appearance, has very dif-
ferent habits, in that it seeks oot
larvae of the sugar-canc moth Lover
and killzs each larvee that it finds

YTy aid in conteoliing the sugar-
cane moth borer, Federal entomolis
wists recommended that a parasitic
iy, a tachinid, common in Cuban
cane field:s, be broughi to the Louisi-

“As government funds wore not ade-
gquate, 8 number of Louisiana sugar
planters vaised several thousand dol-
Jars to supplement the small govern-
ment appropriation, and five men
were sent to Cuba to collect the flies
These parasites were released on 42
plantations in 1820, They have heen
found on 17 of these places this fall
In 1919 they were teleased at three
plantations, and are new found at
only one of these places. Thus at 17
places the parasites have lived over
one winter and al one place they have
lived over two winters. There was
much doubt a to whether they could
stand our winters, so this data s very
encouraging.”

Supar planters are very wuch in-
