The following bulletin on "incen-
diarism" was issued recently by the
state fire marshal's office:

"Of all criminals, the incendiarist
is the worst. In order to satisfy self-
ish greed or necessity, he is willing
to place in jeopardy, the property and
lives of his neighbors who, little sus-
pecting the nefarious plans threaten-
ing their all, retire at night in the
enjoyment of comforts of a home
well planned and provided for, later
to awaken to the crackling of flames,
the suffocating fumes of smoke, and
a keen realization that the result of
toil and priva o, life itself, is about
to be swept -

"The incen -aly
at night; the st
marks his every movement.
he cares for the devastation w
may follow in his wake just so his
aim may be ac'omplished.

"Unfortunately, juries are too
prone to deal lightly with such de-mons. Of all criminals they are the
hardest to convict. All of their ac-
tions, though tainted with guilt, and
proved so upon trial, the "reasonable
doubt' sheds a l -Jo of protection
ibout their heads due to their failureto issue invitations or hire brass
ands to attract witnesses to the

scene of their proposed crimes. The
sooner juries realize that the arson-
st is the arch enemy of the peace
tnd welfare of communities the bet-
ter."

TICKS AND THE OVERFLOW.

30,000 Cattle Crossed from Louisi-
ana to Mississippi.

One of the advantages of tick erad-
ication was recently demonstrated
vhet nearly thirty thousand head of
cattle, horses and mules were cross-
ed unloadIered by quarantined res-

trictions from Concordia and Tensas

parishes at Vidalia, La., to Natchez,
Mi-, without a single cattle fever
tick h.n found on any of the stock.
The 1 att'v were driven out in antici-
pation of a break in the levee which
later cecurred at Ferriday.

Iract ically the whole of Concordia
pl i:.h with parts of Cathoula and
Tensesa:. re flooded from the crevasse
and the cattle in this district are
mostly in pastures in Mississippi.
Some of them, however, were driven
to La Salle and Rapides parishes
where fever ticks are known ot exist
and it is anticipated that many will
die from tick fever. An appeal was
made to the bureau to have these cat-
tle dipped, but this would not help
the situation as ticks will give the
cattle fever, even though the cattle
are dipped regularly; besides these
last named parishes are not co-oper-
ating in tick eradication work, there-
fore dipping regulatons could not be
enforced in this territory.

In years past the cattle from the
overflow region in Louisiana have
given the Mississippi tick eradication

s considerable trouble, but
k one time no anxiety need be

hs it is not probable that reinfes-
tation of Mississippi territory will re-
sult form this movement.

These cattle were moved into Mis-
sissippi without delaying the trans-
portation boat in any instance as in-
spectors were so placed to facilitate
the movement without delay. Owners
and official.- are extremely well
pleased with the movement. Cattle
returning from Mississippi, if appar-
ently tick free, will be required to
undergo one dipping and to be ac-
companied by an officia t.

Gay Life and Extravagance Blamed
For Its Continuance.

In the court e of an address on the
continued high cost of living, deliver-
ed at the annual convention of the
National Association of Manufactu-
rrs held in New York City a few
days ago, John E. Edgerton, presi-
dent of the organization, declared
that the American people are "saving
at the spigot and wasting at the
hunghole."

"High priced hotels, theaters, ball
parks and other camping grounds of
amusement and nonproduction are
enlarging their capacities to accom-
modate the ever-increasing army of
refugees from the storms of life," he
declared.

Exhibit On Agriculture in U. S. to
Go to Brazil.

The exhibit to be sent to the Bra-
zilian exposition from the United
States Deparment of Agriculture
will feature the production of navel
oranges,, the turpentine and rosin in-
dustry, forestry practices of this
country, the handling of live stock on
farms, and road construction and ma-
chinery. A large relief map of the
United States will also show the nat-
ural vegetation of this country,
scheme of national forest administra-
tion, and location of forest schools.
A frieze of colored enlargements will
supplement models, specimens, and
paintings in developing these sub-
jects. The exhibit on the navel
orange should be interesting to Bra-
zilians. This orange was introduced
into the United States from Brazil
in about 1870. The exhibit will show
the growth of this industry from the
original trees to its pres Vast ex-
tent-10,000,000 to 15,0 boxes
a year.

Federal Control of Child Labor.
The ease with which the last two

amendments to the constitution were
put through, has encouraged the be-
lief among some people, that amend-
ments without limit, and covering
every subject under the sun, might
be tacked on to the organic law with
very little effort. The latest attempt
to amend the constitution is in the

of a resolution introduced by
entative Fitzgerald of Ohio,
ng an amendment, giving

power to Congress to regulate the
amployment of children under 18
years of age. The approval of two-
thirds of the members of the House
and Senate and three-fourths of the
states is required to enact the amend-
ment. Mr. Fitzgerald believes the
measure will pass without difficulty
and bases that belief upon the ground
that most of the states have child
labor law s But the very fact that
some states have child labor laws,
which are working out well, should be
su7lcient cause for those states to
oppose tnr amendment v hich would
nullify their laws and vest the regu-
lation of child labor in Congress.

New Standard For
S.

How s mid a contractor
reasonably ;ted to make the
surface of ,ji? Engineers of
the Bureau o ublic Roads of the
United States Department of Agri-
culture have devised an instrument
for settling this question. When
passed over the road it indicates the
slightest uneveness or roughness. The
instrument will be used to test the
surface of different types of road of
good workmanship, thus determining
a standard which contractors an be
#jsld to. Smoothness in a roake, of
course, desirable for the comfort of
travelers, but it is also desirable for
other equally important reasons, say
officals of the bureau. The vertical
movement of a motor vehicle caused
by roughness wears the machine and
requires more power of the engine.
In connection with experiments along
this line another instrument has been
devised. Attached to a vehicle this
determines the amount of jolting or
vertical movement caused by differ-
ent degrees of roughness or uneven-
ess in the surfacing.
