Webs on Trees No Cause For Alarm

In certain parts of Loujsiana the
appearance of silken webs on varions
trees s attracting attenrie:.  This
web resembles that spun Sy cevenin

ispiders and in some cases is so thick

as to cover trunks and branches of
the tree ith a silken film, though
the foliage i= green and healthy. This
sitk is spun by a small insect known
as g psocid. [ ois 4 close relutive of
the so-called “book louse,” a tiny
pale insect often found among the
pages af old books. *While the book
louse is to be considered a pest, be-
cause it Teeds on paper, the psocid
feeds on lichens and its presence on
trees should not cause apprehension,
according to Thos. H. Jones, ento-
mologizt o the Experiment Stutions,
Louisiana  State University. The
psocids feed under the silken wehs
which they spin though they may nol
be found on parts of the trec where
the =itk is most noticeable. This ix
usually due to the fact that hy the
time they have spun a large smount
of silk on any portien of 1h: (rec
their food at tids partieular point
has been exhausted and they move
te better feeding grounds.

LARGE SWEET POTATO CROP.

More Storage Houses Are MNeeded
for Thizs Year's Crop.

Louisiana is producing another
large sweet potato crop this year, a
erop of such- magnitude ' that the
early markels cannokpossibly abzorb
it amnd uwnleas stovdpe facilities are
forovided to take care of it several
million dollars worth of sweet po-
Such =a
status of affairs will ' veflect heavy
losses upon the growers who are be-
ing urged to plan to store their crops
apd carry them over the plutted
period.  With thiz in mind the Hx-
tension Division of the State Univer-
sity has inaugurated a campaign for
the erection of storage houses on
every farm.

Farmers should begin tv make
preparations for storving their sweet
potate stoek, believes M., Hull, sweet
potato specialist. Plans and speci-
fications for huilding tese houses are
available upon request from the lo-
cal farm demonstration agent or by
writing the Horticultural Depart-
ment, Louisiana State University at
Baton FRouge. Personal supervision
wiil be given during the ercction of
the houses and assistance will be ren-
dered throughout the curing period
of the potatoes. In a number of in-
stances abandoned lenant houses, ov
other buildings not in use on the
farm may be aatisfactorily convert-
ed into storage houses at a small
cost; and in the hill seetions of the
stufe where pine logs are available
they may bLe wused in constructing
adequate places in which lo store the
surplus stock.

The storage house, in adidition to
keeping the potatoes at a minimum
loss from decay, possesses the fol
lowing advantages: -

1. The curing process Impioves
the flavor of the potatoes and makes,
them morve salable.

2, The expense and labor of mak-
ing the dirt banks each wear iz done
away with.

3. The house car be entered and
the potatoes removed during warm or
rcold weather. This ian't practible
with dirt hanks.

4. The house_can hLe used for the
storage of other farm produce after
the removal of the potatoes.
