FARM AGENTS' MEETING.

Interesting Talks On Important Sub-

jects by Experienced Men.

Among the main features of the

meeting of the farm agents at the

Louisiana State University which

came to a close Saturday, August I

5, were talks made by Dr. R. O. t

Young, chairman of the agricultural

committee of the Louisiana Banking

Association, and C. C. Gaspard, sec-

retary of the State Federal Farm

Loan Ban.
Dr. Young reviewed in a very com-

prehensive way the ast work of the

banking agricultural committee in its
relation to extensive work, tick erad- t
ication, the greater agricultural col-

lege movement, chattel mortgage

law, etc. He also made the state-
ment that the farm agent has been

the most important factor in the
agricultural development of the state
during the past ten years.

"The influence of extension work
is such," said Dr. Young, "that the

bankers would rather ask the agents
to suggest what the banks can do for

the agricultural interests of the state,
than to tell them what the banks ex-

pect to do. Let it be understood that
we are associates for the greater ef-
ficiency of efforts."

"The extension workers are regard-
ed as assistants, not only to the

farmers, but to the banks as well,"
said Mr. Gasard in his talk. The

speaker discussed the problem of
marketing, stating that the agents
could be-and have been-of untold
value in this particular phase of the
work. Diversification of crops, how-

ever, is very essential, in fact it is

considered the best security of all
loans.

Mr. Gaspard said that the .farm

agent is the best medium through
which they can work, and they can
do more to educate the farmers Ithan

any one else.
It was brought out by F. M. Bac-

que, farm agent of Lafayette, that
the local banks have advanced the

money several times for co-operative
purchases by farmers. Other instan-
ces of co-operation were given. The
statement by J. B. Anthony, of Cad-

do, that the Shreveport banks were
willing to lend $10,000,000 to farm-
ers doing co-operative cotton mar-
keting creted a great deal of interest.

A number of question were ans-
wered by Mr. Gaspard relative to the

many details that arise in the pro-
curing of money from the Federal
Farm Loan Bank.

A vote of thanks was extended Dr.

Youuig and Mr. Gaspard by W. R.
Perkins, director of extension apd the
farm agents present for their in-
structive talks.
