; The beginning of the end of huge
landholdings and gang labor opera-
tions in the sugar luelf:_ of Louisiana
is forecast in the closing of a con-
tract here toeday, The agreement in
question ealls for the subdivision and
sale in small and medium-sized farms
of several thousand acres of fartile
agricultural lands immediately ad-
joining and surrounding Houma and
comprising the Honduras, Argyle,
Crescent, Mulberry and Ridgeland
sugar plantations. .
Virtually all of thesc lands are in
cultivation and produced great crops
of cane and corn for many years.
They have been kept up to a high
state of agricultural development at
all times. The lands to be cultivated
are the property of the People’s Sug-
ar Company. This is composed of a
group of the commercial and profes-
sional leaders of Terrchonne parish,
with Oscar C. Sundberry as president.
The other officials and members of
the firm are: Wiley E. Thibodaux and
Charles J. Campagne, vice-presidents;
Joseph  A.  Robichaux, secretary-
treasurer: Dr. L. H. Jastremski, Jean
L. Caillouet, Dr. B. W. Colling, I. Le-
wald, R. J. Younger, H. A, Cook, L.
