FACTS FROM ALL SOURCES.

RALTING HAY,

A currespondent of the Conntry Gen-
tleman writes from Canndn:  As haying
will soon be on, I will give yon the
method of harvestin z whish I Uoliced in
some |Imrta of the dountry last year,
which I connider a great saving of labor,
The usy, when ocured, is raked into
windrows, then a rope or olifin, about
thirty foet long, in laid with the centre
on the rnd of the windrow ; the horses
are placed one on each side and hitched
one to each end of the rope ; the clicoks
are let ont long, & thal they will not

tramaple oyel Lhe hay. A boy ean drive
thi horsea up the windrow nntil they
get a suflicient quantity, or an mnsh ns
the horses can draw Thon, if it is

stacked jn the Yeld, it is taken direct to
the stack, or barn, if near by. One
man and boy this way will draw as
much as four men will stack or mow
away. If the distance reqvirea the hay
to be loaded on & wagon, three heaps
pat tognthar s way will make a load ;
or, in case of threatening main, with a
little topping up, will stand a great deal
of rain without mueh injury. Hay pnt
together this way will pitel; easier than
ont of the windrow. The boy ean ride
also ot the bey while drawing it to-
gether.

A coirespondent of the New England
Homestead does not believe in the the-
ory of growing potatoes on poor, unfer-
tile soal to preven! rot. # gives his
Iast yoar's exverience as follows, with a
half bushel Breese's Prolific potatoes :
“1 out them in pieces of op= and two
eyes each, prepared mYy land (a light
chestnut lou¥, ineclining to sand), by
plowing a liberal dressing of compost
manure and then putting a shovel of
well-rotted compost, consisting of horae,
eow and pig mannre mixed, in the hill.
The sets were pianted two foet apart in
rows three fest apa®t, Tere kept free
from wesdy, and hoed four times. From
that hinlf bashel of seed, I took up
eleven barrels of potatoes for the table
and two bnshels of small yotatoes for
the pi There were no sigus of rot or
any other defect except a Znperabund-
ance of vety large tibers, too large for

aking pnrposes., Beiter potatoes T
have not hud on my table at any time
during the last ten years. The crop in
1872, on the same ground, wia potatoes,
From a fite years' exverience I am
forded to the conviction that the potato
should be as well fed and nnreed as
beets or cabbagesa, When 1 see flelds
of potatoes crowded with Roman worm-
wood, pigweed, cocklebnrrt, and ether
foul stuff, I ran’t Lelp fecling for them
a8 ont wonld for a family of small chil-
dren with a dissipated father and a
feeble, sickly mother—they need out-
side help and inside comforts.”

ORIGIN OF FOWLS AND VEGETARLES.
To Asia, and probably India, where
wild chickens yet abound under the
designation of juogle fowl, the English
owe their domestic pounltry. The dis-
tribution of this tisefnl bird is strangely
i iar. Tbronghont the negro king-
doms of west Afriea, for instance, fowls
are plentiful, while in more civilized
Abyssinia and Arabia they are compara-
tively searce, Persin abounds in ponl-
try, while in Tarkey few domestie birds,
except pigeons, are to be
seen.

ARASSHOPPER LAW IN BUSSIA.

A correspondent of The Pagific Rural
Press wnites “‘ev land owner is
obliged tosend into court yearly 100 grass-
boppers {desd ones) to esnch aore of land
owned by him ; say, if John Smith owns
ten aores of farming land, heiate brin,
on the Ist »f Angust in the court 1,0
dead hoppern, and for every
are engaged in catobing the hoppers, be-
ginning in May, and s-ll thol:npeon the
market where they average about two
cents apiece, thus giving an opportunity
for farmers to bny them in case they
fail to fulfill their taxes on them. No
farmer is allowed to eateh hoppers mnot
on his own land. The method of catah-
ing them is very easy. They boil water
on the fleld, and supply themasalves with
tin cans made especially for the purpose
and fill them with bolling water, and
then they hunt along the place for the
‘nests ;' they ponr the water in the hole,
which kills them, and after they pieck
them ont with a book. This keeps the
hoppers decreasivg yearly, until some
years they have to appeal to the govern-
ment to redace the percentage, as there
are none to be found, This would be
the beat snd cheapest remedy for the
farmers of this country to adopt.™

THE MAKKET GAKDENS OF PARIS.

The Gurden says that “the grounds
enltivated by the market gardenmers i1
and aronnd Paris amennts to over 3 000
acres, It is stated that 360,000 glezed
frames and more than 2,000,000 cloches
are employed in the preduction of vege-
tables nlone. The annual amonnt ex-
pended for manure is snid to be £72,400,
and the total rec-ipts from the sale of
vegetahles, and other productions of
the market gardens, to exceed lnif n
million sterling—a rum probably much
under the mark.”

OLD ENGLAND,

I ncle Joe Killott's Kxperienees of Moth-

er Conniry.

The other day **Gath” interviewed
Jue FElliott, the sporting editor of the
New York Times, abont hiz experiences

1 think it's an infernal climate, in-
habited by & race of heathen barba-
rians, 1 had a letter to Tattersall, and
I delivered it junst before I came away.

raised in thick hedge rows sronnd gar-
dens and laffle estates in China and the
Sonth Sea Islaftds ; and when the wind
sots wll those gigantic reels in motion
they prodree a strange, weird musio
which at onceé astonishes and in a
measure terrifias those who have never
heard the like of it before. The dry
stnlks, hard as steel without and hollow
within, creaking and swaying to and
fro and rubbing ugainst each other,
righ and wail like so many plaintive
Folian harps, sometimes holding the
listener spellbound with . the poetio
charms of these incomprehensible mel-
odies.

The rapidity with which the bamboo
grows ia something perfectly mnarvel-
lons, and might well be questioned werse
it not weil anthenticated. It is at the
rate of about four inches in twenty-fonr
honurs, and even more than this in ocer-
tain regiomns.

On the Philippine Islands whole
towns are bnilt of boo—houses and
fnrnitnre, and even kitochen utensils, all
being fashioned ont of it, To be sure,
thes~ housea are hut one story high,
and have none of the eomforta and con-
vonienoes of our dwellings; they are
little more than eabins, and the farni-
ture in them is, of course, of the most
primitive description. Frail is the
strncture, and exposed to immediate
destraction in the event of a storm or a
conflagriation, bat it answers the Ma-
Iny's purpose full well; it is at most but
a‘{emponry shelter. And then, ngain,
he has not far to go for his lumber.

In China and some portions of the
East Indies a very common, mode of
transporting hesvy burdensis to oarry
them alopg ina peir of hnge scales,
depending from a flaxible bamboo rod,
worn actoss the shonlders somewhat
like a yoke,

The Chinnman's broad-brimmed hat
is made of split and braided bamboo;
the handles of his parssols and fans are
quaintly carved out of bamboo; the
split stalk is woven into haskets of
every possible shape and size, and also
farnisbes the material for beds and
bedding, chairs, brooms and lanterns,
for sail-yards and scaffoldings, andtents
and ocordsge even, The Celestial's
opinm pipe, the ve paper he writes
o5, and the pancil with wehiok e traces
the hieroglyphie signa and characters
are all obtaived from the seemingly
inoxhanstible plant, or tree, as it may
well he ealled.

Th= roots of the bamboo are chiefly
used for carving into those grotesque
little figures and intricate knick-knacks
npon which the patient Mopgolian
spends 8o much timo and labor and in-
genuity, snd often for such slender
remnnerafion.

There grows quite abnndantly on the
Molueos Islands n species of bamboo
which is so hard that it emits sparks of
fire when the axe is applied to it. Its
wood aotually blunts the sharpest
knives, The knots or joints are encased
in rugose sheaths hard as steel, and
rongh snd grained like shagreen.
These are nsed to polish metals and

ivory.

';'Za natives of the nforesaid islands
and also the Japanese make quite a
wariety of faney articles with this cane,
sach as flotes and whistles and long
stem pipes, known as ealumels, as well
n=s fishing rods and arrows and peisoned
javelins and pikes and darts, the tips of
whioh are nhnrﬁvem.-d to a fine point and
hardened in the fire, so that the dart,
aimed as it is with nnerring precisien,
seldom fails te run throngh and throngh
the victim it is horled at,

Bambg canes and switches are too
well known snd too geéverally in use to
need any descriptiou here. Suffice it to
say that thoy bave besxoma an important
article of commerece, md,_ being highl
valned on acoount of their great flexi-
bility and durability, they areays com-
mand good prices,

The cirenmference of some shools of
bamboo has oftelt been a matter of won-
der, considering the remarkably short
space of time required for such a pro-
digions development. The queen of
France, Msrie Antoinette, was presented
by the emperor of China with a rare
specimen of this abnormal growth of
the bamboo—a pair of very handsome
breakfast trays, each of them measnuring
abont forty inchrs in diameter, and,
what is more wonderfnl still, carved
ont of a single solid section of one of
these gignutio canes,

But we never shonld conclude were
we to enumerate all the uses to which
this tressure-plant has .been put. Tt
wonld positively “‘bamboogzle™ us to
think of them all. But perhaps one of
the moat singnlar is that of its having
been tnrued to acomnt in the construe-
tion of ramparts, And of this we have
historieal vouchers; for, in the year
1851, it is recorded that the king of the
Macassars, boing a* war with the I)nt‘ty"
in order to intrench his nrmy had ¥,
parallel rown of bamhboo stakes plynted
& yard spart, and tied together with
other pieces of bumboo, and ¢ avered
over with a sort of lattion work  also of
bamboo, The space between the two
rows was {illed with sand, grav o, stones
aud brush ; the whole thuy, forming a
compaet mnss, which oppgsed a very
offoctive resistunce to the fyrtillery fire
of the Europeans,

With a tender thonghtfulnesa for
long-suffering homku&eu, the inven-
tor proposes Techlly e manufacture
of plates and dishes, onps and sanocem,
and such like articles, either transpar-
ent or enamelled. 1o hava these no
longer liable to fracture is an important
amelioration in domestic aconomy ; but
the tonghened glass is likely to prove of
valne in much wider spheree, It will
stand any amount of heat, and vessals
made of it ean be placed on the fire
without danger, Cousequently, its em-
pleyment in ohemical factories in the
place of lead, earthenwars, platinum,
and silver, is a quoestion of time only.
Glass pipes will probably replace those
of lead for water and for other pur-
poses, and thus diminish the chances of
lead-poisoning. Indeed, it is difficnlt
to anticipate the limits of the applioa-
tion of this very n’muklhbli dlaoo“ vory.
The one purpose for whia present.
there seems some difficulty about em-
ploying the new material is for window-
panes, for it cannot be ent by a dia-
mond, thongh the glare may be cut
first and toughened afterwards. 1t can,
however, be engraved by the ordinary

methods, and cut on the wheel.

Essentially, the process consista in
heating glass nearly up fo the softening
point, and then plunge it intoabath of oil
or grease. But to bring this apparently
simple idea to perfection required the
