Poe's Final Grave.

8oakiiig of tiie unveiling of tho
nioiiumcnt to Elgitr A. Poc, which, a.
it is at last arranged, will take place
on the 17th inst., the Baltimore Amer-
ican says :

"The remains of the poet have hoeu
removed from their late restinjr i)l;ic--

to a new lot in a more consiiirnous po
sition near the north western corner of
the graveyard. There the monument
which will mark the grave of one of
America's most gifted poets will lie seen
by nil iersons p:lssiii; the churchyard
on Fayette street. lie lies there e

his mother-in-la- Mrs. (.'Jem in,
who, her death, expressed a
desire to lie buried near " her darling
Edgar." It Ls e.ectcd that the re-
mains of I'oe's wife, now buried in a
cemetery at Fordham, New York, will
le brought to this city and interred
licside the grave of her husband. iSome
objection was nt first made by the rela-
tives of Poe to the removal of the re-
mains, but they yielded their wishes
after being "persuaded that the public
desired that the grave of I'oe and th
memorial should le situnted in a iron-eligibl- e

(sisition.
"The lot just purchased is located

near the intersection of (irerne and
Fayette streets, and were it not for the
wall concealing tiie churchyard on Ihe
western side, the monument could also
lie scon from tireene street. It is un-
derstood, however, that the trustees of
Vet niinsb r chinch intend tearing'

down the brick wall on (Jrecnr street,
and sulistiluliny an iron railing, so
that this disadvantage will In; rem-
edied.'"

Animal Life in the Ocean Depths.
It was for nrahy yearn thought that,

beyond the depth of 300 fathoms, an
imal lite ceased to exist in the ocean.
Forbes reached this zero of life in the
JEgan sea, and the fact ascertained for
the Mediterranean was inferred for all
other seas. The transmutation of in
organic matter into organic matter is
only performed by vegetables, ami
then only under the controlling jxiwer
of light. Ihe distinction made by
naturalists between the lowest forms of
animal and vegetable life lies just here
vegetables convert the inorganic ele
ments of earth, air, and water, into
organized matter; animals rearrange
this organized matter into animal
tissue. It was well known, as no light
penetrates the profounder oceanic
depths, that no vegetation can exist
there; an absence ot animal lite was
thefore inferred. Certain exceptions
to this definition ot vegetabfe fife, as
being exhaustive, are found in the
fungi, which germinate and grow iu
darkness, and it is believed are nour
ished ui a great measure by organic
matter, as well as in the curious car
nivorous plants, which have of late
attracted so much attention. This,
however, does'not invalidate the truth
that all nutriment, in order to be fit for
the maintenance of animal life must
pass, at least once, through the trans
mutation enectctt only by vegetation
The of life below 300
fathoms, in all the oceans of our glole,
was strongly supported by r ortes in
vestigation in the Mediterranean. The
abyssal depths of the sea were tlius
determined by logic to be the universal
empire over which reigned darkness,
desolation, and death. No investi
gations were made as to the facts of
the case. lxgic and a hasty general
ization from Inadequate knowledge
were made, once again in the history
of science, to do duty for the more
faborious method ot patient oljserv- -

ation. Commerce at last gave the
impulse to deep-se-a exploration wliich
had before been lacking. Ihe com
mercial world demanded a more speedy
mode ot communication from con
tinent to continent, and the response
came iu the form of a submarine tele-
graph. Thousands of sounding were
made to determine the position in
the ocean's bed fr its successful laying,
and thousands, again, to secure the
broken end after the first failure.
These soundings and grapplings
brought from the sea-dept- unmis
takable proof that lite in many varied
and exquisite forms existed there, far
away from fife and vegetation, under
an enormous pressure of superincum-
waters; and logic retired discom-
fited.

Anointing tiie Body. Dr. E. C.
Angell, who is interested in Turkish
and Russian baths, has contributed a
very interesting paper to the Medical
Kecrd, on the practice of anointing
the body with restorative or medicinal
oil or unguents. Alter mentioning the
high antiquity of this practice of
inunction, he says: But it was the
Koman baths of Caracalla, of e,

of Diocletian, and Titus, and
other emperors, that the art of anoint
ing was carried to its greatest perfect
ion as a means afike ot pleasure and
ot health. It became ot such nniior- -

tance that in all the great Ihcrmm a
special room, kuown as the untiunrivm
or deoUtesium, was provided merely for
the keeping ot the oils aud perfumes.
In an ancient painting, showing the
apartments of a Roman bath, the
umtnar'mm appears like an ajMithecary's
shop, tilled with an immense number
ot vases. So essential did the Koman
bathers consider the process of anoint
ing that they indulged in it twice in
each bath at the beginning, when a
comparatively cheap oil was employed,
probably without perfume, and again
at the close, when costly balsams and
fine erfunies were used without stint,
lieing rubbed over the entire body,
even to the soles of the feet. Tiie
variety of these ointments was very
great cloves, cinnamon, lilies, laven-
der, myrrh, rases, and many other
fragrant sul)stances being used in their
manufacture. It was even customary
to apply different unguents to different
parts of the body during the same
bath; oil of wild thyme being rubbed
on the head, neck and eyebrows, and
oil of watermint on the arms. The
rich had precious ointments of their
own, which were carriod to the baths
in small vials of alabaster, crystal, or
gold- -

Bees for New Zealand. Two
nests of English bumble-bee- s have been
sent to New Zealand by Mr. Frank
Buekland for the Canterbury Acclim-
atization Society.

female labor in the Black Country and
neighborhood. The account piveH by
Jliv Biilwnsjieetnr ih-ew- r of the state
of tilings prevailing in what is known
as "the nail and ehain district" is of
especial interest. Froin lxith the nail
and chain trades there are, he says,
"striing representations niiule against
the labor of women, whether as to the
numlier employed or the size of the
articles made. The women are said to
take the place of fathers as well sis
husbands, while the men are idle and
drunken." On entering a nail shop iu
the outskirts of a large manufacturing
town, Mr. Brewer was greeted with
the remark, "I thought this was a free
country ;" and, on his inquiring what
was the matter, he was met by the
question. "Do you call this a free coun-
try where women are employed in such
trades us these?"' Mn Brewer replied
that he hail again and again disctisseil
this question with working inch around
him; and he adds: "I am now con-
tinually asked whether I cannot do
something to stop women's labor, espe-
cially in and around Halesowen, where
'hundreds' work (the manufacture of
the farge class bt nails and spikes) is
the order of the day, and Ls far fitter
for men's work than women's. The
root of all evil in the Black Country
appears to lie drunkenness; no matter
whether the drinker lie a puddler, col-

lier, chain or nail maker. The outcry
against the colliers' and puddlers'
wive working is very great ; not, jer-hap- s,

so much from the influx into the
trade, but from the fact that they
work night and day, toilandslave; ami
for what? Not "for the price that
straight-forwar- d masters would give,
but for any price any crafty knave of a
master chooses to offer." Iu the mean-
time the husband: is luxuriating in
some public house, at his ease, and
"training liis ' wliifi'et' for some future
running on beefsteaks and the best of
good fare." Nor is it only in the nail
and chain trade that the practice of
husbmds living on their wives' labor
prevails. A young women, address-
ing Mr. Brewer, said, "Master, I
wish you would make my man do a
little more work, and me less. I mar-
ried a swell, I did." To the inquiry
what she meant by ii swell, the reply,
was, "Why, when I married him in
the morning he had a smart gold
watch and chain, and a smart dickey,
but when we came to go to bed at
night I'm blessed if he had e'n a shirt
on, and ever since I's had to keep him
by working in the brickyard, and not
only keep him but find him money to
drink." And it is, it seems, a growing
custom for idle, lazy young lads to
look out for skilled, industrious wives
iu order to obtain an "easy life." To
a question addressed by Mr. Brewer
to some "intelligent and wellnieaiiing
chain-makers- ," the answer was that one
of the evils arising from female labor
is the numlwr of hours women are al-

lowed to work being so many in excess
of a great deal of male labor. " We
would suggest that all females com-
mence work not earlier than 8 a. m.,
and not work later than 7 r. M. "We
would suggest that every occupier or
owner of a chain shop should lie served
with a copy of the rules, i. e., the
rules of the trade, which it should be
compulsory by law to have hung iu
the shop, and that the Factory Act
holidays be applied to chain shops."
The sanitary condition of the shops,
51 r lircwer says, is often bad. Wo-
men work often in an advanced state
of pregnancy, and a shocking story is
told of a girl working at a brickyard
"looking exceedingly ill," and who, to
a remark of the manager "that she
did not look up to much this morning,"
replied, "No more would you if you
had had a child during the night."

Prosperity in France.
Work, work, work, is the order of

the day in France. You see it in Paris,
you see it in the provinces, imprinted
in every face, and on every feature of
the country. ".Labor, improbus la-

bor," is the impulse which
predominates over and occupies the
population at the present moment ;

emancipated as it is from, and, as I
have said, disgusted with, for the
nonce at least, the troubles and tur-
moils of glory abroad or sedition at
home. Providence, too, fortunately,
has come in aid of these better and
repentant feelings and efforts, and has
crowned them and the year with an
abundant harvest, an increased fruit
crop and a splendid vintage. The
consequences of this happy combination
of national industry and fruitful sea-
sons are becoming everywhere con-
spicuous. Capital abounds and money
is to be had almost for the askinir. I
cited last week two or three examples
of the way in which public subscrip-
tions are filled in a few hours. The
other day it was a sight to see the
crowds of blouses and bonnets, men
and women of the working classes,
thronging the Bureaux to invest their
savings in the new lines of Paris tram-
ways, which they regard, of course, as
peculiarly theirown affair, and intended
specially for their convenience. Build-
ing operations, too, have burst forth
again almost with fureur, stimulated by
high prices and the rise in rentals,
which, high as they were before, have
just made another decided step in ad-
vance. I have mentioned before the
large increase in the Paris octroi, which.
levied as it mainly is, upon the neces-
saries and comforts rather than the
luxuries of life, shows increased means
and consumption on the part of the
industrious classes. The payment in
advance of direct taxation is larger
than it has ever been before; and the
returns up to the present month of the
general revenue of the country display
an excess of little less than one hundred
millions over the preceding year. What
a pity it is, one feels almost tempted
io exciaim, mat ine r rencn people can
not lie persuaded to let " war and
politics" alone, not for "a time" onlv,
