The Note of Propavation—What the Hotels
are Doing. -

Thingw at Philadelphia are beginming
to foreshadow the great coming event,
and this in the unpleasant, rather than
the agreeable™sense. We are not moving
in the roseate atmosphere that betokens
a coming sun, but we are beginning to
zet the benefit of the increase of prices
brought sbout by a belief in immense
future demand. I am bound Lo say that
the hotel-keepers have not yet made any
forward movement, but there is a visible
reluctance to let rooms to single men,
the obvious reason being that a married
couple occupy thejsame smount of space
and give double the amonnt of profit.
The botel men are looking for forward
into'the misty region of the future, and
they see all their rooms occupied by fam-
ilies, and all the dining-rooms, breakfast-
rooms, corridors, parlors, stairways cov-
éred with encampments of cots. Btill,
in spite of such provisionings, the prices
have not advanced. But in the matter
of boarding-houses, a specialty of enter-
f prise usually conducted by females; it

determined resolution to kill the golden
goose before it can lay a single egg are
absolutely unmistakable. Prices have
‘gone up fifty per cent., with indications
that the maximum of extortion has not
een reached by any means.

Smith, Elwards & Co.'s (Liverpeol)
circular of February 29th says: Now'let
us look at this yesr's supply. Take the
American crop at 4,600,000 bales, what
will be the supply from other quarters?
We allow an increase of 100,000 large
bales from Egypt on the avernge of the
last three years, possibly 150,000 bales,
but we look for a very heavy decresse
from India. This will arise, Dot so much
from the shortness of the crop as from
the extremely low price and the paraly-
gis of the machidery for moving the
crops of that country.” At ‘this périod
of the year the greater proportion of thé
Bombay crop is usually contricted for
up-country, and every effort 1§ being
made to hurry it down gs fast as possible
to Bombag, and ship it off against arri-
valisales made on this side, This year
the machinery of the trade is almost at a
standstill. Haxdly any  cotton is being
placed on this side ; few contracta are be-

THE ART OF FLATTERY,

1f flattery in to be grateful to” n sensi-
ble and truth-loving man or woman, it
musi clearly conform to several condi-
tions. As we have remarked, it must
not be too broad, wheolly setting at de-
fiance the bounds of truth, but must be
recognizable as an approximation to the
truth. Thus the compliment bestowed
should clearly poiut to a meritorious
quality baving an undisputed existence.
Further, it shonld never be forced on &
person in an obtrusive way. It should
he eouched in modest language, and not
bresik violently on our attention in bald
eulogistic epithets. And it should mot
be kept before out minds =0 as to arouse
a full an embarrassing consciousness of
the speaker's mesning, but mther ap-
pear as a transient element in a fugitive
conversation. Tt is always better to let
‘the praise be inferred from the language
tsed than''to declare it in direct terms.
In this way it will be' sppreciated by a
swift movement of the feeling, while
there will be no time for its arousing a
painful self-consciousness. Once more,
flattery is always more acceptable when
it se€ms to be the product of the moment,
and not the result of premeditation, for
in thiscase it has a. greater appearance
of reality. Or if the speaker distincily
intends to indieate a deliberate wish to
gratify, and to shiow ‘the exercise of fore-
thought, the praise should be tendered
with a eertain delicate skill s0 as to
assure the recipient of the giver's anxiety
to make the offering as groceful as pos-
sible. The indirect ways of fattery are
also worth attending to. One may flat-
ter a person by saying to his intimate
friend—{for instance, his wife—something
‘highly enlogistic, which it weuld be dif-
ficult to say to himself directly. An-
other and still more useful method is to
fiatter by action instead of words ; that
is, by \reating people as if they had a
certain ! kind! of merit of  excellence.
Thus we' may ‘studieusly; consult . the,
taste of & lady whose wethetie judgment
we wish to extol, or may enlist the co-
operafion ‘of » person in a benevolent
scheme, and' thus indirectly attribute to
him a genervus disposition. The advan-
tage of this lnst mode of fattering & that
it escapes the necessity of 'even ‘a slight
verbal untruthfulness.

CURING ENAKE BITES.

Beveral cases of snake-hite, in which
the value of Prof. Halfopd’s remedy, sub-
cutaneous injectionof dmmonia, has been
demonstrated, have, says the Melbourne
Argus, lately occurred in the colony.
At Seymour, on the 14th" of December,
a young man, twenly-six years of age,
named Dwyer, was bitten by a snake be-'
tween the thumb and the first finger of
the right hand, The wound was re-
ceived at nine o'clock, and no treatment
was applied until half past eleven, when
the patient was powerless and almost in-
sensible.
Ammonia was injected into his right
arm, when he revived at once. He suf-
fered a relapse, but the ammonia was
agnin successfully applied, and he ulti-
mately recovered. At Bungaree a youns
girl was bitten by a snake, and gradually
sank into a state of stupor. Two hours
and & half after she was bitten ammonia
was injected. Relief was immediately
obtained, and the girl rapidly recovered.
A third ea=e happened on the Acheron,
eleven miles from Alexandris, where a
little girl, two years of age, the daughter
of a farmer named Doak, was bitten by
a snake just abeve the ankle of the laft
foot. Symptoms of complete coma were
setting in when the ammonia injection
was used with magical effect. The child
sat upright and became quite lively. A
relapse occurring, a sccond injection was
made with ns great effect as before, and
the child from that time continued to
impreve until her recovery, Another
ense 14 mentioned of a4 native woman on
the Wirrega station, South Amnstralin,
whao was bitten by a snake on the ankle.
