I'alinor Wmggled for
and regained the control of affairs in his
own State. Events are now tranxpiring in
the South which show that the people there
are not to be perpiittvd. to elect .thqir owt)
officers oless they clu t the men the Grant
ring want elected.

Not quite a year ago the country was
first startled by the exploits of the enstom
house ring in New Orleans. The control
of party convention by rce, the employ-
ment of the United States troops and
Galling gunsas features of party discipline,
and the kidnapping and imprisonment of
members of the Suit Legislature on board
of I'nited States revenue cutters, as a
means of influencing legislation, were
novel achievements on the part of the New
Orleans custom house.

An attempt was made by the people of
Louisiana In the lute campaign to rescue
the State from the custom house control
under which it had been shamefully plun
dered and misgoverned. lVmis-rtit- . Lib
erals and supporters of Grant united on a
fusion ticket hearing the iiiuucs of some of
the most honored citincns. The custom
house put up another ticket headed by
Kellogg, a V. S. Senator. A very heavy
vote was polled and there was no allega
tion of fraud until it was known that the
official returns indicated the defeat of Kel-

logg. Then it was promised to derive au-

thority from the enforcement act to amend
the official returns am thus deprive the
people of their right to manage their own
affairs and elect their rwn offiirs. The
lawful Governor, Wuriuotli, has lieen
forcibly prevented from performing the
duties of his office, simply because he and
the lawful government of the State were
not friendly to the Kellogg carpet-bagger- s

and a negro. Ftuchtieck, held in his place
by Judge Dure! , Federal courts ami
Grant's Federal bayoueUi.

Then lik at Arkansas. There
mass meetings of the people,

ans and Democrats, proclaim that
the late ' Minstrel " triumph lias been
won by violating with brazen openness and
insolence both the State and Federal laws ;

that the registration wns fraudulent in the
first place and was arbitrarily abridged
afterwards ; that the partisan election off-

icers refused thousands of lawful votes all
over the State, and then falsified or de-
stroyed adverse returns'; that after fifty
thousand lawful voters were thus unlaw-
fully disfranchised. Brooks, the Lilral
candidate for Governor, had still a majori-
ty, and that hisopix.nent has been counted
in by the gnsisest official rjury. But as
the oompla'mauts in this case are not of the
Uadieal party, there is no United States
attorney, judge or marshal to take any
step whatever in their behalf. On the
contrary, instead of overthrowing the
State government which has thus cheated
the people, the power of the I'nited States

un tne scene only as menace to
those who propose to hold a State conven-
tion in Little Hock for the purpose of in-

augurating measures for legal redress.
So in Alabama the United States mar-

shals are used to give the organization of
the legislature to the Radical party by ar-
resting Opposition members on their way
to the State capital. And when, after this
resort fails, the legislature meets and or-
ganizes with a lawful quorum and is recog-nixe- d

by the Governor and legislators for a
time as such, fortified by all the require-
ment of law, his successor can, with im-

punity, ignore it and proceed to govern the
State through a mob assembled without
certificates of election, in a United States
court-room- , and under the protection of
United States officers.

It dues seem strange that there is no
Judge Irurell to count the votes of the
fifty thousand people who are disfranchised
by the loyal officials of Arkansas, and no
Judge Pure!! to assist the recognized leg
islature of Alabama in putting down the
attempts ol Gov. Lewis to legislate throuch
a mob which possesses neither certificates
ot elation nor a nuorum.

It i thus that the right of the people to
manage their own affairs slips from their
control. They will not be likely to regain
their lost rights except on the battle-field- .
