THE CENSUS.

the great work of taking the
ceInoss of the United States is to
commeuce to-day. This work is
to be performed by officers termed
assistant marshals, who are p.ro-
vided with all necessary blanks
for this purpos . Each of these
officials has as 1gned to him a
defluite district, which he is to
canvass with daily intelligence
and with entire thoroughness, till
he has completed it; and the as-
sistant ,nnrshals are directed to
report progress to the marshal reg-
ularly once a fortnight, failure
whereof will be deemed a suffi-
cient cause for removal.

Enumeration mnust be made by
actual inquiry at every dwelling-
house, or else by personal inquiry.
of the head of every family. The
process comprises sundry inqui-
ries, of which the public will be
instructed, so that all may be
prepared to answer intelligently,
accurately and without delay.

The whole work of the census
is to be comnpiased in five sch'edules.
Of these the first has the general
caption of Inhabitants.
This schedule includes, of course,

all individalds, all members of ev-
ery family, whether present or
absent. It comprises, in addition,
the occupants of all buildings not
regular dfelling-houses, such as
stores, eating-houses, shops, ho-
tels, poor-houses, garrisons, asy-
luns, jails, &c.

In connection with iudividuals
muse be personal description, in-
cluding age, color and sex; also,
property of all kinds, if over $100
in value; places of birth of every
person, degree of education, the
number of deaf and dumib, blind,.
insane, or idiotic.

Associated with names of indi-
viduals are to be returned their
occuipations, which are to be ac-
curately and properly designated.

Schedule second is the sched-
ule of Mlortality.

This will include-all deaths lav-
ing occurred during tll yeitr end-
ing June 1,1870--the name of
each deceased plerson, whether
*married or widower, character of
disease or accident causing' thl
death; and thle officers 'are direct-
ed to exercise all possible care in
reporting the names of diseases,
&c., and if any very peculiar mal-
ady or disaster in any locality
may have resulted fatally in inu-
mcrou& cases, the assistant mar-
shals are requested co make note
thereof.

Schedule third relates to Agri-
n ,lt etre.

Here. fa lsarte e..nnIerAted; and
nnder this title are included nur-
series, orchards, market-ga.doens,
so tar as owned by separate par-
ties, and if moren than three acres.
There wilt bo included amounits
of crops and their value, total
value of lir-e stock of every de-
scription, and the value of all ar-
tices manufactnred upln th flarin
not includedl in the above.

Schedule fourth is entitled Pro-
dcts of I.eTdustry, and includes all
manitctnrilg, meci anical, alnd
mining operations; also Ill coast,

lake, lnd river fisheries. It reachl
es down to o the smallst shop, that
produces 8500 annnally.

Under this schedulo are inclu-
left all sorts of mills, the charac-
ter and extent of their machinery',
and also of their production to-
gether with the character and
ahiounts of the material made "use
of. In connection ,with mining,

will he reported all niities or quar-
ries, machinery, horse, steam, and
water power, labor store groranrl

and under graiand, with products
and their value1.
Schedule fifth ineludes ocia Sta-

tistics. Thoe niattor comprised in
the four schedules above named
must be obtained by personal in-
quiry Iat each, farm, shop, &c.; but
the Social Statistics, on the other
hand, may be obtained, so far as

possible, from official documents,
from the published reports, or
manuscript records of schools, col-
leges, prisons, asylums, &c.; or by
corrlespondence, when Isuch droln-
Inents are not accessible, or not
existing.

The work of collecting statistics
ntder this schedulo may be per-
formed by special depaties ap-
pointed Ilr the marshal, in which

eases the regular assistant mar-
shal shall receive notice that they
are relieved from this part of the
service; otherwise the latter ofi-
cuibs attend to the work by Tpr-
sonal visitation, inquiry, or cor-
respondence, within their own
flelds respectively.

The First Cargo of Coolies,

The Bark Villo de St. Loo, from
Hong Kong arrived at our wharf
on Thursday after a passage of
107 days, having on board one
hundred and thirty-seven Coolies.
Thisisis the first lot of coolies who
have come direct from China to
Now Orleans but we ungderstand
that they will shortly be followed
by two hundred and twenty more,
per the ship Charles Augusto en
route to this city from Hong
Kotg. The arrivals by the St.
tLoo on Thursday were brought
over by the Arkansas Valley Im-
migration Co., and are to lie em-
pleoyed along the Arkansas River
in raising cotton. They are to,
receive as compensation for their
labor, eight dollars a month in
gold, and are to serve for three
years, their passage money from
China to this country, £13 per
head, being paid by the employ-
ers, tho latter also having furnish-
ed them with provisions for the
journey. The cargo of.the Charles
Auguste, it is intended to distrib-
ute among several sugar planters
onLafourche. These arrivals will
doubtless do much towards assist-
ing the settlement of the questionl
concerning the wisdom of import-
ing Chinese laborers and the ca-
pacity of the latter for laboring
in our cotton and cane fields as
the relative value of the China-
man to the negro as a laborer--
Certain it is that if they should
prove as satisfactory as their em-
lldyers anticipate we shall soon
have sufficient materian through
future shipments to fill np the gap
left by the loss of negroes who
have either died or bave given up
working in the feold for a precari-
ous and often dishonest living

about our cities. - r. . Price

The Moral of the New York Eleotion.

Several of our cotemporaries in
Now Orleans and elsewhere are
busying themselves in belittling
the late election in the State of
Now York. We think on the oth-
er hand that the Democracy there
have had a splendid triumph and
the'Republicans a stunning defeat
They have suffered a loss of sbme
seventy thousand votes. Exclud-
ing Now York city and Brooklyn,
the Democrats carried the State
by nearly 20,000 nutjority.
