Nrew York, August 28.—The efforts
of severnl papers in the last few days
to show thar Stanley’s discovery of
Livingstone is a pretense are  the
general topics of conversation, and the

opinlon rapidly - increases that the
whole affuir is a hoax. Important
revelations concerning this matter are
promized in a day or two by several
persona who know Stanley, and were
familiar with his plan at the time of
the expedition to Abyssinia and previ-
ous to his departure for Zanzibar.
Several scientifle gentletnen discussed
the sulject lnst evening, and their opin-
ion was unanimous that Stanley’s-
story is fulse. Compa visons of Livings
ton’a letter to Bennett with the pri-
vato legters of Stanley show n wonder-
ful similarity of hand-writing, an
several experts pronounce them iden-
tieal. Dizerepancies pointed  ont by
the World and the Sun are to be followed
by others. The letter to Livinoscon’s
brother in Canada has been se.t for,
and pages from [ will be compared
with the private letters known to be
from Stanley™ hnnd, A private letter
from o member of the Royal Geogra-
phieal Society of London says corrobo-
rating proofs are daily incressing that
Stanley wentto Afrien as far as Ungn-
yemba, wihen ho learnéd of Livings-
tone'sdeath, and obtained his diary and
soveral othor articles holonging to him.
Knowing it to be o great feat to find
Livingstone alive ho coneluded to
makoe ap astory and fabricate lottors to
corroborate his own statements.  His
denunciation of Delirk is considered
part of the plan to break the force of
the letters.  The exposure of Stanley’s
frauds and remarks abont tl e slnve
trade nre intended to divert attention.
Tho letters say the Eunglish savans are
nearley unanimous in regarvding Stan-
ley'satory with distrust, and beficve
that he hns imposed upon the Herald
and through it upon the whole world.

In a short pamaphlet of twenty-four
pages Dr. Despine trests of a matter
observed by all who read the newspa-
pers—wo mean the fact that erimes,
particularly those of a graver descrip-
tion, generally ocour In epidemilcs. To
prove this point, Dr. Desepine, In the
first division of his paper, records n
large number of murders, suicides, rob-
berles, &c. ; an these it {2 not necessary
todweil, but we shall pass on to his
"recond dhrlalon—-tho Inw  which regu-
lates moral contagion. The following
is what is said oo this matter: Moral
contagion, being a natural phenome-
non, is consequently one or the laws tc.-
swhich €led had subject all creat
things. ‘Wo succeed “in the discovery

of this law by analyzing moral facts
and by studying the circumstanees in
which they occur, In the sama manner
as we suceeced in discovering the laws

| which preside over the phenomens of

the physical and organic worlds, by
studying perseveringly the facts apper-
talning thereto as well as the conditions
in which they are produced. Now, the
conclusion to be drawn from the facta
which we hiave relatel is foreibly this,
which will ropresent the law  that has
directed the commission of these acts:
Every manifestation of the inatinets of
mind, of the sentimenta and  passions
in individuals who are capable of feel-
ing them in n tertaln intensity. This
law explains how a coertain act Infects
some and not others, COae could not
better compare man’s moral nature
than to a sounding board (fable ' lar-
wwrte.y  The sounding of one note cau-
sed vibrations in. the snmo note in all
the boards, which, being susceptible
of emitting it, are inQuenced by the
sound emittedd, In the same way, the
muaeifestation of n sentiment, of a  pas-
slon, excites tho same  instinetive  ele-
ment in every Individual sosceptible,
by his moral constitution, of feellng
more or loss aculely thls same inatinet-
tve element.—Jowrae! of Menta?
