It is aaid that the earth got between
the sun and tho woon, and that that
causod the eclipse. The Parish Coro-
net told us he conld seo the moon dur-
ing the eclipse, and several people
were certain they could see stars. But,
the most learned observers we have
found are the young gentlemen who
Amoke cigarettes on the back streets
and ¢all thelr fathers “the old man.”
‘What they do not know, cannot be ex-
plained.

Discarding all these reports, so wide
apart are they, we shall accept oar
own, since that, we believe, is reliable.
[t was calenlated that the eclipse would
begin at New Orlcans at 51 minutes
after 3 o'cloek, It began here, necord-

lng to our obscrvation, exactly § min-
utes sooner. A light cloud was pass-
ing over the sumat the time, but a
small obscured spot on the sun’s limb
wasz  perceptible, The little clond
passed off, and in two minutes, the be-
ginning of the celipse was plainly to
he seen. Fortunately, the sky was
clear, although the horizon in overy
dircetion wns packed wHh heavy
clouds. The moon, now new, {as it al.
ways i3 in solar eclipees,) salled
stealthily along between the sun and
earth, and the limb of the sun became
mote and more obscured. At 25 min-
utes after 4 o’clock, the sun appearved
as o well-defined crescent, the horns of
which were pointing downward and
towards the place of rising. Rapidiy,
then, the son’s dise became obscurod,
and at 4:40 there was but & small
bright crescent left. Three minutes
later, this bright erescont shifted tothe
top of the sun, the ends, or horns, be-
coming blunt. The sun-light was now
dim, like twilight. The cocks crew
ance, twlee and  thrice, and the
chickens, guinens and other fowls
sought their roosts. The little boys
and girls who fill théir mammas' bas-
kets with frosh oggs, know all the old
hens by name, and lake core of the
little chicks, were tickled to death to
see the chickons golug to roost. But,
there was still good light, and lamps
were not needed,

At 4:46, the sun’s bright cresent

|again shifted and to the south, and the

eclipse, only partial here, began to
pass off, ending we do not knaw when,
as ogr interest in it ceased when the
nearxest approach to totality was over.
The differeneo in the tempernture of
the atmosphere might have been felt,
and certainly was, from the reporis we
have received, but the thermometer
failed to record it. In one hour the
change was only one degree, and this
happens evory day.
