In about
a month the same Chinaman would ap¬
pear as a shipper of from three to ten
tons of fish. lie had associated himself
with four or five others; they had secured
n second-hand boat and gone to work.
In n few months he was not only a ship¬
per, but an importer, receiving large lots
of rice, sugar, dried fowls, and other
articles of Chinese food, as well as cloth¬
ing-
The fact that the King of Burmah pos¬

sessed valuable mines of precious stones
was generally known in the East, where
their value was popularly supposed to bo
enormous. It has heen the custom of the
Burmese sovereigns to jealously guard
these mines from the intrusion of for¬
eigners, only three European travelers
having been permitted to visit them with-,
in the presentt century. It is hardly won¬

derful, therefore, if extravagant notions
should prevail in many quarters as to tho
value of the mines, and to the wealth
which they may he cap.iblc of yielding
to their new masters. According to Dr.
Oldhnm, the ruby mines of Burmah,which
lio about seventy miles northeast of Man-
dalay, have for the last generation, prob¬
ably produced n revenue of not more than
from f:50,000 to $75,000 a year. Tho
rubies are generally small, hut occasion-
nlly tine sapphires are found. The topaz
is still more rarely met with. The mines
have always belonged to the sovereign of
the country, and their produce was sup¬
posed to he invariably sent to the royal
treasury. There has, however, been con¬
stant smuggling going on by the work¬
men engaged, and Chinese nnd Tartar
traveling merchants arc always to bo
found in tho neighborhood of the mines,
ready to buy up the rough stones without
asking any questions.

In hunting for their pray the eagle nnd

Should, however, one of them die
or he killed, the survivor is not long left
in it state of widowhood, hut vanishes
from the spot for a ^few dnys and then
returns with a new mate. It is a rather
remarkable fact that whereas the vultures
feed their young by disgorging the food
which they have taken into their crops,
the eagles carry their prey to their nests
nnd there tear it to pieces and feed the
eaglets with the morsels. When in pur¬
suit of its prey it is a most audacious
bird, having been seen to carry off a hnrc
from before the noses of the hounds.
