The blow-gun  of Bouth America is
gometimes as much ns twelve feet long
and rarely less than six feot, tho latter
longth heing for the uso of boys. The
larger sizes are necessarily heayy in or-
der to prevent deflection and uont
innccuracy of alm, and it takes n strong
man to use ono effectunlly without a
rest. Indeed, the most efficlent posi-
tion of n hunter who is after birds, and
the like, is ot the foot of the tree where
his game i3 perched, Btanding there he
may silently bag an cotire flock one by
one, without eansing an alarm,  Among
the Sputh American tribes thero arve
famous Znrabatana makers, just ns we
bave our noted gunsmiths,  Tho recog-
nized method of construction is to select
tywo straight-grained pieces of light wood,
usually the chorita palm, and after they
are well eensoned, scrape them down till
two surfaces are absolutely true and flat,
and fit without a fluw when Inid together.
To do this with o carpenter's bench and
a joelk-plane tukes a good mechnnic,
What' then must he the patience and
skill of an Indinn who can do it equally
well with the rudest appliancest  The
next operntion iz still more delieate. A
ball-round groove must be made in ench
of the flat foces trom end to end. Tor
this the Indian artisan uses nature’s tools
in the shape of the incisor teeth of the
paca or the cutin, two rat-like avinnls
thut abound in the woods, O course
ench groove must be exactly half round
or the bore of the completed zarnbatann
willnot b true. A final finish and pel-
ish is given by sprinkling fine sand in

The arrows are about ten or twelve
inches long, made from the atems of pulm
lenves dried, sharpened and notehed af
one end, so a3 to break off in the wonund,

At the other end is a conical ball or
wid of fibers from the silkk cotton tres,
(Briodendron BSamauma) of a size to
closely fit the base of the Llow-gun, that
is about half an inch in dinmeter, sn that
it lbaves the muzzle with a gentle pop,
like a corle from a bottle.

With such an outfit an experk native
will bring down gamo at an extreme
runge of nhout 180 feet, but it is the
poison that does it, not the force of the
missile,

The Bornean blow-gun 15 made from
a solid stick of ironwood about an inch
ond n half in dinmeter, The Dyaks are
skillful metal workers, ond make their
own tools, g0 they ave able to hore the
required hole with o long sharpened rod
of iron. 'The sumpitan is shorter than
its American cousin, rarely more than
seven feet long, but it is o more formid-
able wenpon for large game, being pro-
vided with un effective spear head. The
arrows are miade of baumboo  splints
sharpened, aud with n spiral score at the
end tohold the poison. Instead of a
sillen wad, a conical bit of pitch isstuck
upon the feather end of the shaft,
Arrows und wads are carried separately,
sud the wads are affixed only when
wonted,  The extreme ravge of the
sumpitan is given at 150 fect, rather less
than that of the S8outh American weapon.

~ The Dyak artisan, by the way, in finish-

ing his work, uses for sand-paper the
dried leaves of the Daun Arnplns, a tree
of tha Malay Peninsuls; which has a
gritly under surfuce and gives.a mood
polish,

Bo much for the. wenpons,  Now for
the wonderful poison, urari, of America;
dynksch, of Borneo.

Among the Xeberos and the Ticunns
of the Upper Amunzon, as among  the
Dyaks of the Bornean jungles, tho se-
oret of its manufacture is preserved., In
both lands nicotine and sttychnine ave
nmong the ingredients, and that is about
all that chemistry has thus far been nhlo

«to learn. Its certain antidote is salt, ono
of sugar being also one, but of less po-
tency. Ttsinstanteffect, hypodermically
injested ns with a blow-gun - arrow, is to
paralyze the voluntary muscles, while
breathing and the action of the lheart
continue, Tn small enimals death quickly
follows a slight wound. Man and the
Inrger anjmals may recover, tnless. the
amount of injected poison is considera-
ble. A victim's life may gencrally e
saved by keepiug the mouth, orin case
of birds, the bill, filled with _salt or
Bugmr until the effect passss, and these
are the nntidotes used in both theso
widely separated lands.— Courier Jouy-'
nal,

Carpet-Weaving In India.

Thoe fig-
ures, excopt when they are geometrical,
are apt to be rudely drawn.

It is matter of surprise to learn that
work so artistic 48 the wenving of the
wonderful fabries which cunnot bo
cqualed in our mills, is every part dono
on thp rudest of looms and by little hoys
of less than twelve years of nge. Mrs,
Kinyg desoribes the work as she saw it
dons in ono of tho bill towns near the

# large, deserted-lookivg eigiustse full
of rubbish leaps, and having o deop
colonunde of mud bricks running all
round.

**The carpets are most beautiful in
color and design; all intended for the
London market.

A Remnrkable Dipmonil.

A large diamond was recently found
in the De Beers Consolidated Mines at
Kimberly, Bouth Africa, by a native,
says tho Jewelers' Weekly., It was in two
picces, one weighing 104 carats and tho
other 25} carnts. The remarkable feat-
ure of the stone is its shape, a3, with the
two picces joined, it measares two and
half inches loug, one inch broad and
three-quarters of an inch thick.

It is erystalized more in the form of
ordinary quartz, except that, instead of
being hexagonal, it is of the prismatic
form, having only thres sides. At one
end—tho base—it has a flat cleavage
plane on tho slant, and thore is no doubt
that, to mnke it a perfect cryatal, thore
is nnother piece about three-quartera of
an inch long that should be added to it,
nnd which may yot be found iu the sort-
ing.

At the other end, or-top, it comes to
n blunt point, nnd it is this pieco that
was broken off. It is of a light brown
color. To anyone not thoroughly ac-
quainted with rough diemonds it would
appear a picce of ' brown quarkz, ns the
clauved or broken end paturally forms
the base of the quartz formation, as if
it had grown on therocks, The coating
is mors like that of the river dinwonts,
It is valued at 810,000, .
