A WARSHIP'S STORES.
IMtO'MSIONS OAKRIED BY AN

AMERICAN ÜHUlsEit

A "Voar's Supplies for 200 Men-Daily
Issuance oi Kntlons.The Ofu-

cers' Allowance.A Ward¬
room Mesa.

Tolling how tho United States cruisor
Concord was supplied with storos at the
Brooklyn Navy Yard, tho Now York
2'imet says.
The Coucord carries about 190 men.

The following is one year's allowance
for 200 men, with tho day poriods for is¬
suing. Thcso tiguros nrc ton rations in
excess ot what tho Coucord is eutitlcd to
for ouo year. Multiplying thoso figures
by threo will givo very nearly tho quan¬
tities of the Concord's allowance for tho
full cruise. Tho tiguros for one year
are:

Biscuit, C3.ST5 pounds,rations issued dally:biscuit (wit a tlour), 30,400 pounds, issued
four times a woek; eornmenl, 10,400 pouuds,issued woekly; oatmeal, 10,400 pounds,issued
weekly; ryo flour or homiuy (either), 10,403
pounds, issued weekly; wheat flour, 10,400
pounds, issusd twic- a wook; salt pork, 20,-
800 pounds, issuod twice a week; beans, 1300
Ballons, issued twico a week; peas, 050 gal¬
lons, issuod woekly: salt b-jef, 10,409 pouuds,issuod weekly; rice, 5200 pounds, issued
weukly; driol fruit, 2600 pounds, issued twice
a week; butter, 3JO0 pouuds, issued throe
times a wook; tomato 's, 3930 pounds, issued
wookly; ennuod moat, 15,000 pounds, issuod
twies a week; ham or bacon (either), 7800
pouuds, issuod woekly; snusago or salt Ush
(either), 7800 pouuds, issued wookly; coffee,5200 pouuds, issuod tour times a week, tea,
0(5 pounds, or cocoa, 3.101 pouuds, to bo Is¬
sued three times a weak; sugar, 18,250
pounds, issuod daily; pie'dus, 5200 pouuds,
issued tnricj a wook; molasses, 050 gallon-,
issued weakly; vinegar. U5J gallon!, issuod
weekly; canned vogatables, 7SJJ pounds, is¬
sued t > ice a wook

Under the head of canned vegetables
nrc comprised all canned goods, with tho
oue exception of uspnragus. Tho navy
ration is rated nt thirty cents per day.
It can readily be seen how contractors
can furnish tons upon ton: of stores and
figure a profit out of a few cents on each
ration, which in the end foots up hand¬
somely.
The officers aboar 1 tho war ships tako

iu lieu of tho ship's ration the allowance
of thirty cents a day and mess them¬
selves. A wardroom mess comprising
tweuty officers is able to livo well at a
cost of from 630 to $35 per officer per
month. Each officer's mess is allowed a
cook aud a steward and about two ward¬
room boys to every live officers. The
servants of a mess turn in their ration
money to tho me3s and are fed by the
officers.
Tho couunnnding officer of a vessel

lives by himself, lie is allowed a cook,
steward and boy. He feeds himself,
the three servants messing out of his
stores nnd turning over to him their
ration money. If a ship is a flagship,
and consequently carries an Admiral,
this officer also has his three scrvauts.
Very ofton the Admiral aud Captaiu of
tho vessel mess together. Tho Admir¬
al's stall usually messes in the ward¬
room. In addition, there is a junior
officer's mess, made up of all officers
below tho rank of Licuteunut (junior
gradol.
Then there is the warrant officers'

mess, made uo of the boatswain, guauer,
and sailmnkor. This last moss has the
allowance of a cook and waiter. Below
the warrant officera' mcs9 conies the chief
petty officers' mess, the baud mess, the
messes of the'manne guard, and tho gun
messes of the crew. It is customary
a the dillcrent messes for every man to
put into a mess fund at least $1 per
month. Iu a mess of a dozen men this
mess fund allows of an occasional extra
bag of potatoes or box of fruit when in
port. Thou again each mess is allowed
to stop ono ration for every four men and
draw the money for the mess fund.

This commutation of rations is not a

right the men can claim, but it may be
authorized by written orders from the
commanding officer to the Paymaster of
tho ship. The commutation is allowed
for the sole purpose of affording a means
? 1 adding to and increasing tho varioty
of tho food provided by the Govern¬
ment.
The allowance of stores for the Con¬

cord is about one-half that allowed the
cruiser Chicago, and about oue-thiid of
what tho big armored cruiser New York
will carry when in commission. Tho ra¬
tions schedule allowed the Uuited States
Navy to-day is dceaied one of the splen¬
did features of the service. The days of
"salt horse," "hard tack," and bad
wator are days of the past. On all the
new ships the water is condcased on
board. Only n small reserve supply is
carried in tanks. Since the present ra¬
tion schedule was authorized there ha3
been no difficulty experienced in enlist¬
ing men. The real trouble is that the
limit fixed by law is too small to accom¬
modate all the seamen nnxious to enlist,
itecruiting officers declare that if the
law permitted it, 20,000 men could be
as readily enlisted for the navy as arc the
8250 men now allowed.

In the matter of rations the bluejacketfares much better thau the Uuited States
soldier. Despite the efforts inado to in¬
crease tho army ration it still remains
valued at about twelve cents per day.
The prcsont navy ration was authorized
in the Revenue Marino Service duringthe present year. Itcports from various
vessels of tho service declare that it is
making the crews far more contented nnd
satisfied than formerly.
The purchase of rations lor the navy is

controlod by the Paymaster-General,
acting under tho orders of the Secretaryof the Navy. The central buying pointin New York is situated in the Stewart
Building. Tho supplies for tho Brooklyn
Navy Yard are mostly furnished by NewYork firms. Contracts nro let on bids,the periods for which supplies are to be
furnished being specified in tho con¬
tract.

All food stores are subjected to a rigidscrutiny, and under tho system of inspec¬tion in vogue it is not an easy matter for
spoiled or injured food to get aboard
ship. Tho storerooms ia the vessels arc
carefully constructed, and overy pre¬caution is taken to keep supplies in first-
class condition throughout the duration
of a cruise.

Making Harp*.
This silvor-throatod instrument, for

many centuries the rural one, nud which
has come down to us practically in the
same shape which the ancient Goths had
given to tho.r harps as their warriors
swept down upon tho domains of the
Roman eagle, has of late attain bocomo
the fashion, and tho demand for it is in¬
creasing day by day. As to its sonor-
ousucss there is no doubt, but there nro
two difficulties iu tho way of its popular
success, viz. The great expense and the
difficulty of playing it. A fine harp
made from an artistic drawing and with
protty cnrvlags, having six octavos of
compass and pedals as well, will cost
from §800 to $1000.hence is as o.vpoti-
sivc as a piano. But then it is really a
work of art. Tho column handsomely
carved und gilt, bent so that the strings
.all drawing the same way.will uot
make it deviate, is alone a job. The
great difficulty, though, in the correct
building of' a harp is the connection ol
tho pedals with the respective strings in
each octavo, loweriug or heightening the
tone. Tho nock of tho harp, too, is re¬

quired to bo of extraordinary strength.
Hence it is mado up of tea layers ol
wood, each of ditlcrunt grain und all
gluod together. Some harps have beon
made hero in Chicago during the last
few years which are considered the
acme of perfection nnd elegance by
competent judges.

Around the Wurld.
There are olevcu hundrad steamers

traversing the four great ocean routes.
The first is that across the Atlantic, an¬
other by Suez to India, China and Aus¬
tralia. To go around the world that
way takes eighty to ninety days uud
covers twenty-three thousand miles. Tho
passage money is $1000, nnd 'the trav¬
eler who wishes to go in comfort uud
ease should havo another §1000 with
him. Another sea route described is
thnt by which you start from San Fran¬
cisco and sail around the American con¬
tinent to New York. The journey is
sixtee i thousand five hundred miles
long, it takes one hundred days to cover
it, and the faro isubout the same as that
around the world. To go around tho
Cape of Good Hope to Australia and
back around Capo Horn is about twenty-
live thousand one hundred and llfty miles
and can be covered in eighty-one days.

A unique method of avoiding contag¬

ion from the handling of books is in use
in the Public Library of Chicago. By
an arrangement with the Board of
Health every caso of contagious disease
occurring in the city is immediately re-

ported to the librarian, nnd if it happens
thnt any books from the library arc in
tho possession of the affiictcd family
messengers from tho library are at once
sent for them. Tho books arc tuen
thoroughly fumigated, and, in cases of
smallpox, dcstioyed..Boston Transcript.

TOItNIPS FOIl FEEDING.
Turnips, as all other roots used for

feeding, contaiu more water than anyother kind of cattle feed. Tho propor-tion of water varies from eighty-sovou
to ninety-one percent., and ou this ac¬
count thoy aro wholly digcstiblo and as¬
sist in tho digostion of dry food. Hut if
the roots aro cooked tho proportion of
water is increased and tho feuding value
is somewhat diminished. Thoro is no
necessity for tho cooking,us the completodigestibility of them makes thorn suf¬
ficiently nutritious and healthful in their
natural couditiou..New Vork Timts.

LEAVES IN F011K8T3.
To go into forests and remove tho

fallen leaves for beddiug for stock, or to
rot down for manure, is ofton ndvisod,
hut it is tho surest way to muko tho trees
unthrifty if not to destroy thorn. Whore
the trees oro close enough to keep the
wind from blowing tliiough them fnllon
leaves cover tho <;rouud protty oveuly.The roots of trees thus annually mulched
come near the surface, hut tho coveringof leaves protects them from frceziug.The leaves are of themselves worth so
little to rot down as manuro that it doos
not pay to gather them except when bed-
ding is scarce..Boston Cultivator.

PUT IMPLEMENTS UKUKll COVKK.
As the timo for winter woathor ap¬

proaches, plows, harrows, aud all other
implements usud in summer should he
put under shultor. A tool-house, easy
of access,and with only an earthen iloor,
for storing reapers, mowers, drills and
harvesting machinery,more than pays its
cost. Wheeled implements aro best
with the wheels resting on earth. Ou a

plank Iloor they will dry out during the
winter so that their tires will bo loose in
spring. The building should bo high
enough lo hnng up n part of tho imple¬
ments, or have a scaffold Iloor over part
of it for tho purpose of storing them..

ENSILAGE FOR HOUSES.

Docs ensilage disagree with horses?
There is so much conflicting testimony
on this point, that it is high time some
of tho experiment stations should take
the mnttcr in hand, either to determine
by experiment what its effect will be, or
to accumulate all the evidence that is to
be obtained. Kor our part wo can not
see how it is possiblo for ensilage, prop¬
erly made, to iujuro horses. We can soo
how green corn cnsilngo sour and imma¬
ture nmv create gas in the horse's bowels,
and thus give him thnt colic that ho is
always 'object to under tho slightest
provocation. ..but if the corn is cut whoa
sufficiently matured to make what is
known as sweet ensi'i.ltrc, wo can not seo
how it cuu injure cither ttio hoi v.: or the
mare iu fall..American Dairyman.

OVEUOUOWN HOOFS.
When horses or cattle aro long con¬

fined in stables or small yards, whero
but little cxerciso is permitted, the hoofs
grow to such length that tho poor brutes
become lame aud crippled. In freedom,
nature keeps these parts of animals
rasped down by exercise, indicating just
what should bo done when excessive
overgrowth of hoofs occur. Vicious bulls
often become crippled by overgrown
claws from close confinement. In bind¬
ing animals to have the hoofs pared, too
much care cauuot be taken iu making
them doubly secure, for if once released
by struggling it will be diflictilt to firmly
secure them. To tho strong overpower¬
ing hnnd of mnn all animal reudily sub¬
mit, but to the vacillating seldom.
Many unsafe and vicious animals arc the
result of lack of firm but kind manage¬
ment..American Agriculturist.

HO.UA3IIVINE HOHER.

Mnny thousands of fnrmere and
gnrdeuers have been seeking for years
to find something that will effectually
prevent tho attacks of the squashvino
borer,and without finding it. Tho lino
of search has always been.and very
properly too.in the diroction of
preventives, for it is very difficult to
discover the borers until tho vines wilt,
this indicating their presence, but the
warning comes too Into to save the vines.
As the little moths look so much like
trnnsparcnt-winged wasps that fow per¬
sons except entomologists would recog¬
nize them, even if ever so abundant;
consequently, practical remedies must
take the form of some offensive sub¬
stance that will repel the moths and
prcveutthc females depositing their eggs
on the vines. Tho best thing we have
found for this is coal tnr, either mixetl
with plaster or ashes and worked over
until the mixture is brittle enough to bo
freely scattered about the hill and close
to the stem of the youni: vines. The
application must be made early in the
season or as soon as the vines have maüe
a growth of one or two feet, aud then
renewed often enough to preserve the
fumes of the tnr about the hill. Other
offensive odors may repel or drive away
the moths as well ns those ol tnr, but we
have not found any quite as effectual..

A MATTKIt OK MOD.
After a heavy rain when carriage roads

are covered with two or three inches
(more or less) of partly liquid mud, a
buggy may be driven for milc3 with such
care a3 to receive very little of it exceptwhat adheres to tho rims ot the wheels.
Or a mud pool extending the whole
breath of the road may have to Je passedsnd would spoil the new varnish of the
vehicle unless the driver has learned bytrial how fast ho must drivo for the
occasion. "We havo seen careful driving
over a certain road with scarcely any de¬
facement, and again heedless driving
over the same line with formidable
datnago. If the horse is driven on a
walk or about threo miles an hour the
mud will adhero to tho rim of tho wheels
and|be carried up by them as they revolve.
Its weight will cause it to drop ou the
spoken and hub, and these in a short
time will bo covered with it in one ad¬
hering mass. But drive u little faster,
on a slow or moderate trot, four and a
hair or five miles an hour, und then tho
mud which is curried up on tho rim of
the wheels will not drop, forthcincrcused
circular motion now given to them will
impart enough ccntrilugal force to hold
mud to the wheel. The rim is tho only
part that will be muddy. The spokes and
hub will bo clear. Tho writer has suc¬

cessfully practiced this courso moro than
fifty ycar«. lint if tho horeo is driven

six or seven miles nn hour this Increased
velocity willsoad tho luud.olT and nil parts
cf tho vehiclo will receive a copious
plastering. At a spcod of eight or uino
miles it will bo shot as high an tho top of
tho cover and the driver will bo liable
to reccivo a liberal share..Vonntr'
Gtntltman.

POOLTIir HOUSE CI.EANINU.
Ooforo goiug into tho winter quarters

tho chickoos should all bo turned out of
the poultry houso und a thorough clean -

iug and renovating of tho placo should
be attempted. It is lu tho winter tune
that eggs bring thoir high prices, nud
tho fowls that can be induced to lay
heavily thon will bo moro than profitable.
They can only do this, howove-, where
clenu, sanitary poultry houses uro fitted
up for thoir comfort. Fall doming of
tho houso is moro essential dum tho
spring, for tho tilth aud dirt that nru
loft in tho houso iu thu winter must bo
shut up iu tight places so that it will
teud to breed disease. Worms, maggots
nnd lico will thrivo iu this tilth, which
is kept warmer than tho outsido air.
Thoy will soon swarm about tto Inlorio"
in great numbers, and uaturnlly worry
tho lifo out of tho chickons. In addi¬
tion to this, tho chickons will havo to
breathe thu foul air that ouinantcs from
tho gases of tho filth. This alono is
sufficient to cause sickness and death.
A thorough renovation of tho houso,

outsido aud inside, should bo made.
Everything should be taken out, and tho
roof, ceiling, sides and floor should bo
swept aud then washed and scrubbed.
There is nothing liko thorough scrubbingwith sonp nnd wntor to mnko tho boards
clean and healthful. Thou lot thu placo
bo aired for a day, aud, meanwhile, wash
and scrub tho toed boxes,tho nest boxes,
the roosting sticks nnd ovorything that
was taken out. Aller this go into thu
houso again and whitewash all of tho
wood work. Do not ho afraid of tho
whitewash, but throw it on thickly, es¬

pecially in tho cracks aud holes where
lico and insects may be lodging. In fact
all of tho woodwork is thui washed ox-
cept tho roostiug-pales, which .nro
scrubbed with boiling water aud then
treated with kerosene oil. Those should
be drenched with oil afterward about
once a mouth, and then no disease can

very well attack tho chickons. Tho rod
mites ntu often very troublesome in tho
winter, but this treatment rvill keep thorn
away. Tho houso outside should bo in¬
spected carefully,and every crack through
which snow or wind couhl conic in must
bo slopped up. Havo no wind draughts
blowing on the chickons, but havo good
ventilation. If such housocloauhig is
given every fnll one may depend upon it
that he will havo moro cgirs und hcalthior
fowls iu tho winter..Iniiana Farmer.

EAllM ANI> OAKDUN NOTES.

After tho holidays aro woll over tho
market for incubator chickons begins.

Fallen hogs curly buforo tho severe
weather makes thorn eat a third more.

The yolk is absorbed by tho chick
bofore coming from tho shell, so that
warmth and sleep are just what are

needed most for the tirst twcnty-foui
hours. '

Clean wheat or ryo straw is a good
material in which tb pack (trussed poul¬
try. It is important wruYYtaaMpd poul¬
try to have nil of tho animal hunt cooled'
out bufore packing to ship.

Iu ease of a tenant farmer who pur¬
chased fodder and grain and foil it on
thu farm, it was held that thu manure
made in consequence belonged to thu
tenant, who was at liberty to remove it
from the farm.
A horse whoso legs nro too long is weak

and apt to hnvo strains aud spavins. A
horse whoso legs nro too short is a slow
animal and liable to disease of the lungs.
See to it that your horso has logs that uro
thu right lungth. Breed for that.
Ducks arc growing in popularity

among our farmers, somo keeping fewer
chickens nnd increasing tho number of
ducks. Hightly managed tho duck is a
wonderful fowl, ouo that makes for thu
farmer a good dual more than ho feeds
it.

Thero is a great deal of courago as woll
us good judgement needed to prune and
thin out trees at the proper timo so that
they will have room to grow systemat¬
ically nnd not interfere with tho light and
air where needed, and may not intercept
somo beautiful viuw.
Thu milk tcstnr is tho hot detective on

earth for picking out the poor cows; foui
per cent, of butter fat should be tho min¬
imum, nnd the cow whoso milk docs uot
reach this point has missed hor calling
and is unworthy of a place in the ad¬
vanced dairyman's herd.
Some crops.all grains for instanco,

nnd hay also.yield an income only at
certain seasons; but a good dairy cow in
milk turns cash into thu farmer's treasury
every day, and indeed twice u day until
she goes dry. And with proper care
she need not go dry very long.

Careful, intelligent aud judicious treat¬
ment of nil thu dairy animals in tho
country for oue duendo would go far
towards liquidating the national debt.
If ouo doubts it let him increase tho
valuu of all such animals in tho United
Stutcs by only thron dollars each, und
sec what it wo; id coma to I

It isn't new varieties of stock on tho
farm that are needed half ns much us a
now variety of attention to stock wants,
in order to get a profit from them. Cat¬
tle are kept primarily for profit. Oae
caa make them pets and playthings in t

measure, but profit must be tho ultimate
purpose with the man who needs profits.

A. I. Root, in a pnvnto talk, once
raised tho question of using excluder
/.im: between the top bars. Now that
thick top bars seem to bo taking tho
place of honey boards, und yet queen ox-
cludcrs are used for extracting honey,
might it not be s good plan to com¬
bine in somo way top bars and exclud¬
ers.

Roots nnd clover hay arc a combination
that givo excellent results us food for
cows, and contain ninny elements, especi¬
ally mineral matter, that aro in but small
proportion in grains, though root!
abound moro largely in starch. Clovci
is rich in uitroges and mineral matter,
while the succulent roots promote diges¬
tion.
Feed your striw systematically iu con¬

nection with liniccd meal or cotton seed
meal to balance/the ration, and you will
bo surprised toscu what a saving ot hay
will bo effected and how much tho ex¬

pense of winter feeding will boreducod.
Tho ont straw, Especially, is of sufllciont
valuo to, warrar.t putting It under covor
nnd feeding It in tho maagors instoad of
turuii.'ic tho crttlo onto tho stack.

army with him." All this agrees wichtho history of that time, hows and
arrows being then In use. Tho battlo
of Floddon Kield was fought Sept. 9,1513, and Henry Jouklns was tlion a
boy between 10 and 12 years of age,died Deo. 0, 1000, so that ho must
have lived at least 109 years, sixteen
year longer than old 1'arr, who was
born in .Shropshire in 1483, and died
in 1035. If this account of the agoof Jenkins Is reliable, bo lived longerthan any other man In the known
world, except Met huselah, concerningwhoso age tbero has bcou much dis¬
pute.
