special session of Cougress, *which
will begin August 7, is called for tl'io
specific purpose of floating with tho
finnuoiul question, it is apparent that
tho executive apprehends that it inkyuudortako other work, for within a
short timo tho various departmentsof the Government will begin the
preparation of tho annual estimates.
With complete equipment of commit-
teoB. 'there is no reason why those
charged with the construction of tho
appropriation bills should not tube
some steps in tlyur work, while tho
fiuaucial commirtoes are dealing with
the subjects that have caused tho
special session. It may tut a part of
tho program that tho appropriationbills shall be gottou out of tho Wayboforo the financial bills aro taken
up, so that there-may bo no subjectsof importance to divert attention
from these important measures. At
any rate tho estimates will bo hur¬
ried along so that Congress may bo
prepared to deal with tho appropria¬tion bills, if it sees fit, soon after tho
session begins and the committees
uro Appointed.Although tho fiscal year has expir¬ed, it will not be, possible for tho
heads of the various departments to
submit their annual ropbrs to Con¬
gress at the beginning of the specialsession.
