In other words, women hold over
twenty-four per cent. of the National
bauk ehares issuad, and those shares
represent a oapital peroontage of over
eighteen.

Women show up almost equally well
in the otlier banking institntions of
tho country., ‘The total number of
flhigso establishments last year was
3211, with an estimated share value of
8307,151,716, The percontage of this
capital held by women ia 12,4, which
is divided among 23,146 individuuls,

Unfortunatoly the Governmont ve-
port does nob olnssify these women,
It Uoes not tell how mauy are married
anid how many are single, nor does it
furnish the addresses of those in the
Intter elnss, 'Pho great ‘aud glorious
fact that thoro are niany women iu the
land with n good aupply of moanoy is,
however, maile clear, nud the onter-
prige of the fortune finoter wust do
