While in New York she went to
u tne«lium. Thtrre ws6 no appoint¬
ment «beforehand, and there was no
way by which the psychic could
know who she «yea. Taking her
turn, she sat down by the medium,
who went into a trance antl began
to speak. Immediately the girl'slover claimed to be prei»ent. He
told her a number of things which
only they two had ever known. He
recalled circumstances connected
with their acquaintance abroad.
"Now. it so happened that this

young lady's i father was an Englishofficer in the war in South Africa.
Among other things which the
young man told was this: 'I an» gladthat I have been able to save yourfather's life once or twice duringthe past summer.'

\iw comes the strange coinci-
dence, if coincidence only it be. The
father writes home from South Af¬
rica, being entirely ignorant of all
that had taken place here, and re¬
lates what seems to him a somewhat
remarkable fact. He tells how he
was sitting m his tent one day whenthere « am«* upon him suddenly an
unaccountable impr«*ssion that he
was in danger. It was as though some
one were trying to make him /eel
this antl induce him to move. So
strong was the feeling that he got
tin and went over to the otller side
or the tent. He hat! hardly done
this before a shell struck the chair
where he had been sitting. Had he
remained there he would have been
instantly killed.
"Of courae it is «not asserted that

this is anything more than a coin¬
cidence, but the suggestion is made
that coincidences Of this sort have
been s,t .cry frequent ¡is to make
one wonder as to whether there is
not «some deeper meaning in it all."

They
arose to the height of half a mile,
and then the preconcerted signal
was «given. One lire«! an«! missed.
The other followed suit with more
disastrous «-lT.it. He hit his oppo¬nent's balloon, which instantly col-
lapaed, with the result that the oc- i

enpants <>f the ear wer«' «flashed to
«the earth with frightful rapidityantl instantlv killed.
