A Famoaa Haw Esglant Woasa,

Poet, Scalator aad Krforarr.
Miss Anne Whitney of Massachu¬

setts, poet. sculptor and advocate of
the Industrial und educational eniancl-

.re destined to leave their Impresa on
Ihe sands of tiui«» by reason of the
prominent part they played in the
tnovcuieut for the advancement and

Anne Whitn«»y was born iu Water-

town. Mass.. Sept. '2, lS'Jl, educated by
private tutors und eurly evinced a love
for poetry and sculpture..

These are a knit¬
ting nee«ll<\ a pair of shears and n

package of new hairpins. The latter
are for cherry time, for there Is no
patented article on the market that
equals a hairpin for stoning cherries.
The rounded end is used ami brings the
pit out perfectly clean. The knitting
needle Is better than any tined fork
for trying potatoes and other lioillng
veg«»talilcs. «-specially In»«''*, wlilcli lose
their sweetI'.i-ss If pier«*«-«! to the bleed¬
ing Ntage with a fork. It is also good
for testing cake ami hread. A pair of
large scissors or shears, In addition to
being handy for cutting twine, paper,
etc.. Is indispensable and much easier
to use than a knife In trimming meat,
cutting round steak for an Irish stew
or cutting tins, tall, head, etc., from a
fish. Try all three, and you will be
convinced that your kitchen table
drawer Is incomplet«* without them.

Tintina: Dreaa (ioudi.
A set-ret worth knowing la how to

tint laces, chiffons, silk or croc-beted
huttons, feathers, slippers, gloves, etc.,
to a gown shade. The process is vouch¬
ed for by the National Dressmakers'
association, from whose journal It is
taken. The materials required are oil
paints In tubes aud gasoliue. The gas¬
oline is placed in a porcelain bowl and
the paint is dissolved in It. The work
has to be done quickly and. of course.
In a tireless room. Mix the paint to
the required shade in a saucer, com¬
paring it with the goods till the right
color. When the exact tone is reached,
mix with the gasoline and dip the lace
or whatever is to be dyed quickly be¬
fore the paint falls to the bottom. Do
not let the goods touch the bottom, as
there might he a spot of paint there.
A hairpin comes In handily to hold the
edge of the goods. Shake out quickly
and pin up to dry. It is well to make
a few experiments before risklug cost¬
ly material, but the process is reallj
not at all formidable.

Dreaalaar Quickly.
From the point of view of the hus¬

band and father one of the sterling
qualities of the woman or girl is to
dress quickly. She can be Just as

prettily attired; the prettier the bet¬
ter. There Is such a thing as dressing
well and dressing quickly.
