Orgy of "Devil Chasers" Ends in
Destruction of Property and
Brutal Murder of a Child
Who Cried Because Fana¬

tics Frightened Her.

Robert Bachman. the wlld-eyed fa¬
natic, who trampled a flve-year-old
child to death "to exorcist» the devils"
from her, after a two days' meeting
«if the "Devil Chasers." of which sect
he declares he is God and chief, made
the Jail here ring with his
shouts and imprecations. He threat¬
ens to blast his keepers If they don't
let him go. and has torn must of the
long, shaggy hair from his head and
beard, and the clothes from his lean
figure in his transports of rag«».

"I am God." ho shouts. "And will
blast you with my almighty lightningsif you do not let m«*- go. 1 crushed
the devils out «if ths Child. She was
full of them, and I Chassd them from
her."

On this schedule salaries will be.

major gen«»rals. $8,000 per annum;brlj*;n«ller generals, $6.000; colonels,,$4,000; lieutenant colonels, $3.500;[majors, $3.ooo; captains, $2.400; tirst
lieutenants. $2,000; second lieuten¬
ants, $1,700, and eadets. $600.
Tho conference agreement also pro-I vides that the (.ovnmment shall fur-

nlsh remounts and horse equipment¡for officers belOW the rank .of majorrequired to be mounted, or, if an of-
fleer provides his own mount, he shall¡receive $150 per annum fisr one
horse and $200 for two horses The
conferees adopt«»«! the Senate amend¬
ment for Increased pay for «»nlisted
men, with the understanding that
there shall be no bonus for re-enllst-
nient.
The Senate amendment providing$1,000.000 for field maneuvers and

summer encampments were retained.

Companion Ships Resoné 141

TOKIO* . Special. The trainingcruiser Matsuehima was sunk off thePescadores lolands Thursday by¡ tha explosion of a projectile. The¡cruisers Itsukshlma and Hashldate res¬
cued 141 of the crew. It is believedthat over 200 officers and men. in-
sludlng the captain of the Matsushtma.
are lost.
The cruiser Matsushtma has u dis¬

placement of 4,277 tons, being aboutthe size and carrying practically the
same armament as the I'nlted suites
cruiser Olympia. It carried one twelve-
inch and eleven four-Inch guns. It
was one of the older ships of the
Japanese navy, having boon built In
1890. at a cost of $1.000,000.Ttie total crew numbered 360 offi¬
cers and men.
Admiral Moshiamstu. commander of

the training squad ron, reports that
the explosion occurred In the stock
magazine of the cruiser at 4:08 o'clock
in the morning!, while the vassal was
anchoreil at Makang.
The cruiser Immediately sank until
