I KILLS HIMSELF
Printer Believed That Mob
Was After Him.Out of

Money and Job
The quiet of this usually very

ipjlet town was ahrupkjy broken last
Saturday by the news of a suicide
in the «Mice of The Old Inn. In-
vestlgnton prove*! the rumor bat t«>o
true. A man named J. Frank Mc-
Ncooe, about 40 years old a printer.
whose home was U\ Farmland 1 In¬
diana shot himself in the head with
a .'12-ealibre pistol in the hotel otiice.
about I p. m. dying instantly. The
ball entered just above and In front
of the right ear. lodging apparently
over the left eve.
An lmjue-t was held, ami a ver-

dlct fourni in accordance with the
above facts. The body was taken
charge of by the LO, <>. F. and
embalmed by undertaker I'ccry.and,
upon advices from Indiana, shipped
OS Sunday afternoon.
The man was a stranger here, hav¬

ing conic here about a w eck before
Ito work for the Tazewcll Printing
Company. After being lure a few
daj's he was notified by the compa¬
ny that he did not suit them, «ml
would have to give up his place,
but btlng entirely without funds to

pay his way home was told to work

ON SOUTHERN RY.

Several Killed and Wounded
Near Greensboro, N. C.
Yesterday Morning

On Wednesday another frightful
wreck occurred on the Southern Rail¬
way, in which fourteen men weic
killed outright, ami twent\-ll\c in¬
jured, SOnM of whom «ill die.

A. P. UDOS, Supt. of the Rich¬
mond and Danville division, «>f the
Southern. II. C. White, traveling
auditor, were among ihe killed.
The accident whs caused by a bro¬

ken rail, near a trestle. ¡Engine
bOggSgOi mail ami cxpn-.s car^ pass¬
ed over safely. Day couches and
Pullman went o\cr the treslle into
water and mud BO feet below.
