It shall be a jubilee unto
you. And ye shnll return every man
unto his possessions, and ye shall re¬
turn every man unto his family. . * .

SYLLA OR ANTONY?

It is questionable whether in the
political history of our republic can
be cited any single triumph as sur¬

prising, signal, and sweeping as
Bryan's victory in the Baltimore con
vention. The moral and physical au¬

dacity of the undertaking.the dram¬
atic and thrilling climaxes of elo-
quenceand strategy, and the indisput¬
able completeness of the achieve¬
ment.are simply astounding. It was
St. George against the Dragon,
Sampson against the Phillistines. On
one side a divinely gifted man, an
abstract idealist, a magnetic and
splendid personality, an orator as
great as any since Demosthenes, an
impassioned and dauntless incarnation
of democracy. On the other side an

octopus with tentacles of gold, an

organization long in the malting and
flaw loss in mechanism, a ra:ney-

gloated, power-bloated rolinuc 01
vice-entniled corruption, a perfect
and powerful machine with nation¬
wide ramifications rooted in billions
of wealth.

Fresh from the Republican conven¬

tion in Chicago, with songs of victory
and an air of perfect assurance, this
sexless, gold-inspired I'lunderbund
came to Baltimore. The cards wero

stacked. Tho steam-roller was oiled
and spiked. Drawn up in battle-line
was an army of intriguers, manipu¬
lators, wire-pullers, pug bodyguards,
professional corruptionists, Hyans
and rascals, Belmonts, bullies, and
bartenders, scheming Senators and
fawning Congressmen, Clark Street
Hinky-Dinka and Bowery gutter-
snipes.withal ^a stupendous cohesive

It was a battle of blood-spilling and

bruises that lastet) for six days.' "Three hundred cannon threw up their
' emetic, and twenty thousand muskets
Hung their pills like hail, to make a

bloody diuretic." Under the comman¬
ding gem-rals, the allied forces

^ charged and were swept back they
fought from ambush and were mowed
down in the open; they plotted ami

1 thrust and threatened. Bogus tele¬
grams sped like poisoned arrows from
a thousand quivers. Tons of red-inked
newspapers with insidious scare heads
were distributed by excited flunkies.
Floods and Stnnchfields were dispatch¬
ed from the ranks to vomit gorges of
hate and vituperation. "Death-cries
drowning in the battle's roar !" Trick,
treachery, trade, sneaked from stand¬
ard to standard. Every marked card
known to the political game was

played. Bastsido hoodlums were hir¬
ed to rattle and piking topers made
drunk to confuse.

The result? Money and the Mob
went down for the count, and under
the arch of triumph stood \V. J. like
"Glory smiling o'er n sea of slaugh-
tor."

Was it the triumph of a man of

supreme political genius or was it a
vindication of principle? It was both,

it His ii mies charge that he was im¬
pelled by a spirit of self-interest and
self-giatifcation, that he was actuat¬
ed by gietd, ambition and revenge.
They sny he was getting $1000 per
day for a syndicate article and was
therefor prolonging the convention;
that he was trying to bring ahuut a
dead-lock between the two leading
candidates, thus to increase the like¬
lihood of his own nomination; that he
deserted the Clark camp out of spite
and opposed Judge Parker because of
spleen. Avarice, personal ambition,
and vindictive betrayal of friendship,
are the charges made against him.
Subjected to analysis, this triple ac¬
cusation will be found to be foolishly
1 aradoxical, To borrow from the un-'

forgotten iconoclast, Hrandt, It would j
seem that tho acorn-headcd fool who
wears a thurible for a cap to keep
away marauding jays, shouhl have
sense enough to know that had Bryan

I gone into th* convention to manoeuvre
for the nomination he would have boon
too wise to act as a paid reporter, and
too cunning to oppose Judge Parker
or antagonise Champ ('lark. If he
desired the nomination, it must he
admitted that he wore the cap and
bells and full uniform of a dunce.

The result should be ample answer

to these puerile charges. Such vic¬
tories do not perch on the banners of

vindictiveneas, slit-eyed nvarire and
selfish ambition; for these lire wea¬

pons of the weakling. And that w

a battle in which a giant won.

The enemies of the Great Common¬
er accuse his friends of having placed
him on a pedestal too high for one of
human stature; they insist that ho
has been invested with attributes thnt
belong to the gods and not to mortal
men. Hut surely his friends are par¬
donable if they point from his sub¬
mergence in three disastrous defeats
to the recent magnificent victory ngn-
inat immeasurable odds as evidence of
the fact that be must pass into the
gross of history as one of its colossal
figures. Ho is an example of the suc¬
cess of defeat. The secret of his
power lies in the purity of his heart,
the loftiness of bis ideals, and his
supreme consecration to duty. He is
misunderstood because his language
cannot be found in the lexicon of
practical politics. Ilt> is a Christian
statesman who lrarue.1 his political
catechism at a mother's knee and
drew bis later inspiration trom the
principles of altruism taught by the
Nazarene.
