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MAJOR WALTON
DIED ON SUNDAY

Was Prominent Railroad Con-
tractor and Public Spirited
Citizen—Helped Many Who

Needed Help..

Major Samuel Walton, one of the
best known railrond contractors in
this section of the country, died at
his home at Falls Mills, Va., Sunday
morning at 1 o'clock, says the Tele-
graph of Sunday.

Major Walton was 69 1;n;*'ars old,
and the immediate cause of his death
was heart failure. During the month
of December his condition became so
grave that he went to Johns-Hopkins
hospital in Baltimore, for treatment.
He spent two months in that institu-
tion, returning to his home in Febru-
ary but little improved. The trip it
is said was to his disadvantage, and
he did not recover from its effects.
He leaves a widow, the only family
survivor, A brother, however, John
Walton, lives at Wycomb, Pa. )

Major Walton had amassed a con-|

south, and was identified with some
large projects,

other contracts for that road, nmong
them being at Williamson and a great
deal of the work on the Clinch Valley
extension, The firm received the con-
tract for the work on the Bluefield.
Princeton electric line and the road
work along the same route, both of
which contracts are now being rushed

to completion, The company also had |

contracts in Nashville, Tenn., for the
Louisville and Nashville railroad, and

did the grading in 1803 of the 'l'nze-}

well Fair grounds and is now engaged
in the grading of Bluefield-Graham
fair grounds, of which lutter organi-
zation Mujor Walton was President,
The firm did considerable work also
on the Shenandouh Valley extension
and n lgrn::.ll. deal of the heavy tunnel
work of the Chesapeake and Ohio rail-
way.

Major Walton came to this section
in the year 1886, He helped to build
the Norfolk and Western railroad in
to Poeahontas and has been engaged
actively in railroad and other con-
struction contract work “since that
time. There nre men who have been
associated with him during the past
twenty-five years and it is said that
not as much as a cross word occurr-
ed between thém during the entire
time. Major Walton loved clean and
healthy sport, his main hobby bein
horse flesh, He engaged in the breed-
ing of standard breéd horses a number
of years ago and the Walton stables
at Falls Mills have produced some of
the fustest trotters in the country.
Mr. Wallon was a familiar figure
about the race tracks on the fair cir-
cuits in this section, and his judg-
ments of the fine points of n horse was
accepted as authority by the racing
people, professionals and others, His
stables at Falls Mills estate are
among the best appointed in the en-
tire country, and have been referred
to by hursemen as o model, He main-
tained a track on his premises where
the young trotters were trained.

The Walton estate at Falls Mills is
gituated on the West Virginin side, in
Mercer county, His home is & man-
sion, but the doors have always
awung wide open to all classes, be
they rich or poor. His office is locat-
ed at Falls Mills, which has always
been his postoffice and shipping point.
He knew personully every man, wom-
an and child in the reighborhood,
and always had a pleasant word ror
them., 'I'he extent of Major Wal-
ton’s wealth is unknown but evident-
ly he leaves quite a fortune, probably
going to the half million mark. The
writer recalls that some years ago he
heard n man make the remark that
Mr. Watlon could write his check for
a million dollars, but it may be since
that time that his fortune did not
grow, in view of his liberality in as-
sisting others, together with the un-
certainty of railroad construction
work during dull periods.

Mr. Walton's memory will not soon
die in this section. His monument
consist of the boys whom he eduecnt-
ed and they will not fail to perpetuate
his name.

Childless himself, Major Walton
was extremély fond of children and
of young people generally, and the
children of less prosperous persons in
this immedinte section Iipmﬁu.zd by this,
Many young men and young women
within a radius of fifty miles owe
their education to his liberality and
many young men, ufter being put
through college by his generosity have
been launched ‘in business by him,
their success in nearly every instance
attesting the soundness and their
gratitude being his only reward., It
15 said of him that he has algo been
the means of saving several lives by
enabling young people in the incipient
stages ngtuhcrculosin, and without
sufficient means to secure the
treatment, to become inmates o
ern tuberculosis sanitariums,

It was learned that Major Whaiton
made his will sometime ago, but the
contents will not be known Tor several
days yet, the instrument not having
been opened.
