CHASED BY Ü BOAT
FOR SEVEN HOURS

Negro in Jail Here Convicted of
Burglary at Graham, Has Ex¬
citing Experience on Brit¬

ish Mule Boat.

A vivid story of adventure and of
danger came to light here this week
at tlie investigation of the four men
recently brought from lronton, Ohio,charged with a string of robberies in
this county.two negroes and two
white nu-n. Upon being questioned,
one of the colored men, Charlie Ma¬
son related a thrilling story of his
wanderings and travels, anil of a trip
on a mule-bout through the war zone.Later, after confessing to the crimewith which he was charged, and injail awaiting deportation to the peni¬tentiary, he told the following storyto a representative of this paper:"I had been in Newport News agood while, and didn't have a job, so
when n man came to me and said he'dgive me a job on a mule-boat and agood trip to Europe, I took him up.lie didn't tell me about no submarines
and that the reason he was so anx¬ious for me to go wns because wemight be Mowed up by a Gorman tor¬
pedo, aiul that men was hard to lind.
Iii)t I went with him, and wo startedAugust 28th. There was 104 colored
men und 25 white men with CiOO
Missouri mules. We headed for Eng¬land, and nothing happened the first
few days, except a lot of hard work
and mighty little sleep. We passedtwo oi- three big ships on the way, and
one day WO got a wireless messagefrom a passenger ship that she had
been hit by a submarine and wassinking, but we were too far away,and couldn't give her any help. We
found out when we got to Englandthat the ship was the Arabic andthat she had been lost.
"After we got this message 1 begun1o get a little skittish, because this

was my first trip, and I had heard
some of the other men talking about
submarines and things like that, and
every time I heard them talk I beganto get a little more scared. 1 didn't
get seasick. 1 hough, because there was
no wind and t"'.c sea was smooth. The
next day after we heard from the shipthat was sunk, were were about 2fi0
miles from England, just otf the IrishIslands, und the Captain told us this
wns where the submarines worked.We went on until about 10 o'clock, and
then the lookout yelled that he had
seen a submarine and that it was
coming after us. Yes sir. we all gotpretJy much excited, because we ex¬
pected to be blown up as BOOn as she
got near enough. The Captain gave us
;ill life preservers and put some men
lo getting out the yawl-bouts, or
life boats with engines in them. Then
he put four or live extra men in the
engine room stoking coal and orderedfull spend ahead. He had a good start
on the submarine but she was comingwith all the speed she could get up,and our old engines were roaring like
.-l cyclone. We couldn't work mucn, and
/.very now anil then we would have to
leave the mules and come out on deck
i.o watch.somehow we wanted to be
outside when slie blew up so we could
j.ry to get something to Hoat on if it
.luin't Kill us. The onicers would drive
us Pack to work, and pretty soon we
would sneak out again. Some of the
men were crying and yelling :..id one
fellow got down on his knees and was
praying. Seems like every time a mule
would stamp his foot we thought we
were hit. Everybody was yelling, and
,'Jje Captain was the only man on deck
that seemed to know what to do. 1
saw the submarine every now and then
wnencver l could BneaK out to look,and every time 1 saw it 1 tliought it
was getting closer. 1 felt mighty bad
and uidJl't expect to ever be in the
United States again. 1 ran away from
home a long lime ago, and 1 couldn't
mink of anything else the whole time
that thing was after us.if I could
have gone home then 1 would have
never wanted anything else in the
but every few minutes they would
drive me and the rest of them back

feeding mules. Every time 1 went
uowji 1 thought would be the last
time,

"After we had run for about un
hour I thought the time had about
come, and I started to pray, but gotashamed lo let the other men see me,
so J kept on working. Another hour
went by and we were still on top of
the water, so 1 began to think maybethat thing wasn't going to catch us
after all. But when 1 looked again
she was nearer than ever, 1 thought,and the others saw it too, and beganto cry and yell anil holler more tnan
ever. All the tune the man up in the
wireless room was sending out signals
as fast as he could, but another hour
¦ .1 and no help was in sight. Hut
the engineer was still at it, and the
fiui boat, was shaking like an earth¬
quake. The smoke was running out of
.ine funnels so thick sometimes we
.couldn't see what was folowing us.
.Every minute wo were waiting to
hear the torpedo hit, and the noise
f>n board was the worst I ever beard
.in my life.half of the men were
praying and the other half were cry¬
ing. We thought we would all die in
.another hour,

"About two o'clock we noticed that
the submarine was falling behind, and
we began to feel better. We had had
nothing to eat since live o'clock, and
now we began to feel a little hungry.'Tho torpedo never did fire, and in
another hour we saw a big British
(Cruiser about three miles off. That
>vns thß best looking boat I ever saw.
When the submarine spotted her she
:slowed down, and the cruiser began
to pick of stpam about the same time.Vou know thonO submarics can't go<down until they have charged them¬
selves with air,' and w hen she saw the
cruiser she knew she was in trouble.
She began to stop, nnd to get ready
to go under, but that takes a goodwhile, and while she was getting readyto go down the cruiser opened up and
blew her to pieces. She had chased us
a little over seven hours before we
outran her.
"We got to England ull right after

that, and landed at Avemount. When

wo hail unloaded we started back anddidn't see any more submarines. Butafter we were on the water a coupleof days a storm blew up, and I gotseasick for the first time.. We got tuNewport News without any trouble,and they.wanted me to go again but I
wouldn't go. I went from there toRichmond, and then started west. I
met Fred Ilaynes in Lynchburg, i.:ul
we came io Graham together."These two negroes committed thorobberies mentioned in our last issueand were taken into custody in Iron-
ton, Ohio, where they stayed in jailuntil brought here this week, whenthey confessed. Mason was given \l
years at. hard labor, and Ilaynes got

years of the same.

THE CRIMINAL LAWYER AND
THE PHYSICIAN.

We are improving, according to awriter in one of the magazines. He
says that as the years go by therewill be less need for the services ofthe criminal lawyer and the practic¬ing "saddle-bags" physician. The ar¬
gument is, that the suppression of theliiiuor traffic will reduce crime andhence court trials und the generaldiffusion of knowledge and acquaint¬ance with the laws of health, will
render the calls for the physician lessfrequent. There will, however, hethinks, always be a place and workfor tin- specialist in the field of medi¬cine and surgery, and for the ChanceryCourts of Equity.We askod a lawyer what he thoughtof it and he said, in substance, thatbeyond question the suppression ofthe liquor traffic would reduce crime,and hence practice in the criminalcourts. In those states and communities where no liquor is sold and diffi¬cult to get, trials in the criminalcourts have greatly diminished isnumber, but, so long as human na¬
ture is what it is. and remains whatit is, unregeneraled, he says, therewill always be work for criminal
courts, and until people become moreseif-possesscd anil have their appe¬tites under better control, and learn
to take better care of children, therewill still be the necessity for the manwith the pill-box. The hospitals andsanitariums are crowded today, as
never before, with all soils of ail¬
ments. .Surgeons and practitioners are
working overtime. There is on an ave¬
rage, says a physician, a hundred tu¬berculosis natients in every county,and over 15000 in the penitentiaries o'lthe country. The doctors and the lasv-
yers may perhaps lind fewer calls asthe years go by and people learn wis¬
dom, but it's a long, long way yet toUtopia as well as to Tipperary. When
the millenium comes ami men learn todo good instead of evil when we be¬
come wholesome and healthful moral¬
ly, when the devil is driven out andchained in "the bottomless pit," per¬haps we will no longer need the ser¬vices of physicians, or police officers
to patrol the streets with clubs and
guns to make*US behave, or jails andpenitentiaries in which to pen us up,or electric chairs to kill us.. Oh, yes,we'll need physicians, lawyers, police¬
men and standing armies and greatnavies fur sometime yet. Nevertheless,the world should welcome the opti¬mist who believes "the better day a-
coming" not far olf. What can we do
to hurry it along?

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a general assembly has been chosenof which a large majority of the
members are in genuine and heartysympathy with that policy. Therefore,why continue to agitate the question?There is no wet and dry issue before
the voters at the present time that weknow of. All of us nre committed tothe dry banquet for the next few yearsat any rate, and so far as The Roa-noke Times is concerned there are no
wets and drys. Whether they believe
it the wiser policy or not, all good citi¬

ABOUTJO ATTACK

Submarine Commundii' Reporte
That Sinking of Vessel Was
An Act of Self Defense.Re¬
grets Loss of Americans.

Berlin, Sept. s, via London, Sept. !>.
.Germany's note to the Uinted state
conccerning the sinking of the White
Star line steamer Arabic by n Germansubmarine was communicated to Am¬bassador Gerard yesterday evening.The note ascribes the (lest t uet ion of
tile liner to an act of self-defense on
the part of the submarine, expressesthe German Government's deep regretthat American lives were lost therebyand offers to refer the question of re-
paration and compensation to The
Hague for adjustment.
The not reveals in detail the in¬structions to submarine commanders

concerning their treatment of liners,iThey are ordered not to attack pass¬
enger steamers excopt in ease of an
attempt to eseape, after it is ordered
to halt, or unless its actions indicate
an intention to attack the submarine.
The submarine commander, accord¬ing to his report concerning the send¬

ing of the Arabic to the bottom, saidhe believed thu Arabic was about to
attack tin- submarine and that there¬
fore he aeted within his Instructions.
German naval experts declare thatthen is no other course open to sub-

marines under present conditions,when, they assert, every mcrshant-
man, from liners down to fishingsmacks, is a presumptive enemy and
seize any opportunity to attack the
vulnerable suhmnric by gun lire or
by ramming.

Berlin, via London, Sept. X. .The
commander of a German submarine
which has returned to its base has re¬
ported to the admiralty that he tor¬
pedoed the liner Arabic in the belief
that the Arabic's action indicated that
she was about to attack the submarine
and that he ftrod in self-defense.
According to .submarine comman¬der's report, the submarine was en¬

gaged in destroying a freighter when
the Arabic was sighted. The subma¬
rine was then on surface. The Ara¬
bic, the commander declared, swung
around and headed toward the freight¬
er as if to attack the submarine. The
commander of the undersea craft re-
ained in doubt as to the intention of
the Arabic when the latte rchaugedher course a few points hut still keptheaded in a direction that was bring¬ing her nearer to the scene.
The captain of the submarine re¬

ports that he continued to observe
the actions of the liner until he saw
the Arabic again change her course
and head directly toward the spulwhere the submarine lay, as if the
Arabic had sighted the undersea boat.
Then the commander of the cubmn-
rine, believing his craft was in danger,he declared, submerged and fired a
torpedo.
