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COLORED PEOPLES' DAY
HT THE TAZEWELL Fl

Major Moton, of the Hampton
Normal, Made Fine Address.
Was Introduced to Large
Crowd by Fair President.

Colored Peoples Day, last Satur¬
day, was a success in every way, and
the promoters of this innovation and
experiment, are not only satisfied hut
gratified, with tho result.
The weather was ideal, the attend¬

ance was good, and a quiet, pleasaat
day was had by the colored people,
and quite a number of white people,
who were present. It was estimated
that the number of white and color¬
ed people in attendance was about
equally divided, but this was perhaps
an overestimate of the wdiite atten¬
dance.
There were about 700 people present

.from Tazewell, Bluefield and the
coal fields, and other points. The
whole fair was opened to them, grand
stand and all. They were a well
dressed, quiet, orderly crowd. There
was no disturbance so far as known.

Address of Major Moton.
The event of the day was the ad¬

dress of Major Robert B. Moton, the
Commandant of the Hampton Agri¬
cultural and Mechanical Institute,
who was secured by the management
.to deliver the oration of the day.
Tho speaker spoke in the grand

.stand and was introduced by Presi¬
dent A. S. Greever, in a short, but
-very appropriate address. Mr. Greever
jsaid, among other good things, thnt
.we may divide, roughly, the people
into two general classes, those who
leud and those who are led; those
who think things and those who do
things. Both classes are necessary,
'.but we need men who can do as well
as plan, and such a man is Major
Moton. He dreams dreams and then
makes them realities.

Mr. Morton made a speech worthy
.of the occasion and or himself. It
wns along educational lines. The
addres urged upon the colored people
industry and morality. He said that,
the indolent, dirty, low down negro
did more harm to the race than the
prejudice of the while people. It is
this character of negro who should
bo looked after and put down.
The address throughout was witty,

eloquent, and uplifting. One citizen
of this town who has heard many fine
speakers pronounced this the .finest
ho had heard in many years. His
subject was "Race Pride and Efficien¬
cy."

Other prominent colored men pres¬
ent were: Prof. Coleman, principal
of the Bluefield Colored Institute;
Prof. Long, principal of the Chris-
tiansburg Industrial School at Chris-
tinnsburg, nnd R. E. Clay, of Britsol,
all of whom were introduced by Pres¬
ident Greever nnd made appropriate,
short addresses.
Major Moton and Hampton Institute.
A few lines further may be of gen¬

eral interest.
Major Morton is 48 years old, a

pure-blood negro, born in Amelia
county, Va., graduated from Hampton
Institute in 1890, taught in the insti¬
tution several years, was elected com¬

mandant, which is the same office as

Daan in the colleges, which position
he holds now. He is the chief exec¬
utive officer of the institution.

Hampton Institute.
Hampton Institute was folded in

1868 by General S. C. Armstrong, for
the purpose of giving the colored peo¬
ple industrial and agricultural train¬
ing. It is co-educational. The insti¬
tute has now 1300 pupils, fifty of
whiim are Indians, and an endowment
of two and a half million dollars.
This money has been given by indi¬
vidual rich men of the North. The
schbol has a military feature, except
that no guns are used. This peculiar
prohibition is due to the ruling of the
Board of Trustees, chief among whom
is Mr. Carnegie, as well as tho late
Mr. Peabody, both of whom said they
would withdraw their nupport if the
school used guns and encouraged war

c.pirit^
Booker T. Washington graduated

here in 1875 ,and after teaching sev¬

eral years was sent to Alabama and
established the well, known and suc¬

cessful school there.

CORN SHOW AT THE FAIR

And the Result of the Distribution of
Seed Corn Last Spring.

After considerable correspondence
with expert corn men in the State,
and seedsmen, both in this State and
neighboring States, two varieties of
corn were selected for distribution
by the Tazewell Fair Association. A
white variety, a specially grown and
pedigreed Boone County white and an

Improved Leaning, a yellow variety,
were chosen.
There was somo doubt expressed

as to whether the large white variety
would mature well here the first year,

jas it was a long season corn, 120
days; the yellow variety requiring
only 90 days, it was thought, might
do better.
A quart was given to eacifSf 11)0
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farmers, 84 quurts of the white and
10 of the yellow, were listed by me

and several quarts of the yellow were
sent to Burke's Garden to be distrib¬
uted and those receiving it I did not
secure tho names.
The understanding was that each

one receiving a quart of the corn was

to bring his ten liest ears to the Fair,
tho corn to become the property of
the Association for distribution next
Spring.
Of those who received the white

corn 84 came forward with the exhib¬
its; the yellow, seven entered speci¬
mens. This was not as good as I ex¬

pected, but I suppose it was a fairly
good showing. The exhibits were all
fairly good, some of them excellent.
The yellow corn was perfectly ma¬

tured, as was much of tho white.
Only a few cars of the latter was not
matured, it being planted late. The
exhibit showed that the Boono County
white will mature well here if planted
as late as May 10. The growers ex¬

pressed themselves as having a fine
yield, two men claiming to have raised
fifteen bushels from one quart, and
many claiming as much no ten bush¬
els. Almost all expressed themselves
as being highly pleased with the ex¬

periment and so much so that they
would plant nothing else next year.
There was also shown in the exhibit
four specimens of Casey corn, one of
which secured second premium; also
one exhibit of another pun; Boono
County corn. This coin also did
well and gave satisfaction.
While compared with the speci¬

mens of common corn shown it seems
to me thnt all will do woll to plant
one of the three varieties next year,
and I suppose there will be enough
raised to supply the entire county in
seed corn the coming year. I would
suggest that every ono who haa this
corn, first select enough cf the bc3l
ears for his own planting anil sup¬
ply his neighbor with any that he has
left that will do for seed.

I am no corn expert, but it rooms

to mo that with these varieties of
corn for seed ten per cent, more corn

per acre can be grown. Prcf, Hudge-
son, the judge in the Agricultural de¬
partment, expressed himself as high¬
ly pleased with the exhibit and pre¬
dicts better result:: next year.

I want to thank one and all of the
exhibitors in the Agricultural depart¬
ment for their interest and hearty
co-operation with me in making it
the greatest success in this line we

have ever had. Tho exhibits were so

good that I can only wish all could
have secured premiums, though you,
I am sure, were all satisfied with the
verdict of the judges and feel that the
utmost fairness was shown in all de¬
cisions.
