Washington, Sept. 10.."Short-
moasure" selling of gasoline was es¬
timated today by the Nntionnl Motor¬
ists' Association to be costing pur¬chasers $90,000,000 a year. This fig¬
ure was based on an estimnte that
each of tho 10,000,000 motorists of
the United States buys two gallons
of gasoline daily nnd thnt the aver¬
age fdching by "shortmeasure art¬
ists" amounts to two pints in each
five gallons, resulting in a total da¬
ily loss to purchasers of 1,000,000
gallons valued at approximately
8260,000.
